iog after familiar spirits. God had been
their healer, but after they lost the Spiri
they tarned to the arm of fesh to find soime-
thing to hesl their disvases.

Yon
see that after theus men bad boen personsliy
with Jomus for something like thres yoars,
and had witaessed His mighty power in rais-
ing the desd and performizg all mauner of
miracles, in & fow houra after His crucifiotion,
hag allowed Satan to harden their hearts and
Al them with unbelief, They were alsa sanc-
tifled, a® we read in John 17: 17, Jesns prayed,
{*Sanctify them through thy troth: thy word
is truth.’’ This prayer was undoubtedly an-
swored, e Jesus never prayed in vain, In
Jobu 15: 3, we resd, ‘‘Now are ye cloan
through the word which T bave apoken unto
you.”” In John 20: 2%, we read, ¢ And when
he had said this, be breathed on them, and
said unto them, recsive ye the Holy Ghost.’’
By comparing the gaspel of Mark referred to

ceived the Holy Ghost. Petr preached the
Word, and they were cleansed through the
Word, as the desciplea bafore the Day of Pen-
toco hin was a hard dose for Peter to
take, be being a Jew and having been taught
that the Gentlles wore dogs and unclesn.
God had proviously given Puier a vision of
a great shest let down from heayen, lled
with all mzaner of unclesn animals, with
the command, ‘‘Biss, Peter, alay nnd ext.’®
The preaching of Jesus to the Geutiles was
part of the eating, but Peter obeyed, and
Pentecostal signs followed (Acts 10:48):
“‘For they beard them speak With tungues
und magnify God.*

It you will now tura to Acts 19: 14, you
will ‘nd that abont twenty-nine years
after Pentocost, Paul found some deciplon at
Ephesus that had not raceived thoir Pentecost.
Ho preached the Word and explained to them
their great privileges in the gospel, ‘*And
when Paol 1aid his bands upon them, the Holy
Ghost came on them: and they spake with
tongues aud prophesised.’’— Acts 10: 6.
