_indicates that the. law was not a part of
the scheme of redemption, directly con-
tributing thereto, but was ‘‘added to’
or superimposed upon that plan. To
the same effect it is said in Rom. 5:20,
“Moreover -the law entered,” literally.

And here we would submlt to the
judgment bf our readers’ a propostion
which we deem to be important.

But'we maintain on the contrary that
atcording to what is clearly stated in
Galatians the main line of God’s deal-
ings is that of His eovenant with Abra-
“ham and his Seed, leading into bless-
ing to all the nations. * In other words,
God’s main line of working is not ‘“un-
-der .the law,” but ‘“under the promise.”
For Abraham was never under the law.

~ The law then and not the church-age
. was the “parenthesis,” for it interrupt-
complete, is sufficient, and is pertinent to
The

ed, during a period of about fifteep hun-
dred years, God's dealings in the line of
" the promise, just as the Hagar episode
was a ‘“‘parenthesis’” in Abraham’s per-
sonal history, interrupting for a time
_his relations with the true wife, Sarah.
Moreover, the beginning and the end-
ing of the parenthetical era of the law
are definitely marked. The law was
‘““four hundred and thirty years after”

the promise (v. 17); and its duration

 was only “until the Seed should come-to
Whom the promise was made” (v. 19).
Indeed the whole point of the argument
here is that the law, being a parenthesis
.interposed between “the promise” and
the *“Seed” by Whom it was to be ful-
filled, cannot be taken as disannulling
or as modifying in anywise the terms of
. the promise. *“The covenant that was
confirmed before of God to (not in)
Christ, the law, which was four hundred
and thirty years after, cannot disannul*
(v. 17). On the other hand, the law

could not, and did not, promote in any-

wise the fulfillment of the promise
“For if the inheritance be of the law’'—
that -is, be altained through the instru-
mentality of the law—*"it is no more of
promise: but God gave it (the Inheri-
tance) to Abraham by promise® (v. 19).
Hence the law had nothing to do with
the accomplishment of the purpose in
view {n the giving of the promlise.

It is, we think, highly important to
grasp the fact that this present era of
the Holy Spirit, so far from being a “‘par-
enthesis,” interrupting the progress of

God’s main plan of opefations, isyin fact
the very era that was in contemplation
when God called Abraham and gave him
vthe promises; and to grasp also the re-
lated fact that the law was truly a “par-
enthetical period, during which the ex-
-ecution’of “the promise” was necessarily
suspended. ST :

The' verse last quoted brings to -view
another characteristic : word of the
Epistle, namely, “the inheritance;” and :
we would take special notlce of thig'word
because the.thought it conveys is inti-
mately ‘connected with what %we regard
as the main subject of the Epistle—
“Our liberty in Christ. ..

But before considering the subject of
the inheritance, we have to inquire Iato
the reason for the bringing in of the long
period of the law, occupying about fif-
teen hundred years, thus greatly celay-
ing the fulfillment of the promise; while
not apparently contributing anything to
its accomplishment.. We may indeed be
quite sure the era of‘the law was needed,
and that it did not last a moment téo
lIong. For we have the explicit state-
“ment that “when the fulness of the time
was come” then “God sent forth His
Son” (4:4); and, of course, He could
not have come any sooner. Hence the
law filled up an interval of time which
had to elapse In any case. -

Another statement concerning the law
{s made in this connection, namely, that
it could not be the agency whereby the
promise was to be. fulfilled and the in-
heritance gained.. The reason is that, it
the inheritance be galned by means of
the law, it would no longer be by prom-
ise; and since God made it at the be-
glnning a matter of promise, He couid
not change the character of His dealings "
and make it a thing to be galned through
the Iaw. An unconditional promise rasts
for its fulfillment solely upon the gond
faith of the one who makes it,

The bearing of this part of the ar-
gument will be evident if we keep in
mind that the false teachers to whom
the Galatlans were listenlng were en-
deavoring to change the accomplishment
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of God’s purposes in His people from
the basis of grace (‘‘the promise”) ox
which it rests secure, to the basis of
humoan works (“the law'’). So Paul
strenuously insists that the bringing in
of the period of law, which was only a
parenthesis, did not and could not
change either the basis on which God
had caused HiIs purpose to rest or the

method of its accomplishment. God gave

the inheritance to Abraham by promise;
hence God must fulfill it apart from all
works of law, and regardless of man's
failure when tested by law. And just
here we my anticipate our remarks con-
cerning ‘“‘the inheritance' to the extent
of pointing out that the receiving of the
Spirit is included in the inheritance,
since the Spirit is “the Earmest of omr
inheritance until the redemption of the
purchased possession’’ (Eph, 1:13, 14).
We see then that all the inheritance

of the sons of God mnst come to them by

grace alone, that is, as the gift of Goqg,
apart from all works of their own.

We are now prepared for considera-
tion of those rather obscure words: ‘It
(the law) was ordalned by angels in
the Mnd of ‘a mediator. Now a medi-
ator is not of on€, but God is Omne."

‘What comes into view here ig the great
difference between the two covenants,
a difference jllustrated -by the remark-
able allegory in chapter 4, to which
allusion has already been made. ‘The
point of difference ' indicated In the
words last .quoted is that the cove-
nant of grace (the promise) has but one
party to it—God, Himself; whereas the
law was a two-part covenant; for it was
ordained by the agency of angels in the
‘hand of a mediator. Now a mediator

is not (and cannot be) the mediator

of one party. There must be two parties
to a covenant (or agreement) made
through the offices of a mediator.
God who.made the promise is One.

The.covenant of the law ‘“from Mount,
Sinai’” (4:25) was ratified between God

and the children of Israel, that is, “Is- ~

rael after the flesh? (1 Cor. 10:18).
Hence it . required for its fulfillment the

Tull performance by both parties of all-

their respective undertakings. But Is-
rael broke that covenant less than for{y
days after it had been ratified (Exod.
32). Thereupon, His covenant heing
broken (according to the words ‘“Which
My covenant they brake, saith the I.ord”
(Jer. 31:32), God, as the result of
Moses’ intercession, took them up again
on a different basis, saying: *I will pro-
claim the Name of the Lord before thee,
and will be gracions to whom I will be
gracious, and will show mercy on whom
I will show mercy"” (Exod. 34:19). It
was purely a matter of grace and in ful-
filment of His promise to the fathers that
God brought the people of Israel into
Canaan. As stated by Jeremiah: ‘““The
people which were left of the sword
found grace in the wilderness”’ (Jer
31:2). God was not bound by the cov-
enant of Sinai any longer; though He
continued His relations with Israel un-
der the form of it.

But now,’in vlew of what has been
‘shown ase to the impossibility of the
covenant of law either changing or aid-
ing the tulﬂlment_ of the promise, an-

-read in Romans 5:20, that “‘the law.

But.
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other question arises: “Is the law then
against the promises of God?' It might
seem s0. But such ig not the case. God
who made the promise Himself also gave
the law. Hence the ¢law could not be
against the promise. In fact, the law
might even have aided the promise if it
could have given life. But, because of
the infirmity of the flesh and the cor-
ruption of the heart of man, that which
was ‘‘ordained to life” was ministra-
tion of death" and “the ministration of

Moses’ ministry of the old covenant be- -

came ‘‘the minjstration of death™ and
‘“‘the ininistration of condemnmmon" (2
Cor. 3:7, 9).

Thus the law served to make evident
the true ,state of the natural man., It
brought to light the fact of the utter
ruin of the human race, proving that

‘the mind of the flesh is unmity against

God, for it is not subject to the law of
God, neither indeed can be” (Rom. 8:
7, R. V.). Needless to say, God could
do nothing with a race of beings that
was not subject and could not be made

statement concerning the law that *it
was added because of transgressions’’
can be understood in the light of other
scriptures as signifying God’s plan,
through the trial of a selected nation

. by means of the law, to prove the neces-

slty for blood-redemption and a new
birth, in other words the necessity for
salvation by grace through the redemp-
Thus we

entered that the offence might abound;”
and in Romans 7:7, 13, that the knowl-
edge of sin came by the'law, and that
thereby sin became exceeding sinful.” *

It 1s clear, therefore, that the law- did
not change the condition of those who
were directly under law, and was not
Intended to do so. It served rather to

. bring out and make evident the enmity

and rebellion of the natural heart of
man, thus showing the necessity .of a
change of heart, which is the work of
thig present age of grace. .

This is the significance of verse 22 of
our chapfer (Galatians 3): .“But the
scripture hath concluded (lit., shut up)
all things under sin that ‘the promise
(that is the Holy Spirit) might he given
to them that believe.” In what sense
are we to understand that the scriptuve
~—the written law of God-—has shut up
all things (the “all’”’ is neuter gender

_ requiring the substantive *‘things’”) un-

der sin? This must be understood in
the sense that in the light of man’s trial
under the law, it ig seen that the whole
creation (man inheritance) is under
the dominion of sin, and that there is
need of redemption, not only of the per-
sons of those whom God purposes to
save, bui of the “Inlieritapnce’ as well.
Furthermore, the object of the law
is declared to be ‘‘that every mouth may
be stopped, and all the world may be-
come gullty before God” (Rom. 3:19).
This was manifestly a necessary prelim-
inary to the dispensation of grace. For
since God purposed to save men solely
by grace, through faith, it was needful
to show that all men, even the very best
of them, were alike ‘“‘guilty,” and were
eq'qally dependent upon the undeserved
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mercy of God. Pardon is not for the
innocent, but for the -guilty; hence a
man must be convicted of sin before he
will seek pardon or is eligible for it.
God therefore gives to all men the op-
portunity mnow to own . themselves
‘‘guilty’”” and to accept pardon as God’s
gracious gift through Jesus Christ, and
on the righteous ground that He, the
Just One suffered for the sins of those
who acgept God's Mercy offered by the
gospel.

But there was another distinct pur-
pose of the law, namely, it served to
guard or keep the nation of Israel as a
separate people up to the time of the
coming of Christ and His presentation
of Himself to that people. For we must
not suppose that the Word of God given
to the Israelites was ‘“of none effect”
(see Rom..9:6), even though 'the na-
tion as a whole transgressed it. There
wag always, even when things were at
their worst in Israel, a believing rem-
nant (seven thousand even in the days
of Ahab). Not that these kept the
whole law or were saved by it; but they
were “Israelites indeed,” because they
had ‘‘the circumcision of the heart,” and
they were saved through faith. Paul
has in mind this belleving remnant
whose hearts were perfect toward God,

and who were always the real *‘Israel’ -

(Rom. 9:6), known of God though un-
recognized by the eye of man, For let

us clearly understand that faith is al-

ways and altogether a matter of the -
It-is an attiude of the heart to-.

heart.
ward God, manifesting itself in a volun-
tary submission to His Word. \
Paul speaks of those believing Israel-
ites as minor children (and Includes
himgelf among them}, saying: ‘“We were
kept (i. e, guarded) under the law,
shut up unto the faith which should
afterwards be revealed. Wherefore the
law was our schoolmaster to bring us

unto Christ, that we might be justified ’

by faith. But after faith iS come we
are no longer under a schoolmaster”
(v. 23-25). The word *“pedagogue™
(translated “schoolmaster”) is- com-
pounded of two words meaning a child
and to bring~(or iead), the duty of the
pedagogue beiig to take charge of-the
young children and bring them to school.
Thus the pedagogue was responsible for
the care of the children. But on the
other hand the children were, in a sense,
in bondage to the pedagogue. Thus Paul
illustrates the law in its guardianship
of the true-hearted Israelites. “The
heir,”” he says, '‘as long as he is a
child differeth nothing from a servant,
though he be lord of all; but is under
tutors and governors until the time ap-
pointed of the father. Even so, we,
wlien we were children (minors) were
in bondage under the elements of the
world” (4:1-3).

Thus the law served a speclal purpose
of guardianship over those who, like
the writer of Psalm 119, loved the law
of God, rejoiced in His -statutes and
judgments, and delighted greatly in His
commandments. But that guardianship
was only “unto Christ;’’ for, says Paul,
‘‘after that faith is come we are no
longer under a pedagogue.”

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Is the Holy Spirit in All Believers?

It is claimed by others that the epistles
were only addressed to those who had
been baptized in the Holy Spirit, and
that only such are real Christians and
members of the body of Christ. As proof
of this they quote 1 Cor. 12:13, and as-
sert that no one is born of God but those
who have been baptized in the Spirit
and speak in tongues, but we dissent
from this, and maintain that the Baptism
of the 8pirit and the new birth cannot
be synonomous, as the promise of the
Father, the baptism in the Spirit, is to
the children, and a child must be born
before it can be baptized and this is just
as true in the Spiritual as in the natural
realm—a birth must preceed the bap-
tism, for you cannot baptize nothing.

We do not wish to be dogmatic, but
would suggest this thought, that the
baptism in or by the Spirit referred
to in 1 Corinthians 12:13, cannot mean
the baptism in the Holy Ghost received
on the day of Pentecost, and by numbers
since, for the 120 who were tarrying in
the Upper Room for the Promise of the
Father, were all the children of_lhat
Father alive spiritually and physically,

and already in the body of Christ by vir-,

tue of thelr relationship to Christ who
declared while yet with them that their
names were written in heaven. And be-
cause they were sons God had already
sent forth the Spirit of His Son into
their hearts crying Abha, Father. (Gal.
4:5). The Spirit bearing witness with
- their spirits that they were the chil-
dren of God, and with His love shed
abroad in their hearts by the Holy
Ghost, and this experience they had and
carried with them into the upper room
before they were baptized in the Holy
Spirit and spake in tongues.
. Are these promises just referred to as
applying to the walting ones at Jerusa-
lem, without meaning or realization to a
child of God today who has not yet re-
ceived the fulness of the Spirit through
the baptism?

Now the earnest of the Spirit implies
a fuller realization of the Spirlt, as
earnest really means only a sample or
foretaste of that which may be had
without measure and may we not have
this measure or earnest of the Spirit
.whereby we are sealed before belng
baptized in the Spirit?

And who has any authority to bar
out from the body of Christ any true
child of God yet unbaptized in the Spirit?
"They belong to the body by right of
birth—not baptism, and the family of
God, the body of Christ and the Church
are all one and the same thing. 1In
the natural order a child is born Into
the family, not baptized into 1lt; so in
the spiritual the same law holds good,

and their relationship to God as children.

in the famlily constitutes them candi-
dates for the baptism in the Spirit, and
entitled to all the benefits of the house-
hold of God.

Reasoning to the contf'ary seems un-
scriptural and illogieal. :

1t js a comumon fault to over-emphasize
some statement of scripture, and stretch
it to cover more than it does, not com-
paring scripture with scripture and en-
deavoring to rightly divide the word of
truth.

We also know that it is difficult to rec-
oncile some statements that seem to
conflict. The word declares in Eph. 4:5
that there is but one baptism. Yet Jesus,
who told His disciples to tarry at Jer-
usalem for the baptism in the Spirit,
also commanded to baptize in water in
the name of the Father, Son aund Holy
Ghost, the converts made through their
ministry. Now here are two distinct
baptisms, and they stand in contrast all
through the. Acts and the Epistles.

‘We would suggest that it is possible
that there may be a phase of spiritual
baptism which is not identical with the
baptism in the Spirit—a baptism by the
Spirit as well as in the Spirit. To ad-
here strictly to the word, it is not cor-
rect to speak of the Pentecostal baptism
as the baptism of the Holy Ghost or by
the Holy Ghost, but the baptism im, or
into the Holy Ghost as the Holy Spirit
does not baptize us into Himself. Jesus
is distinctly declared to be the baptizer
in the Holy Ghost. - But if we turn to
Rom. 6:3 we read, “Know ye not that
so many of us as were baptized inte
Jesus,” not into the Holy Spirit by Jesus.
And this phase of baptism which brings
a man into the one body occurs at re-
generation; In fact produces it. See also
Gal. 3:26 to end, where we have this as-
surance: “For ye are all the children of
God hy faith in Jesus Christ. For as
many of yoyu as have been baptized Into
Christ have put on.Christ.”

" Now this belng baptized into Christ
cannot mean mere water baptism for it
is a spiritual operation and experience
nor is it the baptismd into the Spirit as
on ithe day of Pentecost, but a baptism
into Christ. But to quote the rest of
the chapter, “There is neither Jew mnor
Greek, there is neither bond nor free;
there is nelther male nor femdle; for ye
are all one in Christ Jesus. And if ye
be 'Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed,
and heirs according to the promise.”
And this includes the promise of the Fa-
ther, and we have got to be Abraham’s
seed by spiritual regeneration before we
can receive this promise to the c¢hildren.

Here is a baptism into Jesus by the
Spirit in contrast with the baptism into
the Spiri¢ by Jesus.

As a further proof of the Spirit’'s pres-
ence in bellevers prior to their baptism
in the Holy Splirit, we would call atten-
tion to 1st John 3:18 to 22, showing
who are the reciplents of the Spirit and
the condltions of recelving Him,

“And this is His commandment That

we should believe on the mame of His,

Son Jesus Christ and love one another,
as He, Christ, gave us commandment.
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“And he that keepeth His command-
ments dwelleth in Him (Christ) and He
in him; and hereby we know He abideth
in us by the 8pirit which He hath given
us.” '

And in the 12th and 13th verses of
the next chapter of this epistle we read:

“If we love one another God (the Fa-
ther) dwelleth in us and His love is per-
fected in us. Hereby we kuow that we
dwell in Him (God) and_ He in us, be-
cause He hath given us of His Spirit.”
See also 2 Tim. 1:14,

Herein is revealed the oneness of the
trinity, and if one is in us all are in.
And no one can have eternal life who
does not have the life giver and sus-
tainer within, ‘‘Christ, the hope of
glory.” And the passages just quoted
tell us that we only know this relation-
ship by the Spirit that dwelleth in us.
We repeat that we must be indwelt by
the Trinity in order to have eternal life,
or salvation, which is not possible with
one person of the God-head on the out-
side; and this state and standing is a
necessary preparation for the Baptism
in the Bpirit.

" As in the past, so in the present, there

.are people who have not yet been bap-

tized in the Spirit who 'know just as
well that God is in them as do those who
have received the baptism in the ‘Holy
Ghost.

We are quite conscious of the difficulty
of trying to harmonize certain state-
ments of scripture’ such as the ‘“Holy
Ghost was not yet given,” and “Ye shall
recelve the gift of the Holy Ghost’ with
the position we are holding;-and these
and simllar scriptures are cited to prove
that no believer has the Holy Spirit in

« any sense until they are baptized in the

Spirit, but it Is a misapplication. The
gift of the Holy Ghost and the baptism
in the Spirit are.synonymous terms and
we believe it was Godis provision for all
In this dispensation to be baptized in the
Spirit as goon as they repented and ac-
cepted Jesus; were justified, regenerated
and sanctified, without the time feature
seeming to enter into the operation.

. God could, and would, we believe, con-

dense and focus all this so that it would
all seem to be the result of the baptism
in the Spirit, but God is not to be lim-
ited by our theological processes andg
wlill, if we are honest seekers, accommo-
date Himself to our dulness of appre-
hension and give us salvation apparently
in Installments. ‘“According to your
faith be it unto you.”—J. T. Boddy.

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Prayer Cooferénce Suggestions:

Just as prayer is of so much conse-
quence to us and so important in the
plan of God, just so it is that there is
exceptional interest and more abundant
blessing in writing or talking about it.

While thinking about the plan for
Prayer Conferences in May it occurred
to me that it would be a good sugges-
tion to intruduce fasting as a part of
the program. It has also been suggested
in some of the letters that have come
in since the pruyver couferences were
first mentioned in the paper. What
more fitting than that we humble our-
selves until we shall consider prayer
more necessary than our food.

Let us develop the thought and carry
it out in the coming week of prayer,
asking God to prepare us for it to the
extent that we shall delight in'it. Then
shall we surely profit by it, and God
shall have the mmore glory to Himself in
more fully answering from heaven to
our heart cries during those days.

It has not been intended to propose a
set program for the Week of Prayer, but
some suggestions along that line may be
helpful to some. There will be seven
days for special prayer. " This gives room
for a program covering every essential
need.: To go into the special season
without at least some general-idea of a
program may not be wise and best. It

is to be understood that what is heré

offered is suggestive only and
intended otherwise.

A glance at the calendar shows us that
the first week in May, 1921, begins with
Sunday. Any program for Sunday
should, of course, -include the regular
services usually held on that day. It
is suggested, however, that there may
be special attention given to prayer in
the messages and that special time be
given to prayver in these services, with
at least one extra appointment for the
day at which time prayer be made for
the success of the Praver Conferences
everywhere, and for the special encour-
agement and equipment to pray tliat the
Spirit alone can bring. It might weall
be a day in which the special thought
should be, the divine equipment
prayer. Except we be able to “pray in
the Holy Ghost” or, in other words, we
have the spirit of praver and interces-
sion from the Lord, we shall not be such
channels of prayer as God would use
during the week for IIis glory, and the
brofit of such interests as may be brought
forward upon our lips before Him.

On Monday, the speecial sessions can
begin in earnest. Confident that the
Holy Ghost will prompt us at once to
pray for it, we suggest that the (hought
for the day be, a mighty outpouring of
the Divine Spirit that will open doors
everywhere and carry into them the
true Pentecostal message. Many doors
are opening, even some denominational
churches arc catching the divinely pro-
jected vision for these days, and are
inviting into their midst a sane and
seriptural Pentecostal spirit and mes-

sage. Much prayer nmiay well be offered
in behalf of tlhese opening doors that
they may swing wide and that™there shall
enter only what is of God.

For Tuesday, it is snggested that
special prayer be made for conditions
in Pentecostal circles all over the world.
There are somie unsatisfactory condi-
tions with uuprofitable divisions that
have come in spite of our desire for
uiity and peace among us. Only God
can make the needed ¢orrections, Fur-
ther necds arc a deepening of the spirit-
ual life of the saints, a quickening of the
‘““blessed hope” among us, victory for
healing for bodies, and co-operation in
sending the gospel to all the world.

For Wednesday the snggestion is that
it be Foreign Missionary Day, tlle pro-
gram to comprehend the various mission
fields of the world.

Thursday, prayer for unevangelized
fields in this and other Home Lands. *

Friday comes next and as we think of
other needs and feel our liearts opeuiug
Godward, there comes the thonglht of the
great need of a mighty refreshing and
further empowerinlg of the Pentecostal
Ministry. This company of men and
women “who have given themselves to
God for the ministry aud who, many of
theni, feel their inability to adequately
sefve, on account of personal limitations,
surely need God's very best empower-
ment and a constant refreshing in soul
and body. It is therefore suggested that
the thought for Friday be “The Ministry””
and that we pray for the whole will of
God concerning them. As one of them
the writer is hopeful that God will an-
swer the united pravers of the saints
for us and that there may come from
God a mighty awakening and blessed
refreshing for the body of ministers as

a whole. .
The snggestion for Saturday is that it
be given to prayer concerning ‘the

Blessed Hope’ and preparation of the
saints for the coming of the Liord. A
great quickening is needed and much
desired among us. Prayer, niuch praver,
will help, we are sure.

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GOD'S WONDERFUL WORKS, '
A Remarkable Meeting.
January 2nd we opened, whal has
proven to be in many ways, the most
remarkable meeting I ever attended.
He did the work. To Him only be all
the praise. The pastor, himself, was
healed in the first part of the series.
He only had about twenty parishioners,

Our place of meeting was changed
fifteen times, and we spoke in six dif-
ferent places. The weather was very
bad, but in. spite of this and other ob-
stacles the largest auditoriums we could
get were inadequate to hold the crowds
that came, representing twelve nation-
alities, Jews and Gentiles. Foreigners
came with their interpreters, and the

‘trouble was not to get them to tle altar,

but to make room, even for the sick and
suffering wlio came for prayer and heal-
ing. Some were brought in arms, and
rolling chairs, and others came on
crutches, the lame, the blind, deaf-mutes,
stiff joints, tuberculosis, cancer, goiters,
rbeumatism, locomotor-ataxia, epilepsy,
paralysis, infantile paralysis, spinal
troubles, in casts, stammering tonguss,
in fact, it made my heart ache to see the
work of Satan, and we rejoiced to tell
them a sure remedy, Jesus’ blood. (Iza.
53; Matt. 8:16, 17.)

One man who looked on at the healing
service, where the Lord marvelously and
instantly healed many—about the close
of the service said to me, “You ¢an heal
anything,” I told him, “it was the Lord
who did the healing.” A foreigner who

-looked on'during a healing service stood

near and looked serious. I asked, ‘Do
you wish to be prayed with?” and -he
replied, “I want my heart fixed, so I
won’t swear and drink any more.” .He
was soon happy in Jesus’ love. Glory!
A lady brought her little son for healing
of a stiff, sore ankle, and when she
asked to bring him up for prayer, I asked,
‘“Are you saved?’’ she said, “No". I told

‘her to kneel by the boy and give her

heart to Jesus, and then I would pray for
his healing.

Mrs. Ramsey had ar-
Tangements made to go to the hospital
for an operation for cancer on Wednes-
day, but Sunday evening she came to
meeting, gave her heart to Jesus, was
anointed for healing and instantly the
pain left her, and there was no slgn of
cancer next morning.

A colored man eighty-six years of age,
who had not walked alone in six years,
immediately got up and walked off up
the aisle without any aid, but the Lord.
A trained nurse who had spent $3,000 in
vain for her hearing was instantly
healed, and gave God the glory.

On account of the crowded conditiong
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and for scarcity of personal workers to
guide seekers we had to make an altar
of the whole church for those seeking
salvation, and often hundreds expressed
a desire to be saved. When sinners see
that Jesus is working through us ‘“with
signs following’’, they are convicted and
begin to seek forgiveness of their sins.
One foreigner who had-been healed un-
der my hand came back with his wife and
just came up to the front in the First
Baptist church and knelt down in front
of the large congregation and began to
weep and pray and when asked what
they wanted, he said, they had left their
five children at home alone in the coun-
try to come to church and get saved from
sin. I feel guite sure there were many
more conversions and sanctifications and
baptisms in the Spirit, than healings,
because in some instances a whole family
was drawn closer to God through the
healing of one meniber. A baby was
healed of infantile paralysis and the
father came up. and said, he wanted his
heart fixed. A Jewess was healed in-
stantly and has since accepted the Mes-
siah and hber life is transformed.

Jesus 'sat over agalnst the Treasury
(Mark 12:41-44), and He has not
changed His attitude, for Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday, and to-day, and
for ever (Heb. 13:8). Xe saw when
the Jews of old offered the blind, sick,
and lame (Mal. 1:8), and He also took
count when Abraham gave tithes of all
(Gen. 14:17-20). What was the result?
The Lord said, ‘“Fear not, Ahraham, I
am Thy shield and Thy exceeding great
reward” (Gen. 15:1). But some may
say, “We are not living in the Old Dis-
pensation, therefore what has Abraham’s
giving of tithes to do with us of the
present day?” Abraham is the father
of the faithful, and God said concerning
him, “For I know him that he, will com-
mand his children after him” (Gen.
18:19). Isaac doubtless followed his
father in this respect, and we read that
he sowed and reaped in the same year
a hundredfold, and that in spite of
famine all around (Gen. 26:12). We
have again the same thought in Prov.
3:9-10, “Honor the Lord with thy 'sub-
stance and with the firstfruits of all
thine increase, so shall thy barns be
filled with plenty.”

This is the age of stewardship (Luke
716:12), and God has reserved two things
for Himself, one day out of seven, and
one tenth of what comes into our hands.
The old law was—“This do and thou
shalt live,’” and it included giving tithes,
and the New Law is ‘“‘Live and do this.”
God gives life that we may do right.
“Bring ye all the tithes into the Store-
house that there may be meat in Mine
House, and prove Me now herewith,
saith the X.ord of Hosts, if I will not
open you the windows of heayen and
pour you out a blessing that there shall
not be room enough to receive it” Mal.
3:10). Agaln, *Blessed is he that con-
sidereth the poor, I will make all his
bed in his sickness.” The Hebrew lis,
“I will turn from sickness into health”
(Psalm 41:1-3).

And once more .. . “Deal thy bread
to the hungry . . . then shall thy light
break forth as the morning and thy
healing shall spring forth speedily” Isa.
68:7-11). After I had been speaking
on this subject once, a sister rose In
the meeting and said, “My eyes were
opened to thls some years ago and I
commenced to act accordingly. Almost
at once my husband received an Increase
in his wages. After some time he found
out what I was doing and said, ‘you
must stop that, you shall not throw
away my mongy,’ and I had to obey.
He wasa a Christian. The following
woek he had a big reduction in his
wages. Soon after he began to feel
poorly, and his wife added that he had
not worked for six years. He had been
recelving health and wages, but although
a Christian he had no desire to render

again to the Lord, now he had sickness
and inability to work.”

Will a man rob God? Pay thy vows
unto the Most High and call upon Me
in the day of trouble and I will deliver
thee and thou shalt glorify Me (Psalm
50:14-16). “Cease to do evil, learn to
do well. Seek judgment, relieve the
oppressed, judge the fatherless, plead
for the widow.” This was the way
back to God for a nation and i for the
individual. Some will gay, *“That is law
and we are under grace.” But Romans
8:4 says, *That the righteousness of
the law might be fulfilled In us, who
walk not after the fiesh but after the
Spirit.’” If it was right under the law,
the law is also to be fulfilled in us.
Some will say, “My income iz so small
now I canpot afford to give a tenth.”
Now if your God cannot do more with
nine parts than you can with ten, then
But

it is impossible to please Him. In 1
Kings 17:8-16, the widow on the verge
of starvation was asked to make a cake
“first for the prophet, and afterwards to
make for herself and her son, with the
promise that the barrel of meal should
not waste, nor the ol fail. In Exodus
16:18, we read concerning the household
supplies in the Wilderness wanderings,
“He that gathered much had nothing
over, and ‘he that gathered little had
nolack.” Again, Psalm 3%7:3, 19, ““Trust
in the Lord and do good, so shalt thou
dwell in the land and verily thou shalt
be fed. They shall not be ashamed in
the evil time and in the days of famine
they shall be satisfled.” Luke 6:38.
“Give and -it shall be given unto you,
good measure, pressed down, and run-
ning over”” Also 2 Cor. 9:6-15, “But
this I say, He which soweth sparingly
shalil reap also aparxngly' and he which
soweth bountifully shal] reap also boun-~
titully.”

Have you noticed the Epistle which
has the most joy in it and the reason
why? Joy is mentioned seventeen times
in the short Epistle to the Philippians
and these were the Christians who had
ministered the most to the Apostle’s
needs. See Phil. 4:9-19, and the Apostle
adds, “Not because I desire a glrt, but I
desire frult that may abound to your
acconnt. But my God shall supply all
your needs according to His riches in
Glory by Christ Jesus.”

But to return to our former text,
“Bring ye all the tithes . . . prove Me.”
A man toid me some time after he had
heard me speak on this, I had a good
mind to get up and denounce you as a
false prophet, buf I said, No, I will try
it first.” But -really isn’¢ it wonderful!
Isn’t it wonderful! I recommend it now
to everybody, widowe and all.” Yes,
our Lord is the same as the One ta

_shilling.”

Mareh 19, 1921

whom the lad brought the five barley
loaves and two fishes, and He fed 5,000
men besides women and children with
them. A man told me he owed a bill,
and his wife and he agreed that they
should stop their tithes until they had
paid this account. ‘But,” said he “my
son wag taken ill, and we had no victory,
then the daughter and then my wife,
and still no victory, and we had to get
a servant to help. Then I had an ac-
cident, and we could see it was because
we had withheld from God, that which
was meet.”” Another man thought it was
his privilege to be a co-partner with God,
but his wife was unwilling because they
were in debt. She sald, “Pay the debt
first,” but they could not. Hanging on
the wall they had the Motto, “God
First,”” so the husband pointing to it
said, ‘I will ta}{e that down, I will not
be a hypocrite.”” ‘The wife then became
willing and in a short time they were
able to pay the debt as well as pay cash
for everything they bought.

Another who felt the Lord was lead—
dng her to give Him the tenth said, “I
have only ten shillings Lord.” *Well, 7
seemed to come the answer, ‘“‘give one
She afterwards said that she
saved more than one shilling in butter
and bread alone that week.

Another sister whom I called to see
on two occasions said, ‘“Look at my
purse. I do not undersiand it a bit
but I have always plenty of money.’
Her husband was only earning 27 shil-
lings per week and the rent took 7 of
these weekly and they always gave their
tenth, and Jf the husband worked overs;
time he gave that to the Missionary
cause.

A business man to whom I was talking
about the time of writing this sald to me,
<1 have been faithful to the tithes ever
since you spoke to me four or five years
ago. I was always in business difficulties
at that time and was in court once. Now
1 don’t owe 4 penny to any man.’”

I once knew a business man so clever
that several firms put many shares to
bhis name only for him to sit on the
management committees. Qur Lord is
willing to help manage our affairs for
one tenth, and we shall have the credit
when we get home. After many years’
trial I would not change Hig partnership
for all the world. Another man told me,
“I could not receive my Baptism in the
Holy Ghost and I was not giving my
tithes as I did not believe in doing so.
But I became convinced that it was right
and - I made up my mind that I would
give the tenth the next Sunday morning
and I did go. Directly the meeting com-
menced I received the Baptlsm in the
Holy Spirit, and found myself speaking
in tongues; and the Lord has worked
rea]l miracles for me since in my busi-
ness.”

The Lord says, ‘‘Every man’s work is
to be tried by fire of what sort it [s,
and only Gold, Silver, and Precious
Stones will stand” (1 Cor.

Let us notice that “the faith” is what

'succeeded and displaced  “the law’ as

a dispensation; and that the coming of
Christ is the coming "of “the faith.”
Before Christ came, faith looked for-
ward to Him. But now ‘“faith” means
nothing other and nothing less than
trusting, submitting t6, and obeying
from the hcart, Jesus Christ who was
crucified and who rose from the dead.
Faith, in the Bible-sense of the word,
does not exist apart_from Jesus Christ;

“and the merit of faith lies not at-all in

the onhc who exercises it, but wholly and
solely in the One believed in. Faith
saves wholly and solely because of the
merits of the One whom God has given
us to believe in, and because of the value
and sufficiency in God's eves of the work
accomplished by Him. ‘‘The faith' has
come; because the Christ of God has
come, and has fulfilled all that was writ-
ten of Him. Hence the dispensation of
law has given way to that of grace; and
under grace those who are of the faith
of Jesus Christ are received into the
family of God as sons. ‘‘For ye are all
the children (or sons) of God by faith
For as many of you
as have been baptized into (unto) Christ
have put on Christ” '(3:26, 27).
+Baptism is here presented as figura-
tively accomplishing that which it rep-
resents—the putting off of the 0ld man
(having died to his authority) and the
putting on the New Man, Christ Jesus.
The death of the believer in associa-
tion with Christ crucified is the door of
escape from the ovld “bondage’” of sin;
and his association with Christ in res-
urrection js hig entrance into ‘the lib-
erty wherewith Christ hath  made us
free.”” Baptism is both the symbol and
the witness on our part of the truth of
what has taken place in our spiritual
being through faith in Christ Jesus.

In Christ all national distinctions and
the like disappear, and the fact that
there is but *““one baptism,” for disciples
out of all nations, whether men or wo-
men (Matt. 28! 19, 20; Eph. 4:5), is a
witness to the truth that all are ‘“‘one
in Christ Jesus.” ““There (i. e, in
Christ) is neither Jew nor Greek; there
is neither bond nor free; theré is neither
male nor female; for ye are all one in
Christ” (Gal. 3:28).

Another consequence of being saved
by grace through faith In Christ is
stated in the next verse: ‘“And if ye be
Christ’s, then are ye Abraham's seed
and heirs according to the promise”
(29).

We have then these two great things -

which the grace of Gud .brings to us,
namely, present “liberty,” and a future
“inheritance.” Those things naturally
attach to sonship. Being sons (as dis-
tinguished from bond-servants), we have

lllberty, and we have also the sure pros-

pect of an inheritance. For “‘if children
then heirs; heirs of God and joint-heirs
with Christ” (Rom. 8:17). To the same
effeet we have in Gal. 4:7, the state-
ment: “Wherefore thou art no more a
bond-servant but & son; and If a san,

In every issue of the Evangel I read
of numbers of people being healed by
the laying on of hands, anointing and
prayer, which I believe is the true way
of deliverance for the Christian from
bodily 1lls.

In nearly all denominational papers
much space is given to news and com-
ment, including politics and other ques-
tions of the day. '

In the Evangel only such topics as per-
tain to the spiritual welfare of the read-
ers are ever considered.

In such papers there is little or no
emphasis laid upon the necessity of
deep spiritual heart experiences, and
little or no encouragement given to-
ward outward expression of the same,

Nearly evervthing printed In the
Evangel is so permeated withethe Holy
Spirit that a Christian can not read very
far in it unfil he catches the spiritual
inspiration that causes him to rejoice in
the salvation of Jesus, and to feel and
know the joy of the Lord as his strength.

My prayer is that our Heavenly Father will make the Evangel an ever-increas-

10:7. Unless we see all other doors

closed and see that Christ alone is the
door, we fail to understand the scrip-
tures.

In Rom. 10:3 we read, “For they (the
Jews) being ignorant of God’s righteous-
ness, and geoing about to establish their
own righteousness, have not submitted
themselves unto the righteousness of
God.”” Now the righteousness of God
here referred to is the manifestation ot
Jesus Christ, by which He made atone-
ment for sin, for in 1 Cor. 1:30 we
read, “Christ Jesus is made unto us wis-
dom, and righteousness, and sanctifica-
tion, and redemption.”

The Jews, being ignorant of this truth,
went about to make themselves right-
eous, by the observance of days, circum-
cision, meats, drinks, ete. Unless the
people of God can see themselves help-
less creatures, sold under sin, (Rom.
7:14) they will endeavor to establish
thelr own righteousness which lies in
meats drinks, manner of dress and day-
keepmg Then feeling they have pleased

. God by observing such things, they will
judge those who don't, as failing to obey
the sceriptures, Col. 2:16, 17. And the
table (Rom. 11:9) will become a snare
and a trap by causing them to put trust
in day-keeping, etc., when trust must
be in Christ alone.

We all know the ten commandments

were written on tables of stone. In 2
Cor. 3:3 we read, ‘“Written not in tables
of stone, but in fleshly table of the
heart;”” and in Rom. 11:9, *“Let their
table be made a snare and a trap.”
" Truly the ten commandments with
the rest of the law, had their place in
the plan of God, but salvation is of the
Lord, Psa. 37:839; and it is now high
time to declare: The Lord our righteouns-
ness. Jer, 23:6.

In Heb. 8:7 we read—the first cove-
nant was not faultless, and in verse 13
it was made old. Now the first cove-
nant was the ten commandments (Deut.
4:13), and the keeping of them every
whit did not meet the demands of God;
therefore came Jesus Christ, the only
means of salvation, who also gave new
laws, saying, *“It was said by them of old
time, (quoting from the ten command-
ments) Thou shalt not kill; but I say
unto you that whosoever is angry with
his brother without cause shall be in
danger of the judgment.” Also in 1
Jno. 3:16 we read, ‘““Whosoever hateth
his brother is a murderer.”

In Matt. §:27, He says, "It was said
by them of old time, Thou shalt not
commit adultery; but I say unto you,
that whosoever looketh on 2 woman to

lust after her, hath committed adultery.”,

The fourth comma.ndment says, ‘“‘Re-
member the Babbath day to keep 1t
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holy,” but in Luke 1:75, we find we
should serve HMim in holiness and right-
eousness all the days of our life.

The Apostle John says, “The law was
given by Moses, but grace and truth
came by Jesus Christ.”” Jno. 1:17.

Oh! that the end of our conversation
might be Jesus Christ. Read Heb. 13:
7, 8. Some after preaching Christ show

* that the end of their conversation (or

preaching) is a desire to have the sev-
enth day kept, or a certain kind of ap-
parel to be worn, or certain things to
be or not to be used for food.

How long, oh, how long, will the doc-
trines and opinions of men be substituted
for the gospel?

How much longer will those who stand
in the gate fail to see ‘what the law is
and what the gospel is and for what
cause each were given7—O0. E. LaPoint.

November first I came to Wilton to help
Sister Clara Van Gilder open another new
field, and God met us in a blessed way.
Over twenty recelved the Baptism, and. as
many more Seeking. ‘The church people
became alarmed and had us put out ot
the church and a terrible persecution arose
against us. We are hindered now be-
cause we have no good place to worship,
However, we are continuing to press the
battle in homes and school haquses, and
God is blessing. This 1s a very hard fleld
to work 1n during the winter season. To
preach and labor in packed homes
school houses until one is wet with per-
spiration, and then have to drive through
the severe weather for miles after the
service Js very trying on our bodles. We
would appreclate it if the saints would
have speclal prayer for us and the field we
are laboring in at present. We have many
urgent calls but cannot flll them, as it
does not pay to hurry through a new field.
Many are decelved and overthrown be-
cause they are left with no one able to
care for them In thelr first persecutions.
I have proven It is much better to estab-
lish a work well than to touch many places
and leave them in an uncertain condition.

‘We are opening another place about 25
miles from here in e s8chool house. The
people are weeping their way to God. I
never &aw a community so under the grip
of oonviction, but my body broke down,
and I had to come in for a few daysy. Some
drove 15 miles in a heavy wagon to ser-
vices through the cold nights. Pray for
me, I have overtaxed my body all winter.—
Mrs. Btt{e H. Recldey.

“QOur Chrilstmas was a day of mlingled joy
and sorrow; sorrow because baby Harvey
wag 80 sick, and Joy because of the open
confession of two village WwoOmen for
Christ, Brother Harvey was having a
baptismal servlce for the children of Chris-
tlan parents and two girls from the Ze-
nana, when these two women asked to
be baptized aiso. One was from the vil-
lage directly behind our house and the
other her slster from the adjolning village.
Manganu, the husband of the first one,
was walting on the roadway to the place
where we baptize and as we all came along
he caught his wife and tried by force to
take her back to the village. He held to
her and there was quite a struggle,. she
arguing that she would take baptism, she
would take the 'nishan’ the mark of Jesus
Christ. She sald, ‘God has changed my
heart and you cannot change it back.
He said, ‘You shall not leave me,” and she
replled, '"'m not leaving you, I'm obeying
Jesus Chrlst and taking His mark because
He has changed my heart and I love Him.'
I am sure the angels were rejoicing over
that testimony. Finally her husband saw
he could not turn her back and so he
turned to his village and we 4all went on
our way and she was baptlzed. She went
back to her village and next day I went
down to see how things were and found
her all smiles. I asked if her husband
would eat the food she cooked (you know
a Hindoo will not touch Christian food)
and she said no, that her oldest child
cooked food for him.

“Praise God for His Word will not re-
turn vold. The Word has been given out
for nlne years, and 1t will spring forth
and bear frult. God is blessing In India,
and not only in our staton, but in all,

“We were up to Uska Bazaar to visit
Miss King and see Miss Lee before she
sailed for America. They had a convert,
a little girl widow from the vlllage., As
we were leaving, the teacher, Miss "Norton
(Indlan) was taking thls girl to @& school.
Quite a crowd gathered on the railway
i{latform and were very rude, pushing dear

iss Lee aside and talking to the wldow-
girl, saying they would take her and give
her hundreds of rupees and care for her if
she would leave the Christians and come
with them. But she stood firmly for Jesus. .
They asked If the Christlans were forcing
her to zo and she answered, ‘No, I go gladly®
(kushl se)’.

“Keep praying friends. We are gainlng
ground in India. Truly misslon work pays.
Christlan love to all.”

SAINAM, S§0. CHINA.

“The Lord 18 blessing these days in spite
of the awful condition of the country be-
cause of the civil war, and many souls
are accepling the Gospel., Two girls whose
husbands are Kwangsi soldiers, are stayjng
in our compound now and want to be bap-
tlzed as soon as possible, Thelr husbands
were beaten and carrled off te jail by the
Kwangtund saldiers and they had to flee
or they would have been sold as slaves by
the soldiers. All their money, good cloth-
ing, etc., were taken, and for two nights
they fled from one hous: to another for
protection. One night they stood crouched
over In a ditch all night to conceal them-
sglves. The next day they came here beg-
ging us o take them in and protect them,
They have been here two months now and
believe the Gospel, and I bellaeve they are
Teally saved.

“We also have another refugee over ai
the Mission, He is a Kwangsi soldier
who was shot in the left lmb by the
Kwangtung soldiers at Samshul. He Jump-
ed from the boat and swam to the shore
dragging Rhimself into our 4nquiry room.
The soldiers were afrald to enter the in-
quiry room and search for him, because of
the American flag, so he stayed in hiding
for two or three days, ' Later Mr. Kelloy
went up and brought him down to the
Mlssion here at Salnam where he could be
attended o, He was suffering 880ony from
the wound and groaned so at night the
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others in the Mission were unable to sleep.
They sald we must surely get a doctor and
have the bullet removed. This would cost
a goodly sum of money and Mr. Ketley did
not feel that we had money to give to doc-
tors when the Lord was able to heal, Mr.
Kelley had been ill and unable to attend
the mervices in the chapel, but this even-
ing he felt he should go to anoint thls
brother and pray for hitn. After giving him
the scripture on healing, we lald hands on
him and prayed. He said he felt the bullet
turn around and the pain ceased. From that
time on the limb began to heal, while be-
fore it was swollen and turntng black from
the poison bullet. Now he is working in
the compound here and can walk without
even the slightest limp. Ti®s is marvel-
ous in the eyes of the Chinese. The Bible
women use this dincident as a topic. when
they g0 to the homes preaching.”—Ella E.
inch. )

Bro. B. 8. Moore wrltes, ‘“Jesus is our
victor, He gave us many souls in our fall
evangelistic campaign and we had a nice
Chrisimas meeting in which the house was
full in two services, first the small children
and then the large children and grown-ups,
Ten more are waliting for baptism in one
village, and a number have been heuled.
We laid hands on & cousunmptive in Jesus'
name and God healed her, praise His name.
A report has come that there are many
more accepting the gospel since we were
at another point called Ogaw Mura, where
we have a preacher working. All are well.”

W. B. Willlamson writes from ‘Waitsap,
S, China: “At Waitsap there are nearty two
thousand soldiers without any head, who
fled from Kwangtung to this place and who
are mow living off the business men here.
Many people have left the city because
It has been rumored that as soon as this
Iawless band has rested up after their
long flight that they will rob this placa
and burn it to the ground as they nave
done elsewhere. We are llving in the 91st
Psalm these days, reallzing that “The angel
of the Lord encampeth round about them
that fear Him to deliver them.’ We are
having good epportunitles however, In splte
of all thls trouble, and these last ,few
services the mission has been full and the
people have listened with the closest at-
tention, We have some that are secking
the Baptism and several men carme this
week from Fong Kong who are very hungry
for the Lord. They sald, ‘We want to fol-
low your Jesus, but we don't fully under-
stand how to believe on Him.' Several of
the business men here are also seeklng the
Lord. One of them has thrown the 4dol
out of hls store and now refuses to sell
anything pertaining to the idols. God is
working and we ere holdlng on in falth
that He will pour out Mls Spirlt upon this
place until all those that are halting be-
tween two opinfons will be persuaded to
step out for God.”

An article appeared in the Atlantic
Monthly recently entitled “The Future
of Religion in China”. This article,
written by a missionary, showed a won-
derful grasp of conditions as they are
and the possibilitles for the future of
developing a Chinese Church under
Chinese administration. Here are a
few extracts which may be of interest:

“The day Is eoming when the spiritugl
needs of the Chinese people will find their
satisfaction in the widespread acceptance
of Christlanity. Put that acceptance will
come only after the civillzation which
Christianity breeds has been thoroughly
‘vindicated, the missionary Las withdrawn,
and the Christian Church in China has be-
come an orgunization of and by, as well as
for, the Chinese.” . .

“It ig practically Impossible for the Chi-
nese to have real leadership in the churches
as long as they remain under forelgn
directlon.” i

“The days of foreign direction of Chinese
Christian churches are numbered.”

“With the final proof of the superlority of
the West, the case for the proponent in
China wlill be complete. But it will be a
Chinese Christlan, under Chinese direction,
with Chinese support, who goes out to set
his religlon above =all others In China.
Before the end of the century he Should
be fairly launched upon his task.”

These statements are interesting, par-
ticularly in the light of evidence of a
similar nature which is being recelved
from our own Pentecostal missionaries
who are laboring to develop a Chinese
Church for the evangelization of China.

And what is true in China 'is also true
in India. If India is ever to be evan-
gelized, it must be by Spirit-filled Indians
backed up by a Spirit-filled and directed
Indian Church. As long as the teaching
of Christ 1s a foreign religion it cannot
make great headway in either India or
China. When the religlon of Jesus
Christ {s adopted by the Indians and the
Chinese themselves, then watch out for
a great increase in evangelistic effort
and a multitude of,souls being gathered
into the fold. -

Geo. M. Kelley, the Chairman of the
Southern China District Councll, has
this in view and is laboring to develop
a Chinese church. When the District
Council was organized In South China
recently, a Conference was also held
among the Chinese workers with great
profit, only five white misslonaries being
present. The photo of this group of
Chinese workers appeared in a recent
issue of the Evangel. Our hearts shouid

.considerable

bound with thanksgiving to God as we
gaze into these contented faces of Chris-
tian Chinese. . , .

It has become necessary to build a
chapel in Sainam and so Brother Kelley
brought this matter to the Chinese to
see what they would do. The response
was startling. $1,000 was subscribed
toward a fund for purchasing land and
building a church. Brother KXelley
could hardly believe his ears when one
of the men in the church at Sainam,
whom It was thought was very stingy,
gave to this church offering $50.00. A
amount more will be
needed for this purpose, but we report
this incident as an encouragement to the
American supporters of the work, and
to inform you that the sacrifices that are
being made by the members of the As-
semblles of God in America are being
appreciated by the Chinese <Christians
in South China,.

Mattie Ledbetter also writes us of a
similar experience at Fat Shan. The
burden of the work has been placed
upon the Chinese. Recently it became
imperative that a new chapel be built.
The thirty-four members of the church at
Fat Shan, all poor people, wage earners,
voluntarily made subscriptions and when
they were counted, it was found that
they had subscribed over a thousand
dollars. The missiona.rles could hardly
sleep that night for joy. Some sub-
scribed half their wages for a year.
They could not give all that was needed,
but they have done what they could.
It will probably cost $5,000 to complete
the station at Fat Shan. This shows
that the Chinese Christians are getting
the burden of the work upon them and
we can look for some Interesting devel-
opments jn the near future, .,

Brother W. W. Simpson and co-
workers have been in a continuous re-
vival in Western China for many months.
They have found that help from America
was Inadequate to meet the needs of the
work, and so they have endeavored to
bring the Chinese Christilans to see
that the burden of carrying on the good
work rests upon them. The results are
gratifyilng. Note the letter which fol-
lows from Brother Simpson: .

Although the phenomenal growth of our
work in Northwest China and Tlbet hes

absorbed all our funds and ocaused us to
experience some flnanoial pressure recently,
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yet- we praise God for it, knowing it is a
healthy and scriptural growth and that
God who willed the expansion will surely
sustain it in some way. This growth and
the consequent drncrease of our financial
needs have already resulced in stirring up
many of our Chinese saints to pray and
search the scriptures to {ind out God's way
of sustentation. They have also afforded
‘me en excellent occaslon to present the
subject of self-support and self propagu-
tion oand already some excellent results
have been obtalned and more are in sight.
I am praying and hoping that a few of our
Bihle' Schoo! students will soon become
courageous enough to boldly launch out and
bulld up entirely new work,in sole de-
pbendence on God alone with no forelgn
aid at all. Such a result would amply re-
pay us for the little financial pressure we
have had.

One of the results already obtained is
tliat our oldest assembly, that of the Gos-
pel Garden in the Taochow District, formed
in July, 1918, has become entirely self-
supporting. The pastor, who has Deen
visiting me recently, having heard the cir-
cumstances of our financial pressure, as-
sured me that his assembly would assume
responsibility for all their expenses and
also help in extension work.

One of our largest country assemblies in
the Minchow Qdistrict, an assembly only -
seven months old, has just received a do-
natlon of a splendid building site from one
of its members, valned at %100, and a
promise of about half the sum required to
erect an Assembly Hall to hold two hun-
dred people. Another assembly in the
Minchow district plans to erect its own
hall next year. Just now theé Bible School
students supply these country assemblles,
walking from ten to twenty-five mlles each
Saturday and returning the same distance
Sunday P. M. or Monday. The students
receive nothing for these services which
are only a part of their training for. the
Lord's work.

.All our missionaries show a readiness
to bearias great a share of the financial
burden as they are able, and our Chlnese
brethren are beginning to show a real un-
derstanding of the situation and a desire
to ald as far as possible. And God s
enlarging their vision to take in His great
plans not only for Kansu but for the
adjoining provinces as well. This after-
noon two young men announced thelr set-
tled conviction that God is calling them,
sone to Szechuan Province to the south, the ’
other to Honan Province, far to the east.
The Spirit spoke through a girl of sixteen
saying we must send the gospel to the
surrounding provinces. He 1is the best
Teacher of all, and we are learning to trust
and obey Him fearless of the consequences.

In connection with the close of Bible
School for winter, we are having two days
of workers’ convention in which the Iord
is blessing greatly. The Spirit of Sacrifice,
so prominent in the Jerusalem Assembly,
hag been shown them from the Word and
confirmed in numerous messages in the
Spirft. Also the Lord has by the Spirit
appointed many of the students to open
new work in various cities and some to
work in thefr home assemblies. Again and
again the Spirit has spoken through wvari-
ous students saying that the Lord Himself
i{s the One who alone has authority to ap-
polnt the workers, and they must look to
Him, not the missionaries, for their call
and appointment.

The future of the Chinese Church is
glorious in prospect. Pray much for
the dear Chinese brethren that God will
~call them and empower and embolden
them so that they will dare to go at
the bidding of the Lord to carry this
glorious gospel to their own people.

The follow!ng paragraph from one of
our exchanges Is strikingly trge:

“Peace has been taken from the earth,
and the only place it can be found is in
the heart of the child of God.”
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SUPPORTING THE MISSIONARIES.

From a Missionary's Standpoint.

I desire to say that we must by all

“means fulfill the scriptures in so far as
they at ali express any policy concerning
missionary work. The financial prob-
lem is the one which first caused trouble
In the Assembly in Jerusalem, and it is
no wonder it vexes us now. There is
no doubt that in that Assembly there
was a policy of both freewill offerings
and systematic distribution; also, the
Spirit encouraged Ilberal, generous, self-
sacrificial gividg. And when the Apos-
tles were unable to make a thoroughly
systematic ‘distribution because of the
pressure of other duties, the seven dea-
cons were appointed to bear the entire
responsibility of the finances. The ob-
ject of their appointment was to see to
it that NO ONE was overlooked in the
distribution.

Should the objection be raised that
the object of these offerings in Jerusalem
were merely for the support of, the local
poor and was not for the support of
missionary work, I reply -that the prin-
ciple is the same. Tt is the principle of
receiving and distributing the freewill
offerings of the saints that we need to
know and follow. Besides, I believe,
that it was by means of those wonderful
spontaneous offerings that were clearly
the result of the reception of the Spirit
by the Jerusalem Assembly that the
funds were provided for that mighty
first missionary drive in which they that
were scattered abroad went everywhere
preaching the Word, and 'assemblies
were formed throughout all Judea and
Samaria even to Antioch. Those offer-
ings recorded in Acts 2:45 and 4:34, 35,
which have never since been duplicated,
must have provided sums far too large
to have been entirely spent in providing
food for those who had none. The Lord
knew what was coming and thus pro-
vided thegp{ravelling expenses of the

" largest ba¥td of mlssionarles ever sent
forth.

Note, that twice it is stated that the
distribution was “according to every
man’s need.”
ciple the T.ord wishes to give us by
which to be guided now in the distribu-
tion of the saints’ ‘offerings? And how
can this principle be carried out unless
there is some central body of chosen
men to whom all the needs of the work-
ers can be made known and who can ink
telligently distribute the offerings so
that every need may be met?

For my part, I am exceedingly thank-
ful for the Missionary Departnient and
its Treasurer, who is also the Secretary
in constant communication with all the
missionaries, to whom we can make re-
‘ports which show what our needs are and
to what extent they are being met. The
great difficulty now is that offerlngs are
insufficient to meet all the known needs.
This indicates one of two things, viz.,
either some of the Lord's money is being
withheld by His stewards or else some
of us workers are misusing the Loc.y’
.mmoney. Perhaps hoth these tnings are
true. Also, there may be partiality on the
part of some of the givers toward some
favorite workers in whom, for some
reason or pther, they have c‘bnﬁdgnce.

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Famme Still Raging in Nortb
eastern China. .

=)

Every report recelved from the famine
district in northeastern China is heart-
breaking. Thousands are dying from
starvation and the efforts of our mis-
slonaries are of little avail. This is the
month when the crest of the suffering
will be reached. From now on there
will be a gradual diminishing of famine
conditions through better weather con-
ditions, the efforts of relief committees,
etc., until the next crop is harvested.
But all suffering will not be removed
this year and it will take two years for
northern China to recover from the dis-
aster.

We are cabling our funds to China the
first of each month. All famine funds
are cabled to the officers of the North
China District Council with instructions
that the money is to be used by Pente-
costal missionaries in the famine dis-
tricts. These officers know better where
to place the funds than we can possibly
know here in America. They are also
instructed to co-operate with existing
agencies for famine relief if it is thought
this can’ be done to better advantage
than through our Pentecostal mission-
aries..

+The first of February we forwarded
by cable $1580.00, together with $120.00
for Miss Relff, making a total of
$1700.00. ‘The first of March we for-
warded $2000.00. We will also forward
all the funds sent to us for this purpose
April 1st, which funds will be cabled
to North China.

A letter has just been received from
a misslonary working in the Famine
District. Miss Mattie Brann writes,

‘““We are overwhelmed in trying to save
physical llves as-well as to break the
Bread of Llife to these poor dying people,
Every hour It is rush, rush, from early
morning unt!{i late at night.
at night s when we can write, and then we
are so tired. I cannot go into detalls, but
here are a few facts:

“After thorough investigatlon it has been
found that there are twenty mlllion (20,-
000,000) starving.

“Not enough money has come to begin to
save one-tenth of the dying.

“Our quarters are over-crowded now. Our
Glrls’ 8School had not been built, but we
accepted thirty-one girls, Some were living
skeletons and could not have lived many
‘more days. TWe had to be careful in feed-
ing them at first. Trying to arrange an-
other place for the receiving of more girls,
But oh, the hundreds of little glrls already
sold—the money recelved for them has been
eaten by the other members of the family.

*“Every day brings Is a story of another
death. Oh the sad things we witness and

hear each day. Skeletons, frozen hands,
feet and oh such sores.

“We felt we must begin feeding those -

who came to our doors and at first handed
out bread. Then when the snow came, we
felt we must give hot food, and we secured
large Kettles and began cooking rice and
millet together, and gave each a how! of
steaming hot, nourishing food. The first
day we had 180, but the number soon
reached 300, and now has gone to over 500
sach day, besldes our famlly of girls and
other necdy ones we are helping all the
time. Thls week we expcot to have all
ready to take in 100 boys, and in falth in

A few days after the above letter was
received, we received further word from
Sister Brann:

“Oh these sad gays. If we only had the
time to write some heart-rending things
we see ecach day, but we are too busy try-
Ilng to use every hour in feeding all we can
and breaking the Bread of Life to the hun-
dreds. Thus far we have been enabled,
through the gifts of God's children, to
keep allve more than 1500 people. We are
now taking in boys. IHave over 100. Can
take 160. The city officials have turned a
Confucius temple over to us and as fast
as we can arrange for it we are taking In
fthe hoys. In a few days we will have room
for 100 more girls. Do pray God to send to
us those who will become His. Pray for us
and our Chinese workers, We are tired
physically—but God. Hallelujah!”

The above letters speak for them-
selves. It is reported that three cents
a day will save a life. 1.0 not send us
your regular missionary offerings for
famine relief, the missionaries on other
fields need those offerings, but do some-
thing special for God — make some
special sacrifice.

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MISSIONARY PARTY ARRIVES SAFELY

The missionary party for the French Su-
dan has arrived In safety at Quagadougou
(pronounced Wogadoogoo), French' West
Africa, acoording to a cable recelved re-
cently., The party, conststing of Bro. and
Sister Wrnight, Brother and Sister Leeper,
Miss Jennie Farnsworth and Miss Margar-
et Peoples, was compelled to travel over
the same terrible route over which Prother
Taylor passed some months ago, & full re-
port of which was published in the Evan-
gel, and some anxiety was felt for the
party. However, the tension has been re-
lieved by the report of thelr safe arrival
and we have great occasion for praise unto
the Lord.

Brother Wright wrote us from Bamako,
Just before the party started on the last
lap of the journey which nearly proved so
fatal to Brother Taylor, but for the mercy
of God.

“We arrived here on the 1l1lth inst., after
a very pleasant journey for five dayvs on the
Nlger rlver., We were entertained by the
Alliance missionaries for some elght days
at Baro. while the arrangements were be-
ing made for boats to make the trip, and
the Lord graciously blessed our fellowship.
The enemy would try to hinder at different
times, but the Lord has always undertaken
and we believe that nothing wlll be able to
stop our progress providing we Keep close
to the Guide. One of the party was at-
tacked with fever at Baro (Miss Peoples),
and it looked as if the arrangements for
the boats would be upset, but at this tlme
the dear I.ord made possible what seemed
dmpossible.

“We are sure all of your hearts would
have rejoiced if you could have stood in
the background and have scen the natives
gather around us as we would set the little
portable organ on the river bank and sing
songs of praise unto the Lamb of God,
both in their and our own languages .And
all along the way, even at railroad statloms,
it was our prlvilege to testify of God"s love.

“While on the two days’ journey from
Conakry to Baro, by railroad, a paramount
chief of the Susu tribe, came to our window
and said that he had heard that there were
American mlssionarles on the train. After
greeting us he asked us if we would not
come and - make our headquarters in his
kingdom. On our refusa), he asked if other
missionaries could not be sent to his place:
The Susu tribe is a large tribe, partly in
the English protectorate and partly in the
French Guinea, without one missionary in
the whole tribe. Pray for these thousands
of souls,

“Wea have ropacked here and arc ready to
leave early in the morning on the rallroad
for Koulikoro, where we get a boat to
Mopti. From there we start our long
Journey on foot to Ouagadougou. The thing
that grleves our hearts Is that from Bam-
ako on we cannot speak the language of
the natives and there are thousands around
us who do not know the name of Jesus.
Pleese pray especially that the Lord wiil
open up cur understanding to the grasping
of the Mossi language for His glory,

“We are trying our best to work with the
thought that this is our last term or
chance to snatch precious souls from the
enemy before Jesus comes. Surcly He will
not delay much longer.

“We all want to express our thanks and
appreciation for the willing co-operation
of the dear ones at home in this great priv-
llege of witnessing for Jesus in the dark,
dark Sudan.—I1. M. Wright.

At Bern there is a band of
praying people. Truly we have seen won-
derful things. I girl was brought to me
sitting in a chair, I would not minl!ster at
first, but told her she must walt and hear
the Word of God. Her mother who had
<ome with her was greatly moved as she
listened to God’ s Word being expounded. I
then laid hands on the girl, who had never
walked. The power of God worked and she
now walks. Another case, where a man
had had a cancer taken out of his neck,
afier which he could no longer eat, not
being able to swallow. ITe told me he could
not even swallow the julce. of a cherry.
Me had a pipe inserted In his neck so that

food could be poured through it into his
stomach, I sald to him, “You will eat
tonight” I prayed with him. He came

‘the next day. I saw that the color had
come back Into his face, and he told me
he had been eating, and could swallow
comfortably. He had looked for the hole
where the pipe had been Inserted but could
mot find it, God had completely healed him,
He was well known; he was a tea grower
and people sald he had come to life again.
When the Son of God touches a man he
does come to life.

God has put His hand upon this work In
_Switzerland. Iivery afternoon people were
baptized in the Holy Ghost, brought down
into the dust for the power of God lays a
man low. In Lausanne the power was
mighty, also at Yevey and Geneva, and
God has raised up Spirit-filled leaders In
these towns.

A man came to me suffering from dia-
betes. The power of God was upon me
and I realized that God was working upon
him.

The man who
brought him in the wheel chair and the
childrén said that father so and so Is
walking. Praise thie Lord He Is the same
yesterday, today and forever.

The Lord made me a great blessing at
Zurle last time, and I lLave promised to
be there again on the 30th of October.
Seven new places are glorifying God in
tongues. I ministered last Sunday in a

great theater which was_ filled, and there

FINLAND.—Wec seldom hear about the
Pentecostal work that is going on in the
Scandlnavian countries and in Finland. A
returned missjonary from China to Finland
writes to me very encouraging news about
the work amongst the Finnish people. Thisg
dear brother, Rev. William Pylkkanen,
lives in Helsingfors, the largest city in
the country, Helsingfors, the capital of
Finland, {s located on the Gulf of Finland.
Finland is a republic now, hilvring her own
president, having been made frece from
the Russian dominion and beiné recognized
now as an independent country., Much
more could be said about the people and
Pentecostal work, but space will not allow
me to do so in the precious Pentecostal
Evangel.

Brother W. Pyvlkkanen writes me per-
sonally that he has baptized two brothers
and seven sisters in water; two of the bap-
tzed ones had been very strong members
of the Lutheran church—which is tlhie State
Church in Finland. e said that these two
wcre strong believers in infant baptism
but the truth having been preached to them
they were convinced and persuaded by the
Holy Spirit that immersion is the right
kind of baptism. Brother Pylkkanen is
doing much traveling, and wherever he goes
the people are very hungry ang receptive
of the truth. People are getting saved and
baptized with the Spirit all over. Bro. P.
says that he went to a certain country
place in a snow storm, but in spite of the
storm people were so hungry that they
came to meetings. The praver of the saints
there is for more laborers in the vineyard.
Only a few are willing to go to the country
places, where the need 1s tremendous. The
desire out there is that the saints in Amer-.
lca might pray and intercede for Finland.

I believe it was about 1912 when. the
Latter Rain began to fall in Finland. Bro.
Gerhard Smidt of St. Paul, Mlnn,, U. S. A.,
was called to g0 to Finland, and the result
was that God began to work in Pentecostal
power, many receiving thelr baptism 1in -
the Holy Spirit with Bible evidence of
speaking in tongues. Since then the Lord
‘has been working wonderfully. Several of
the ministers in the State Church have
accepted Pentecost and left the church, her
mansions and luxuries, and ‘are preaching
the blessed gospel of Christ with ¥ente-
costal power, praise the Lord! Brother
Pylkkanen at -that time was working in
China as a Lutheran missionary, under the
board, but when he received the Pente-
costal baptism, he had to drop his board,
and come back to Finland to work in the
Pentecostal Spirit, the Xord using Him
blessedly.

They now have two ¥innish Pentecostal
papers published. And if I remember hav-
ing heard aright, they have four Pentecos-
tal missions now in the city of Helsingfors;
beside this they have missions in almost
every city.

Finland is not a hcathen country, but
it is a very needy field just the same, and
needs many consecrated men and - women
who are willlng to work for the Master.
There Is no forelgn country or heathen
land to the T.ord; He is interested in all
the countries and He is wanting us to prayv
far all these needy places.
