Read 2 Peter 1 :I-8. W e  are dull of your righteousness, you are  no better than 
comprehension because we sr, often let your  faith. N o  one is ever any better 
the cares of this world blind our  eyes, than their faith. H e  that believeth that  
but if we can be open to God we shall 
see that H e  has a greater plan for us in 
the future than we have ever seen o r  
dreamed of in the past. I t  is God's de- 
light to make possible to us that  which 
seems impossible, and when we reach a 
place where H e  alone has right of way, 
then all the things that have been misty 
and misunderstood are cleared up. 

This  like precious faith that Peter is 
writing about is a gift that God is will- 
ing to give to all of us, and I believe God 
wants us to receive it so  that we may 
subdue kingdoms, work righteousness, 
and, if the time is come, to stop the 
mouths of lions. W e  should be able un- 
der all circumstances to  triumph, because 
we have no confidence in ourselves, but 
our confidence would be only in God. I t  
is always those people who are full of faith 
that have a good report, that never mur- 
mur, that are in the place of victory, that 
are not in the place of human order but 
af divine ordcr, since God has  come t o  
dwell in them. 

The  Lord Jcsus is the Divine Author 
and brings into our minds the "Thus saith 
the Lord" every time. W e  must not h a w  
anything in our lives but what we have a 
"Tlius saith thc Lord" for it. W e  must 
see to it that thc Word of God is always 
the standard of everything. 

This like precious faith is for us  all. 
But tlicrc mav bc some hindrance in your 
life that God nil1 havc to deal with. I t  
seems as  ~f I had had a thousand road 
e n ~ i n e s  conic ovcr my  life to break mc 
up like a potter's vcsscl. There  is no 
othcr may into tlic dcep things of Cod hut 
a broken spirit. Thcrc is no other way 
into the power of  God. God will do 
the cxceedinrzlv abundantly ahove all we 
ask o r  think for us  when H e  can brinq 
a s  t o  the place where we can say with 
Paul. "I live no lonqer," and ~ n o i h e r  
even Christ, has taken thc reins and the 
mlc. 

W e  are  no better than our faith Wliat-

N O T  C A L L E D  B Y  T H E  G E N -  

E R A L  COUNCIL.  

Thc  General Council of the As- 
semblies of God has always been . 
fo r  unity among the Pentecostal 
saints, and is for the same today. 
But the Chairman of the General 
Council advised Brother F. A. Hale  
against the calling by himself and 
by Brother Ferguson of the St. 
Louis meeting on Oct. 24th, be- 
cause he did not bclieve i t  could be 
made a success under the circum- 
stances. Later  the Executive Pres- 
bytery of the General Council, hav- 
ing fully considered all the circum- 
stances of the case, unanimously 
advised not to call such meeting, 
and urged that the matter be put 
off until better arrangements could 
be made for some such meeting. 

T h e  names of E. N. Bell. J. W .  
Welch, S. H .  Frodsham and other 
General Council brethren have been 
announced in the  "Word and 
Work," and possibly in somc other 
papers, a s  "calling thc unity meet- 
ing for St.  Louis, Mo." W e  can 
st.-te positively that not one of these 
brethren menlioned signcd the call 
for this meeting a t  St. Louis W e  
regret very much the way the mat- 
ter has been mixed up, and the mis- 
takes that have bccn made. W e  
shall pray the Lord to overrule 
these mistakcs. but the General 
Council, a s  such, has not called 
this meeting, nor have the indi- 
viduals menrio'ned: Yet any indi- 
vidual in the.General Council who . 
disagrees with the conviction of the 
Executive Presbytery is a t  liberty 
to  go  on his own responsibility if 
he  sees fit.

Jesus is the Son of God ove rcoma  the 
world. How?  This  Jesus, upon whom 
your faith is placed, the power of His  
name, His  personality, His  life, His 
righteousncss. are  all madc yours through 
faith. As  you believe in H im and set 
your hope only on  Him, you are  puri- 
fied even a s  H e  is pure. You arc strength- 
ened because H e  in whom you trust is 
strong. You are  made whole because H e  
who is all your confidence is whole. Of 
His  fulness you may receive, all the un- 
told fulness of Christ, as  your faith rests 
wholly in Him. 

I understand God by His Word. I 
can not understand God by impressions 
o r  feelings; I can not get t o  know God 
by sentiments. If I an1 going to know 
God I am going to know Him by His  
Word. I know I shall be in heaven, but 
I could not build on my feelings that I 
a m  going to heaven. I am going to hear- 
en because God's Word says it and I 
believe God's Word. And faith cometh 
by hearing and hearing by the Word d 
God. 

There  is one thing that can hinder our 
faith, a conscience that is seared. Paul 
sought to have a conscience void of of- 
fense. There  is a conscience that is sear- 
ed, and there is a conscience that is so  
opened to the presence of God that the 
smallest tliing in the world will drive it 
t o  God. Wha t  we nccd is a conscience 
that is so  opened to God that not one 
thing can come into and stay in our lives 
t o  brcak up our fellowship and shatter o w  
faith in God. And when we can come 
into the presence of Cod with a clear 
conscience and a faith unfeigned, our 
heart condemning us not, then have wr  
confidencc toward God. and whatsoever 
we ask we receive of Him. 

I n  Mark 11:24 we read, "What thinm 
soever ye desire, when ye prav. believe 
that  ye receive them, and ye shall have 
them." The previous vcrse speaks of 
mountains removed, difficulties cleared 
away. Veneering won't do. W e  must 
have reality, the real work in^ of our God. 
W e  must know Cod. W e  must he able 
t o  go  in and hold converse with God.

As this like precious faith 1,ccomes a 
pnrt of  you, it will make you so  that you 
will darc to do anything. And remem- 
ber, God \\.ants daring men. Men who 
will dare all. Incn who will be strong in 
Him and dare to do exploits. H o w  shall 
we reach this plane of faith? Givc up 
your own ~nind.  Let g o  yonr own 
thoughts, :111d take the thoughts of God, 
the Word oi  God. If you build yourself 
on imaginations you will g o  wrong. You 
have the Word of God and it is enough. 
A man gave this remarkable testimony 
c o n c e r n i o ~  the \\'ord, "Ncver compare 
this Book with other books. Compari- 
sons are dangerous. Never think or never 
say that this gook -contains the Word 
of God. I t  is the W o r d  of God. I t  is 
supernatural in origin, eternal in dura- 
tion, inexpressible in value, infinite in 
scope, regenerative in power, iniallible in 
authority, universal in interest, personal 
in application, inspircd in totality. Read 
it throllgh. Wri te  it down: Pray it in. 
Work it out. And then pass it on." 

And truly the Word of God changes a 
man until he becomes an  epistle of God. 
I t  transforms his mind, changes his char- 
acter, moves him on f rom grace t o  grace. 
makes him an inheritor of the very na- 
ture of God. God comes in, dwells in. 
walks in, talks through, and sups with 
him who opens his being t o  the  Word  
of  .God and receives the  Spirit who in- 
spired it. 

When I was going over t o  New Zea- 
land and Australia, I had many t o  see me 
off. There was an Indian doctor who was 
riding in the same car with me to the 
docks. H e  was very quiet and took in all 
things that were said on the ship. I be- 
gan to preach of course, and the  Lord 
began to work among the people. I n  the 
second class of the ship there was a young 
man and his wife who were attendants 
on a lady and gentleman in the first class. 
And as  these two young people heard 
me talking to them privately and other- 
wise, they were very much impressed. 
Then the lady they wcre attending got 
very sick. In her sickness and her lone- 
liness shccould find no relief. They call- 
ed in the doctor, and the doctor gave her 
no hope. 

And then, when ill this strange dilem- 
ma-she was a great Christian Scientist, 
a preacher of it, and had gone up and 
down preaching it-they thought of me. 
Knowing the conditions, and what she 
lived for, that i t  was late in the day, that 
in the condition of her mind she could 
only receive the simplest word, I said to  
her, "Now you are very sick, and I won't 
talk t o  you about anything save this; I 
will pray for you in the  name of Jesus, 
and the moment I pray you will be 
healed!' 

And the moment I prayed she w a s  
healed. That  was this like precious faith 
in operation. Then she was disturbed. 
Now I could have poured in oil very soon. 
But I poured in all the  bitter drugs pos- 
sible, and for three days I had her on 
cinders. Y showed her her terrible state, 
and pointed out t o  her all her folly and 
the fallacy of her position. I showed her 
that there was nothing in Christian Sci- 
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cncc, that it is a lie from the beginning, 
one of the last agencirs o i  hell. At  best 
a lie, prcarhing a lie, and producing a lie. 

Then she wakened up. She became so  
penitent and broken hearted. But the 
thing that stirred her first was she had to 
go  to preach the simple gospel of Christ 
where she had preached Christian Sci- 
ence. She asked me ii she had to .give 
up certain things. I won't mention the 
things, they are too vile. I said, "No. 
what you havc to d o  is to scc Jesus and 
:ake Jesus." \Irhen she saw the Lord in 
His  purity, thc other things had to go. 
At the presence of Jesus all else goes. 

This  opened the door. I had to preach 
to all on the boat. This  gave me a great 
chance. As I preathed, the power of God 
fell, convictioll came and sinners were 
saccd. They followcd me into my  cabin 
one after another. God was xo rk ing  
there. 

1- Then-this Indian doctor came. H.e said. 
"What shall I do? I can not use med- 
icine any more." "Why?" "Oh, your 
preaching has  changed me. But I must 
have a foundation. Will  yo11 spend some 
time with me?" "Of course I will." Then  
we went alone and God broke the fal- 
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low ground. This  Indian c l ~ t o r  \\,as go- 
ing right back to his Indian conditions 
under a new order. H e  had left a p r z -  
tice tllerc. H c  told me of the great prac- 
tice he had. H e  was goin!: back to his 
practice to preach JCSLIS. 

If you have lost your liun&r ior God, 
if you have not got a cry for more of 
God, you a r e m i s s i n g  the plan. There 
must come up f rom us 3 cry that can not 
be satisfied with anything but Cod. H e  
wants to give us tlic vision of the prize 
ahead that is sonlcthing higher than we 
have ever attained. If yo11 cvrr stop at 
any point, pick up a t  thc place where 
you havc dropped through, and begin 
again under the refining light and power 
of Heaven and God will nlcct you. And 
while H e  will bring you to a conscious- 
ness of your own frailty and to  a brokem- 
ness of spirit, yonr faith will lay hold 
of H i m  and all the divine resources. His  
light and compassion wi l l  he manifested 
through you, and H e  wjll send the rain. 

Shall we !lot dcdiratc otmclves afresh 
to God? Some say, "1 dedicated mysdf 
last night t o  God." Kvcry new revela- 
tion brings a new ~lcdiration. Let rrs 
seek Him.  

"Be Filled With The Spirit."

(Continued from last Evangel) 

I f  you a re  filled with the Spirit you will 
be wise, you will understand what the 
will of the  Lord is for the Holy Ghost 
is given to  lead you into all truth, t o  "take 
the things that are Mine, and show them 
unto you." T h e  Apostle Paul said t o  the 
Corinthians, "I came not to you with ex- 
cellency of speech or of wisdom, declarinp 
unto you the testimony of God. . . . And 
I was  with you in weakness, and in fear. 
and iu much trembling. And my speech 
and my prcaching was not with enticing 
words of man's wisdom, but in demon- 
stration of the Spirit and of power: that 
vour faith should not stand in the wis- 
don1 of men, but in the power of God. 
Howbeit we speak wisdom among them 
that arc pcrfect: yet not the wisdom of 
this world, nor of the princes of this 
world, that eonie t o  nought. But we  speak 
the wisdon~ of God in a mystery, even 
the hidden wisdom, which God ordained 
before the world unto our glory: which 
none of the princes of this world knew: 
for had thry known it, they would not 
have crucified the Lord of glory." 

I want you to see here that the wisdom 
I a m  talking about is a divine wisdom. I t  
is given in the Holy Ghost and none of 
the princes of this world knew it. 
"But a s  it is written, Eye hath not 
seen, nor ear heard, neither have en- 
tered in to  the heart of man, the things 
which God hath prepared for them that 
love Him. But God hath revealed them 
unto us by His  Spirit: for the  Spirit 
searcheth all things, yea. the deep things 
of God. F o r  what man knoweth the things 
of a man, save the spirit of man which 
is in him? Even s o  the th inm of Cod  
knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 
Now we have received not the spirit o f  
the world but  the Spirit which is of  Cod, 

that we might know the things that are 
freely given to  us  of God. . . . But the 
natural man reccivcth not thc things of 
the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness 
unto him: neither can he know them, be- 
cause they are spiritually discerned!' 

This  wisdom is as  high above the wis- 
dom of the  world a s  the heavens are  
ahove the earth. The things of God know- 
eth n o  man, but the Spirit of God. And 
now we a re  to rcreive the Spirit which is 
of God, and  know the things that are 
freely given to  us of God. 

Oh how beautiful, that ignorant as we 
are, blind, dark and naked, that God has 
arranged to save us, and then so fill us, 
teach and lcarl us, inspire and illuminate 
us, that we shall know the things freely 
given to us of God;  that wc should under- 
stand divinc niysterics, that we should be 
lifted into a spiritual sphere, where we 
shall know the  things that are spiritual 
and eternal, the things that dclight God 
and glorify God forever. Isn't it beau- 
tiful? Praise the Lord. 

In  this connection I would remark that 
the Holy Spirit, by His glorious illumi- 
nation, insures the Spirit-filled saint 
against the  delusions of Satan. Many 
thousands of evangelical church members 
have been swept off their feet by the sub- 
tle teachings of Christian Science, Spirit- 
ism, Russellism, New Thought,  Unity, 
etc. T h e  cold, dark atmosphere of the 
modern r l i ~ ~ r r h  and t h ~  lark OF Dower. 
fire and illumination of the Spirit is re- 
sponsible for this "falling away." 

"These things have I written unto you 
concerning them that  seduce you. Bur 
the anointing which ye  have received 
of  H i m  abideth in you, and ye need not 
that  any man  teach you: but a s  the same 
anointing teacheth you of all thinus, and 



is truth, and is no lie, and even as  it hath 
taught you, ye shall abide in Him." The 
Spirit-filled Christian is not ignprant of 

.! Satan's devices. T h e  vicarious sufferings 
of Cl~ris t ,  I I is  resurrection, His  abiding 

+, _ srescncc and personal glorious appearing, 
. I r e  made so  real that there is no chance for 

these antichristian systems. to deceive 
Cod's Spirit-anointed, Spirit-taught chil- 
dren. 

If you are filled with the Spirit you will 
be useful. God has not purposed simply 
to make you ornamet~tal. God's saints 
are ornamental all right, the most beau- 
tiful folks in the world. H e  gives beauty 
for ashes and the oil of joy for mourn- 
ing, and a garment of praise for the spirit 
of. heaviness. But all the power and 
 lory H e  puts down upon the individual 
16 not to be c o ~ ~ s t ~ r n e d  in enjoyment and 
merriment, but , ' thank the Lord, it makes 
you a practical, every day useful man or  
useful woman where you live. And you 
can not possibly be tilled and keep .filled 
with the Holy Ghost, and fail to be useful 
where you are. When  God fills you, when 
God lives in you, when God has His  way 
with you. there will shine out from you, 
there di l l  radiate from your being, a pow- 
er that uplifts, that  saves-God in you 
and through you blessing the  world. 

I n  contrast,  it is impossible to  be a sin- 
ner and not be a curse. If you are filled 
with sin you a re  a positive menace, you 
are a curse. You are like a rotten apple 
in the barrel, all the folks that touch you 
are besmirched by the dirty, rotten, cor- 
roding, putrifying, damning thing that 
emanates from you, that has a down- 
ward tendency and hellward trend, You 
don't have to t ry  to  be mean, t o  exert 
that kind of influence, but if you are  mean 
the influence is going on silently, suieIy, 
and steadily without any effort on your 
part. O n  the other  hand, when you are 
filled with God's Spirit you don't have to  
try to  exert a good influence--though try 
you will. hut you exert it naturally. nor- 
mally, like the little bud that comes on the 
apple tree. First the l i t~ le  hlossom; then 
the liitle hud, t!tcn it begins to grow si- 
lentlv and naturally. and the first thing 
yo11 know it is heautii~rlly developed, glo- 
rv to Cod! \Vhen H e  is livina in you 
there is emanatinp from you alwavs and 
fnre,ver, a powcr that is tending upward.

fellows who are drunk all the timc. 
Likewise; there are  three classes of Chris- 
tians, so  called. First, t h e .  fellows that 
we might call "total abstainers," who 
never drink of the Spirit, who have never 
been drunk once in their life. There  are 
pe,ople in your city and probably in this 
servicc who never did taste the Spirit, 
who never have felt that exhilarating, 
soul-quickening, soul-ravishing glory that 
comes in a real wave of spiritual power in 
the life. And whatever you may have be- 
lieved and whatever you may have done 
religiously, you havc never been made 
to drink of that wonderful, soul-satisfying 
stream from the Holy Ghost. God have 
mercy on you! God pity you! You may 
belong to  a fine Church, but God pity 
you! You a re  a poor, dried up specimen 
of Christianity, I can tell you that now. 

Then therc is the "spasmodic" crowd: 
W e  have some of those fellows here too, 
who g e t o n  a whizz once a year o r  once 
in six months; who take a spasm of re- 
ligion. My, you would think they would 
turn the world - upside downl Whoop,  
you g o  a t  things in a whizz. I t  wears off 
directly, you sober up. You walk pretty 
much like other folks until another spell 
hits you. And God have mercy on you, 
you have tasted that the Lord is gracious, 
you that have known the wonderful glory 
of spiritual power, it is wrong, positively 
wrong; after having known the wonder- 
ful glory of  Pentecostal power, for you 
to  drift into a kind comatose s tate  where 
you are neither. hot nor cold, d r i f t i n g  
along with the tide, with no  power to re- 
deem and  help in a lost world. God pity 
you, and in the name of Jesus Christ I 
want, to  stir up your pure minds and tell 
you you better move up to date. 

And the last fellows in the spiritual 
realm we will notice a re  the topers, a few 
folks like this laughing fellow over here, 
who-are drunk all the time, glory to God! 
They are always filled with the Spirit. 
They are always running over. Just touch 
them anywhere and any time, and they 
say. "Glory, Praise the Lord!" And 
God's plan; God's wonderful and rich pro- 
vision for every onc of US is that we shall 
not only drink the Spirit Imt we shall keep 
drunk. W e y ~ n o u t h  translates that text. 
"Drink deeply of God's Spirit." O h ,  that 
we sliall IK a spiritual people. There  
are. those that criticize us and tell us  \ \ e  
are  too much isolntetl. too peculiar. too 
c r r e n ~ r i c ;  and that we oupht to scek to  
1,c lnnrc like other folks. I>ut 1 nm go- 
ing to say to you that 1 IN-lkve wirh all 
my hrnrt \vc are too much likc the world 
and not enough like J e s ~ ~ q .  I f  1 cou!d 
say one thing in closing ~ v i t h  all the em- 
pha4is of mv soul, 1 ~ o u l d  sap. Let  us 
seek to become more spiritual. more 
powerful, and that our life ever shall be 
a life in the Spirit. and an effort in the  
power 'hat God Rives, for the  emancipa- 
tion of 'p lost world.

W h o  hath know11 the mind of the Lord?

Great concerfi was felt in the office of 

the Missionary Treasurer when a cable 
was received on Saturday afternoon, 
September 23rd from Brother Hansen. 
This  cable conveyed the information that 
the orphanage at  Taianfu, China, known 
as the-  ~ o m e  of Onesiphorus, which has 
been established by Brother L. M. Ang- 
lin, has been passing through a severe 
financial crisis. Brother Anglin is at  pres- 
ent in America on furlough, visiting the 
Assemblies in the interest of this w o r k  

. and because of the long time it takes for 
letters to  come from China, has not been 
advised of the danger which threatens. 
Brother Hansen writes that funds have 
been coming in so slowly that the Or- 
phanage has run into debt and unless re- 
lief is afforded immediately, many will 
perish. 

According to the latest report, there are 
350 children in the home without food and 
without means to  get food. Help must 
be sent to them immediately. This is 
no o r d i n a v  famine appeal; these are boys 
and girls who have been taken into the 
Home and who have been receiving Pen- 
tecostal training. These boys and girls 
will mak; the .future evangelists and Bi- 
ble women of China, should the Lord 
tarry. 

Relief must be prompt, and 60 the Mis- 
sionary Treasurer has made plans to cable 
all funds to  China immediately they are 
received. D o  whatever the Lord says for 
you to do.-J. Roswell Flower, Treas.

"It is possible that there are Assem- 
blies on my route that would appreciate 
a three days convention, or meetings ev- 
ery afterno011 and evening for say three 
days, and I could give some messages 
on the deeper truths first and end up with 
missions.

2058. Please tell me the  Scriptures 
speaking against oath-bound secret so- 
cieties or orders. I believe they are 
wrong for Christians; but do not know 
the Scriptures that condemn them. 

They are wrong because their oath of- 
ten leads them to protect evil doers when 
they are members of the same order. 
Murderers are often declared not guilty 
by jurors when known to be guilty, sole- 
IJ: because many of the jurors belong to 
the same order as the accused. I t  is very 
difficult to  bring to justice any noted 
member of any strong secret order. The  
courts know this to be a fact. 

Jesus said, "No man can serve two 
masters" (Matt. 6:24). Many men who 
are members of the same church allow 
their oath to their fellow lodge member 
to set aside their duty to God and the 
church, to protect and cover up the sins 
of those high up in the church because 
they are lodge members. I t  is claimed 
that in some congregations members 
guilty of high sins against God and the 
clrurcl~ can not be disciplined or turned 
out because the lodge membership and 
oath are stronger ties than those to God 
and the church. In such cases they have 
"two masters," and are serving the lodge 
rather than God. This is wrong. An- 
other scripture says, "Be not 'unequally 
yoked with unbelievers." I t  is against 
this scripture to yoke up by oath with un- 
believers in secret orders. 

Again, John says, "The whole world 
lieth in the evil one." I t  is wrong for 
Christians to  bind themselves by oath to 
men O F  the world, because such men, a s  
sinners, are under the dominion of the 
evil one. 

There are many other scriptures on this 
subject too numerous to mention. Re- 
member, the General Council does not 
make a hobhy out of such matters. I t  
teaches against all sin, and all sinful al- 
liances everywhere, and lets the chips fall 
where thcv will without attacking people 
personally. 

2059. Can a person who has been saved 
but has not received the Baptism in  the 
R o b  Ghost, sin the unpardonable sin? 

I suppose that such an one could do 
sach a thing; but it is very unlikely that 
z v huni!>le child of God will do so, 
unless in ignorance: and Paul obtained 
merry after making others blaspheme, be- 
cause he did it ignorantly. Others may 
also get forgiveness if done ignorantly. 
n is only when in the presence of the 
miraculous power of God, where miracles 
are wrought and when the persons know 
that it is the finger of God that has done 
it, yet, to make excuse for not owning 
it to be of God when the) full well 
know that it is God, they attribute the 
miracle to thc devil, that men are in great 
danger of this sin. 

2060. Should deacons be ordained 
when they are e l u t e d  t o  serve a n  assem- 
bly of God? 

The Scripture reads: "Let these also 

first be proved." So  if they have not been 
already thoroughly tested, and it is shown 
that they are settled and established in 
the truth and in living for God, then they 
should be elected for only a year at  a 
time until they are thus proved, and 
they should not be ordained before such 
proving. Where men have already had 
years of true living for God, and are al- 
ready established in the truth before elec- 
tion, they should be ordained by the pas- 
tor and other ministers present. 

2061. What  is the scrigtural duty of 
the father of a family toward the church 
he has joined (this being the only church 
to attend), when he finds it is teaching 
contrary to  the Scriptures that the B a p  
tism of the  Holy Spirit of today is of 
the devil; also that, if one is once saved, 
h e  can never be  lost, no matter what s o r t  
of a life he lives? Does 2 Tim 3 5  mean 
such a church a s  this? 

Yes. Paul referred to such as deny 
the power of God through the Spirit; and 
the direction is, "From such turn away." 
If possible, better move your family to a 
place where they can hear the truth. If 
this is not possible, better start a family 
Sunday school in your home and a prayer 
meeting. 

2062. I s  i t  God's will for the saints to 
take part in the  elections of the country? 

Paul claimed and acted on his rights 
as  a Roman citizen (see Acts 16:35-39; 
2-7:24-29). Whether Ite voted or not we 
do not know; but as a citizen he had that 
right, and it was as much right in the 
sight of God to  e ~ e r c i s e  one righteous 
benefit 2s another. 

Personally. I pay taxes and also vote 
for honest men to conduct the affairs of 
town, county, state and nation. I feel 
it right for me to  vote, but I vote for 
the man. not for the party. I never mix 
in party politics, never makes speeches 
or work for parties. W e  do not. however, 
make such matters a matter of fellowship. 
Each is free to obey God as he sees it. 

2036. When we see one in a temble 
condition, and can't get victory, should 
we leave off two meals a day, o r  g o  entire- 
Iy without food while praying for such an 
one? Will this do any good in  making 
special prayer When we feel impressed 
to  fast, should we go entirely without 
food for a certain length of time, o r  un- 
til we get victory? 

Fasting, with prayer, is God's way for 
us to reach certain hard cases (Mark 
9:29). This is especially helpful, as  I 
know by experience, just a day before 
administering on demon possessed cases. 

I would not advise long or  frequent 
fasts. Weak bodies can not stand long 
fasts. Each one must be his own judge 
as to  whether his fast is to be total or 
partial. Many fasts mentioned in scrip- 
ture were not total, but were limited to 
taking a small portion of bread and water 
during the fast. 

2064. W a s  Paul  w e r  married? 
I t  is said that only a married man could 
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belong to the Jewrsh Sanhedrin, or high 
court. Paul speaks of voting in that body 
against the saints on trial. This would 
seem to imply that he had been a member 
of that body at  one time, with a legal 
rote, and, if that be so, that he was 
a married man. 

But if he had been married, his wife 
must have died before God called him 
to be an apostle, for we hear of no wife 
with him, and he definitely contrasts his 
single estate with that of Peter and oth- 
crs who wcre married, claimrng his right 
to have a wife while not havins one. SO 
it is likely that Paul was once married, 
but had no wife in middle age and later hfe. 

2065. I t  is proper and legal to use 
"Pentecostal Church," or "Pentecostal 
Assembly," or "Pentecostal Assembly of 
God" in our deed, as  the name of the 
place where an Assembly of God wor- 
ships? 

No, it is not. Your church or assembly 
should first be set in order as an As- 
sembly of God, and deacons should be 
elected. If these are to  serve as trustees. 
your minutes should say so  If not, then 
trustees should be elected. Then the deed 
should be made to  these by name and 
to their successors in office A S  T R U S -  
T E E S  for the Assembly of God at  such 
a place (the town where located). I t  
should not be made, for any cause, to 
revert to the original owners of the land. 
I t  is against our custom to receive a deed 
with such a reverting clause. Put  in the 
deed the following sentence: "If the As- 
sembly of God at this place becomes ex- . 
tinct, and it no longer uses this property . 
for religious purposes, then this p r o p e r e  
shall revert to  the General Council of 
the Assemblies of God, a religious corpor- 
ation with headquarters at  Springfield, 
Mo., which shall have full right to  sell 
the same and put the money thereof into 
the Lord's work elsewhere, a s  they see 
fit." Such a clause will save the proper*. 
from ever being lost to the cause of the 
Master.

The walls of preju- 
dice have been broken and now we have 
:In open door for the Gospel. 

R 'c  have statcd before the tremendous 
size of this district and its needs. But we 
feel it must be done again for our dear 
ones at home to know what we stand in 
need of. W e  arc expecting to tour the 
district this fall during the cold weather, 
ii H e  tarry. But this involves time, mon- 
ey and strength. The  time and strength 
we are willing to give .but without the 
money we can do little. T o  traverse 
the hundreds of miles to reach this mil- 
lion of pcoplc we must have a convey- 
ance. W e  have already given the order 
for the tents to camp in, which will be 
iteliverctl in a few months. T o  meet the 
nced for thesc things \i;c arc praying 
much. 

Then, too, we are $tinted in a very 
dirty locality and in an Indian house. I 
am unable to  describe the sights that 
mset out. eyes as we look out in the morn- 
ing hours. Tt mould shock all of vou that 
read thesc few lines. Yet we have to  
live in such surroundings. I t  will only 
be the mercy of God that will preserve 
us during the next fire months. The 
rains' will pour down and will flood parts 
of  the house hecause it is so  low. W e  
have had a little experience with one or 
two storms that havc already come. The  
district is a deadly one for us under the 
hrst of circnmstances, but in this place 
it will he terrible. W e  believe therefore 
that the Lord would have us build. .4t 
this time we are investigating for a piece 
of land, and bv the time you get this let- 
ter we may have purchased it. But we 

havc no rnoncy to build thereon. W c  be- 
lieve, however, that H e  is leading and 
we take this step by faith. There must 
be a lighthouse in this great district. May 
God give us the willing, sacrificial hearts 
that possessed His people in olden times. 
They did not have to be urged to give, 
but to stop giving. The need of this mil- 
lion of pcople in the district and the vast 
country of Nepal along our borders call 
ior a base to work from and a lighthouse 
to look to. May God touch hearts a t  
home to meet this great need is our pray- 
er. W e  are praying and expecting God 
to answer. But H e  needs your ear. 
LISTEN.

I t  is supper time in the Baby Nursery. 
The bell is ringing and a dozen palr 
of little feet are ju~nping up and down 
and a dozen pair of little hands clapping 
and high pitched baby voices calling out 
"Rice is ready, the milk has come." 
Quickly a line is formed and twenty-four 
little dusky hands are folded in prayer 
and together they say, "Lord Jesus, we 
thank Thee for our rice and milk; and 
please bless all little babies who are hun- 
gry tonight and give them foodl Amen!" 
Quickly the "Amen" i~ said and quickly 
they drop down upon their mats made 
of cocoanut fiber. The  rice and milk 
begin to  disappear. Somewhere down the 
line we hear "Hallelujah!" and looking 
we see that it came from a little three- 
year-old and know that she is just cx- 
pressir~g happiness and contentment for 
we see her rice and milk are all goue. 

An hom later, when seventeen little 
heads are fast asleep nnder the grass shed 
we are using for the sleeping toom. I 
go from cot to  cot, and over in my mind 
these words keep coming, "Saved for the 
Master. Saved t o  save others," and I 
see my little tots in years t o  come going 
from village t o  village telling the story 
of the Christ and leading their country- 
men to our God and their God. 

A seven-months-old babv finds its way to 
the Nursery through a kind missionary 
and we discover that both its little arms 
are broken. The mother had gone crazy 
and sought the life of her own darling 
babv. Another child of two is left to die 
F d e  the road after her mother had 
,..cn her a dose of coal oil. She was only 
a girl baby and not wanted. Still another 
little one of four years was turned out of 
her home after the death of her parents. 
The relatives had no use for her. She 
was found roaming through the bazar 
and brought to the Nursery for shelter. 

Letters and wires are coming in from 
all over India asking if we can take in 
one more baby. Sometimes they come 
when less than a week old. Shall we re- 
ceive them or shall we turn them away 
to perish, or worse still, to  grow up wor- 
shiping gods of wood and stone. God 
forbid! I t  means that another little cot 
must be.crowded into the already crowd- 
ed sleeping room. I t  means that we 
must trust God for another pint of rice 

bnd another quart of milk daily. Bedding 
and clothes must be had, too, but is not 
God able to send ill the means for every 
ueed? Yes, more than willing, so we wire 
back at once that we-can  make room, 
and another babe enters the Baby Nur- 
sery, another little life is rescued from the 
mire and filth of heathenism and saved 
for service! 

W e  are at present much in need of 
larger and better quarters for the babies. 
W e  can enlarge the place we are now us- 
ing by knocking down one of the walls 
and building a row of rooms some few 
feet back. This we are planning to  do as 
soon a s  t h e  means come in. I need a 
helper very much and would welcome any 
young lady missionary in the homeland 
who feels led to come and help in the 
Nursery work, and who is recommended 
t o  us by the Geucral Council. So dear 
ones, as  the Lord sends the little ones to 
us please .join with us in prayer. Ask 
of Him what H e  would have you do for 
the suffering, ,starving babies of India. 
and "\Vhatsoever He saith unto yon.

Bethel Bible School and Mission. 

The great commission binding on all 
our Lord's followers is a fourfold com- 
mand - "Go, . . . disciple, . . . baptize" 
and endins with "Teaching them to 05.. 
serve all things whatsoever I havc com- 
manded you." I t  has seemed sadly true 
that while there has been a measure of 
obedience to the first three commands, 
there has not been a relative emphasis 
placed upon the last, viz., that of teach- 
ing God's believing children t o  observe 
all things whatsoever H e  commanded. If 
this is true in the homelands, how much 
more so  is it in the foreign fields, with 
the result that the churches of this land 
and members of Christian communities 
are not built up in their most holy faith; 
are not growing up into Him;  are not 
able to  give a reason of the hope that 
is in them, with meekness and fear. 

The need of schools or centers far 
teaching and training was early recogniz- 
ed in the history of God's people, and we 
find Samuel and Elisha connected with 
Schools of the Prophets. It pleased God. 
with the outpouring of the Holy Spirit 
on the Day of Pentecost, to give teachers, 
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;,s one of His great gifts to His Church, 
and with thc present Holy Spirit revival, 
and fresh i m p c t ~ ~ s  given to Bible Study, 
schools and centers havc multiplied; but 
the need is still great, and especiallq- in 
~nissicn la~ids. First and foremost for 
the personal equipment for life and scrv- 
ice, as well as for the trailling of those 
who, having heard the Master's call, dc- 
sire lo prepare to enter His vineyard. 
A place in which the text-book is thc 
Word of God as the supreme revclatior~ 
from God, and the one infallible rule of 
iaith and przcticc. Thc  need is surely 
appalling and has been deeply laid on 
my heart for a long time. cul~ninating on 
lny last return to India in the opening of a 
Bible School in Mndhupur, Santal Per- 
gunnahs. 

The classes are conducted in English, 
but vernacular departments M-il l  be added 
as the Lord leads. I t  is hoped that this 
center will not o111y meet the need of the 
individual, but supply workcrs for the 
various stations. Certain it is, that each 
mission must have its own training center 
or be satisfied to take on workers reject- 
ed by other missions who bring sorrow 
to  the missionary a ~ ~ d  dishonor to the 
cause of Christ. 

Our first year course includes the great 
doctrines of the Bible, Chapter Study, 
Biblical Facts and History. Messages of 
all the Books and Study of some of the 
individual books-as Romans. Daniel, 
Revelation, etc., etc. The course extends 
over two years, but some are admitted 
for partial vxrk and shorter periods. The  
Lord has hccn pleased to give us a good 
plant and .to send workers to  share in 
the work. If  dear'oncs in the homeland 
will exercise for us the wonderful min- 
istry of intercession, asking nothing less 
than the full fulfillment of  all God's 
thouicht. we s!i:111 hopc one day to rejoice 
together over  hat the Lord our God 
bath wrought.

The  work of the Lord in our hands is 
largely among the "hidden" ones. First 
the closed land of Nepal with its millions 
has been heavy on our hearts. Narka- 
tiaganj, our second station, is a strategic 
point, on a direct road from Katmandu, 
the Capital of Nepal. Officials and num- 
bers of pilgrims pass through Narkatia- 
ganj  making the distribution of thousands 
of Uible portions possible although we 
can not personally penetrate its formid- 
able yet invisible wall. Will you pray 
His blessing upon the printed page a s  it 
enters, wedge-like, into that forbidden 
land? Oh,  may the passion of the cross 
be translated into your lives until there 
shall be a reflection of His great heart of 
love in intercession for those who are 
heathen by necessity." 

Another class of hidden ones for whom 
we long that you shall grip God is the 
Zenana women: caste-bound, "caged" 
with no hope of hearing the Gospel only 
a s  it is taken to them in their imprison- 
mentl Tragic are the stories of those 
wirh whom we come in contact in the 
Purdah and Harem1 Often given in mar- 
riage t o  aged men who look upon them as 
inferior animals (indeed the cow is su- 
perior) they are subject to cruelty- 
branded with hot irons-in sickness so  
neglected and despised. Theirs is an ag- 
ony of fear and physical suffering un- 
relieved by one ray of hope in this o r  the 
next world! 

Keenly feeling the c ~ n g  need we real- 
ized the issue could not be adequately 
met without more of India's own; then 
t o  Miss Flint a s  vrell a s  myself came 
the definite call to train young women 
who could go amona their own with the 
Gospel. God has entrusted to US about 
fifty girls and young women; has pro- 
vided the Mission property and made it 
possible to  construct a stable for the 
horse which conveys us to  the distant 
Zenanas: also the quarters f o r .  the 
preachers who work in the district. T h e  
little schoolroom to-be is also completed 
and we are living in it until a proper 
home can he erected which will safeguard 
us from India's sun. 

T h e  present need of buildings is for 
sheltering a hundred girls and young 
women who with ours will be mthered 
in from different Pentecostal stations, as  
a ni~mher of missionaries have already 
asked us to take their &Is a s  soon as 
we can arranee for them.

After much 
prayer. these sisters have consented to 
offer Bettiah for the School.

W e  h a w  three Imildinns finished 
and the fovndatinn laid for one with ten 
rnnms. one riph1.v feet Ion@ and the fonn- 
dation of the bungalow going in. Every 

need has been taken by faith Am sure 
you will stand in prayer with us. Thc  
orphanage and school are necessary, but 
what is most deeply on my heart is the 
Bible-women's Training School which is 
to be i n  connection with it. For  years 
Lhe need of trained Zenana workers h u  
been on my heart and this has been fore- 
most in my thought regarding the schooL 
The 40,000,000 Zenana women in their 
'hiding,' without a ray of hope, hearing 
His name! Inadequate a re  our resources 
for getting the Word of God to  them 
in their 'cages.' Long we have felt His  
call to train young women that they might 
take the Gospel to their own, and now 
we bridge over the months between and 
'His rare smile is sweet with certainties! 
T h e  Monsoons (periodic rains) are on 
now and this is the best time to put in 
foundations. So  we have 'by fai~h'  put 
in the foundation for one of the girls' 
buildings and have begun the foun- 
dation of the house which is to p r w  
tect the missionaries from India's sun. 
Next we will (D. V.) put in the found* 
tion of the hcuse for the Bible-training, 
that it too may dry slowly and firmly, aud 
I am sure you will stand with us in dehn- 
ite prayer that all the need of the struc- 
tures which shall be built upon the foua- 
dations shall be met, that the opening for 
the school shall not be delayed."

The Bezaleel Evangelistic Mission of 
Uska Bazar, Rasti ~ ~ i s t r i c t ,  was opened 
in 1910 by Miss Minnie F. Abrams. Miss 
Ahrams had been for many years as- 
sociated with Pandita Ramabai in the 
work at Mulcti, and had bcen graciously 
w e d  of the Lord in the wonderful revival 
that came to  Mukti in 1906 and 1907. 

In  the year 1909, while in America on 
furlough. the Lord spoke to her and 
showed her that H e  wanted her to g o  
back to North India and open up a work 
on the Nrpal Ilorder. When Miss Abrams 
was ready to return to  India in the au- 
tamn of 1910 she took with her a band of 
voune women who were to labor with her. 

Miss Abrams lived only two years 
after she returned to'India. but during 
&at  time the Lord enabled her to open 
-up the station a t  Uska Razar and build 
the Mission bungalow there. and also to 
get an opening in Basti City where a 
small house was rented and a work 
started. Miss Abrams' successor in the 
work at  Uska Bazar was Miss Bau-h. 
whn went to her reward in 1920, and Miss 
Doll took charge of the work at Baati. 

IJska Razar is a town with a popu- 
lation of about 600, in a yerv fertile ronn- 
try, some sixteen miles from the Nepal 
border. T h e  countrv round about is very 
thicklv popcilafed, l a r ~ e l v  by high caste 
Brahmins, which makes it a very difficult 
field to work. 

Basti nistrict has a population of  over 
two millinn. and out of that number 
pclsihly 100 are Christians. 

T h e  work at Uska Bazar is evanuelis- 
dc. That  means that the Gospel is daily 

carried to the heathen in the villages. 
While we deal largely with Brahmins, 
yet they are, in these parts, illiterate, and 
often not  one person in the village can 
read. Consequently the Story must be 
told simply, not once or twice, but time 
after time. Truly it is that "precept must 
be upon precept, precept upon precept, 
line upon line, line upon line; here a little 
and there a little." It would be slow, dis- 
couraging work did we not know that 
God had said, "My Word shall not return 
unto Me void, but it shall accomplish." 

India is a country where custom must 
be observed, and here in North India, 
where the purdah system prevails, women 
cnly may work amocg women, hence the 
evangelists work among the men, and the 
Bible women visit the zenanas and min- 
ister the Word to the village women. 

During the hot season our working 
hours are necessarily short, but unless the 
rain keeps them in, the workers are out 
every day except Saturdays and Sundays 
in the nearby villages witnessing for Je- 
sus. During the rainy season the roads 
in this part of the district are almost im- 
passable, as  we hare only one macadam- 
ized road, the others become ditches and 
veritable mud holes. In  the cool season 
we are out seven and eight hours a day, 
and are then able to reach the farther 
villages where the people seldom hear 
the Gospel. 

I t  has been our custom to tour during 
a part of the coo1 season. A town of 
importance. Hansi, some fourteen miles 
from the Mission house, was laid on Misr 
Abram's heart when she first visited it, 
and Cod has been pleased to  give us two 
converts from this place. I t  is not on 
the railway, hence it ran  only be reached 
from Uska by ox  tongas. T h e  roads are 
bad, and there are three rivers to ford, 
but when we get there it is to find a 
people who will listen attentively to  
God's Word. W e  would be indeed glad 
to be able to open 11p an outstation in 
this place were Cod to  provide workers, 
both missionaries and Indian Christians. 

Our workers are all baptized in the 
Spirit;-the B. E. Mission has always 
stood for the full Gospel. and Cod has 
done miracles indeed in healing the sick, 
not only among us as a Christian com- 
pany, but in the villages as well. T h e  
fame of Jesus the Healer has spread in 
the vi:fages round about, and we are often 
called upon to  pray for the sick, when we 
visit the villages, and they bring them t o  
the Mission as well. 

Miss Ruth Riggs and I are at  present 
holding the ropes during the absence of 
Miss Bernice C. Lee, who is the present 
Superintendent of the work here in Uska 
Bazar. Miss Lee is expected back to  the 
work this fall. Ethel M. King.

The  Pilgrims' Mission. 

Thc  Pentccostal work in &narcs is an 
cvangelistic effort to give the Gospel of 
Chris; t o  the Pilgrims of  India. It is 
said that considerably morc than a mil- 
lion pilgrims from all parts oi India come 
to Benarcs cvery year. I n  giving thc 
Gospel of Christ to thesc pilgrims, it is 
a part of our plan that they shall carry 
back with thcni this Gospel to thcir dis- 
tant inland villages, in many cascs wherc 
no missionary or Christian of any kind 
has ever bcen. 

I n  Benares city itself thcrc is a largc 
staff of Indian Christian workers, somc- 
times twelve to fifteen men. Mission 
Halls have been rented in all important 
parts of the city, and each worker Iias 
his own placc appointed to him w1v.x~ he 
is to preach and distribute Gospels antl 
tracts to all who will listen or accept the 

.printed Word. In this way all the rail- 
way stations of the city, the chief hath- 
jng placcs on the river bank, and tllc 
main streets of  the city are all "occupied" 
for  the Master. 

A s  far as  our means will permit, it has 
-been our desire to distribute 50,000 print- 
ed tracts (which make the way of salva- 
tion plain) each month. In  addition 
t o  this it has been our desire to sell antl 
distribute a total of 5,000 Bibles, New 
Testaments, and Gospcls each month. 
However, by far most of these have been 
Gospels, as  most of the pilgrin~s havc 
been too poor to buy Biblcs and Testa- 
ments. A Gospel is sold now for about 
one cent each. Readin$ lnattcr in In- 
dia is scarce, and when'obtaincd is highly 
prized. Therefore vcry fc\v of thcsc 
pn'nted pajics arc destroyed, and most of 
them, we are glad to sax, arc taken back 
by thc pilgrims to all parts of India. 
Thus  we praise God for the privilege 
of  distributing His Word throughout the 
length a'nd brcadtlr of this dark land. IYc 
know the sced sown is good, and as the 
pilgrims are a spiritually hungry pcoplc. 
we believc it is falling on good ground, 
and the results in ctcrnity  ill be as largc 
as the promiscs of God. 

I n  addition to thc \vork in Bcnarcs, 
we arc supporting Indian Christian \\-ork- 
ers in fourtcen "out-stations." Thcse arc 
a t  Allahabad, hfoohal Farai, Aunrihar. 
Gaya, Muttra, Ja11npo1-c. Sl~ahganj. Kcr- 
akat, Bindliacl~al. 4 j d y ; t .  Chilli, Dildar- 
nagar, Eadshapur. 2nd Jasidih. 111 two 
of thesc stations tlir workers arc undcr 
Pentccostal mission;~rirs living ncar I>!-. 
who arc supcr in tc~~t l i~ lg  thcir work. Imt 
they arc supportsd from Bcnarcs. 'Ihc 
other out-stations arc all managed tlircit 
from Bcnarcs. In  sonlc of thcse station3 
thcrc arc tu.0 \vorlicrs, whilc in Allahalxxl 
ihere arc thrcc. I may also mention herc 
that  in a d d i t i o ~ ~  to thc abovc mcniioi~cd 
out-stations, tlic orphanagc at Rahraich 
is closcly connected with thc work at 
Benarcs and is supportrd from Ucnares. 

W e  praise Cod for this grcat privilrgc 
of serving H i m  in this land that nccds 
Him so much.

During the carly days 
of the Lattcr Rain Pcntccost. and at thc

LVe are still new missionaries and there- 
fore need your prayers that God will fill 
us with Hi5 strength, love and compas- 
sion for tl~csi. souls. 

T ~ L  bungalo\\- is large enough to  ac- 
commodate othcr nc\v missionaries if any 
may wish to he with us ~ l i i l e  studying 
the languagr. Hindi is mostly used iu 
this part of the country, but thcrc are 
also many Bengali and Urdi speaking 
people, and good teachers in any of these 
languages can be obtained herc in the 
Government School. 

The Sunday services are increasing in 
number. The  children are beginning to 
learn Bible verses and songs. ' Also at 
our nightly meetings with the Christ~aus, 
the Lord is Illessing, and we are praying 
aud bclicving for a revival. W e  arc 
encouraged to press on in the fight till 
Jesus comes. Brethren, pray for us.

T H E  P O L I T I C A L  S I T U A T I O N  I N  
I N D I A .  

Much has been said and written about 
the unrest in India during the last year 
or two. There have been riots in many 
places, and extremist agitators openly 
talked about a general uprising. All 
Europeans and Americans in India werc 
alarmed. 

The g o ~ c r n m e n t  seemed to  be vcry len- 
ient and hardly took any notice of the 
sedition that was preached all over In-  
dia. This inaction of the government 
was misinterpreted as weakness. But 
suddenly the government changed its 
policy to what the extremists call "re- 
pression." New laws were legislated by 
which most of the extreme agitators were 
arrested and sentenced from six months 
to s.ix *years in prison. The  extremist 
newspapers were also stopped. 

Most of thc lcadcrs of the afiitation are 
in jail, including Mahatma Gliandi him- 
self, who has been sentenced to six years. 
Nearly all the great newspapers of In-  
dia agree that the unrest is practically 
over. 

So, n c hopc, that if thcri: u el-e any in 
America n4io feared to come to India, 
or who feared to invest their money in 
God's work in this needy land, they will 
set their fears aside, and will fearlessly 
do that which thcy feel God is calling 
them to dp. 

W e  may say here that the past unrest 
has done India good. She has been 
aroused out of her centuries of sleep, and 
i =  Inorc open to thc Gospel now than 
c\cr  l~etore. The one message of India 
to !.o~i 13.

The  New Mission Station at Laheria Sarai. 
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C A M P I N G  I N  C A W N P O R E  DIS- 
TRICT.  

Our  camp was situated in a thickly 
populated part of Cawnpore District, in 
the town where our out-station is located 
Within a radius of five miles there are 
about 15 villages whose inhabitants num- 
ber more than 100 each, and 6 of these 
have a population of more than 1,000. 
Besides, these are a number of small 
hamlets containing only a few. huts each. 

The time of which we write is just 
before the present hot season set in. The  
mornings were still brisk and quite cold 
for the Indian who can only afford the 
loin cloth he wears, with the possible ex- 
travagant addition of a thin, cotton w a h -  
coat. (Fortunately frost is not known 
in these parts.) 

W e  arise as soon as it is day, and after 
partaking of a light breakfast, we have 
prayer with the evangelists, and set out 
for a village about three miles distant. 

This is one of the places in which the 
evangelist, who labors here, has eltab- 
lished a Sunday School, and this is the 
day for it. (Sunday Schools are held dif- 
ferent days of the week in the different 
places.) What a class we meet withl 
Here they are--children, parents and 
grandparents, all in the same class1 All 
just as  ignorant of the truths we try 
to convey to tlieml Grandfather and 
grandson must be taught in the same 
clans, and in the same manner. 

Now we all join in singing one of the 
songs they have learned by heart, for 
none can read except two or threP of the 
boyn who have been at  school for a short 
period. W e  have prayer and hear them 
reeite some of the Scripture verses they 
have memorized. After this we tell them 

.the old story of Jesus and His  lore. Our 
own hearts are thrilled as we tell it, and 
we are glad to see that the Holy Spirit 
is performing His office work by convict- 
ing hearts of sin, and making the mes- 
sage plain to them. There is a father 
whose eyes are dimmed with tears he 
would rather nof let flow, and there is also 
a mothcr, on whose cheek a teardrop 
is visihle. No, they are not yet ready 
to break all family ties and become out- 
casts, but the Gospel has made itself 
felt, and as it wears away at their hearts 
the day must come when it will break the 
fetters and set the captive free. 

W e  leave this village and stop at an- 
other. where we sing and testify, giving 
them the Gospel as simply as we can. 
Are they interested? 0 yes,-some were 
at  their work. but they have left it and 
are now intently listening to what we 
have to say. W; believe ;hat even here 
i t  was not in vain to have pointed out to  
them the way of Salvation through Je- 
sas. W e  leave these dear folk after ac- 
cepting their pressing invitation to come 
again. 

The sun is warm as we walk back to 
the tent, and we are tired in body; but 
a9 we tramp the dusty road our thoughts 
are aoing hark to the faces we have seen 
in the morninq-rvery expression flashcs 
before us. W e  lift our hearts in prayer. 
0 ,  that these dear souls could he spced- 
ily delivered fmni the awful shackles that 
fetter them. 0, that they n ~ ~ ~ u t  be priv- 
ilqled to enjoy the liberty that is ours

in Christ. Lord Jesus, save them soon. 
India needs young men and women

PARTABGARH-A N E E D Y  FIELD.  
The  meaning of PARTABGARH is 

"Fort of Majesty," or "Glory," and such 
it is, though not in the sense that we 
would like it to be. Satan, the usurper, 
is manifesting his majesty and glory in 
this district among his 900,000 captive 
souls, and boasting, as  it were, of his 
security here. Temple upon temple, 
mosque upon mosque and endless num- 
bers of "holy" men fill our more than 
two thousand villages, and multitudes of 
ardent worshipers follow them; but-to 
our knowledge-not one Indian Christian 
assembly or church is to  be found any- 
where within the limit of our 1440 square 
miles of territory; no, not even an In- 
dian Christian preacher, while 800,000 
profess to  be Hindus (followers of a 
multitude of "gods") and 100.000 profess 
to be Mahommedans (who, while profess- 
ing to  worship but one, true "god," re- 
fuse to accept our Lord Jesus Christ as  
the Son of God and Saviour of men) only 
37 Indians profess to  be Christians. 

Our  work in this district is entirely 
new, opened this year. Our entrance 
was far from "majestic," for our first 
three months were spent in two, small 
store-rooms while waiting for our pres- 
ent quarters to be repaired. 
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W e  are now situated better, for which 
we praise the Lord, and trust we sha4 
be able to continue renting this Indian 
house until such time when it shall be- 
come possible to  build a permanent As- 
semblies of God hiission Station here, for 
the glory of our precious Lord. By Hi&'- 
grace we have begun this work; by His 
grace we hope to continue it-should H e  
tarry-until H I S  Majesty and Glory shall 
he the hiajesty and Glory manifested in . 
Partabgarh in souls whom H e  ha$ 
brought out of darkness into light, and 
cleansed from all sin through His own 
precious blood. In  this we need y o u  
prayers and intercession, specially that 
God would raise up, for our help, Indian 
men. filled with His Spirit, and with a 
love for souls, to bring the message of 
the Gospel of Christ to  their own people 
in every village of this great district. 

Until now, we have no way of reaching 
the entire district with the Gospel, hencq 
we also desire that you continue with u6 
in prayer that provision may speedily 
be made for some suitable conveyane 
and camp outfit, by means of which wt 

shall be able, in due time, to reach all. 
The needs of these multitudes are SO, 
tremendous that it is only a s  we receive 
strength and power from on high that W€I 

dare to  face them. Yet, we praise the 
Lord that H e  is able for  these things, and 
that this is His work and not ours, and 
that H e  in love has made a way of vic- 
tory-through His precious blood and the 
word of our testimony. Pray for us.

Fyzabad is a large city on the right 

bank of the Sarju river, in the United 
Provinces of India, with a poulation of 
about 55.000 souls. I t  is also the head 
of a District with a total population of 

. 1,154,109 souls, the Hindus forming 
88.69 per cent, and the Mohammedans 
Il:O8 per cent of the whole. The  other 
religions including Christians total 2,599. 
There are 8 towns and 2,746 villages in 
the District. Fyzabad is also a garrison 
city having over 1,000 British soldiers, and 
a small Anglo-Indian and European com- 
munity in addition to  its large Indian 
population above mentioned. 

I t  is to this great City and District 
we are called by God to  carry the message 
of Pentecost. I t  was here, in 1908, that 
Father A. Norton rented the house to  
which the first Pentecostal missionaries. 
in  North India, went to study the lan- 
v a n e  before they spread out over the 
U. P.. But, though it was in a sense the 
birth-place of the Pentecostal work in 
h'orth India, yet the work has not been 
carried on, and for many years no Pen- 
tecostal missionary was working in Fyza- 
bad. Therefore the work has to be built 
up from the very beginning. 

W e  came to  Fyzabad at the end of 
Jannary, 1922, and have been endeavor- 
ing to work among all classes since that 
time-holding meetings for Indians, es- 
tahlishing Sunday Schools, also having 
two meetings during the week for Anglo- 
Indians. Some three or four families 
have been attending the last named meet- 
ings. On Wednesdays we hold a Divine 
Healing service, inviting people to  come 
for prayer, and we are glad to say that 
there have been blessed results from the 
prayers offered for sick ones, and requests 
have becn coming in from various parts 
of India. 

Dnring May we had several cases of 
bealina on the compound on which we 
Live. The first was the son of the chcrch 
bearer of the C. M. Society, a lad of about 
16 years. H e  had been ill for three days. 
not able t p  eat, and with difficulty cotild 
be made to swallow a little water. O n  
the evening of the third day the father 
came to us and said, "My son is very 
ill, and I don't know what to do as 
there is no knowing what illness it may 
be." W e  said, "If you believe on the 
Lord Jesus we can come and pray for 
him." H e  said, "I believe." S o  we went 
and found the hoy lving in a semi-con- 
s j o u s  state. W e  laid hands on him 
&king( Jesus to  raise him up and glorify 
Himself. 

The next morning. Sunday. the boy 
was up and well. and came to the service. 
Before the service another man came to  
me and said that he had been suffering 
with pains in the head and stomach. not 
ahle to eat his food: so  we said to him. 
"If you believe that Jesus is ahle to 
heal you we will prav for you in the 
service." H e  said, "I believe because that 
boy was healed last night." So after 
preaching on Divine Healinrr, we called 
him to the front. laid our hands on him 
in the name of Jesus, and he was madc 
instantly whole. 

So far there have hcen no conversions 
amnng Indians, hut the Lord has hegun 
C6 do a work of grace in the hearts of 
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two of the Anglo-Indians who come to 
the meetings. 

Since coming to  Fyzabad we were ask- 
ed to  take over the Church Missionary 
Society building on rental, a s  they are 
giving up work here through lack of 
funds. W e  have done this. These build- 
injis comprise a house for' missionaries, 
houses for Indian evangelists and Chris- 
tians, some of which are suitable for 
"Zenana" work, also a schoolroom seat- 
ing about 50 students, and a church t o  
seat about 150 (the church has not yet 
come into our hands, but we are expect- 
ing to have it by the'end of the year. I t  
is a splendid place for Indian work, with 
large possibilities. 

W e  have also carried on visitation work 
in the barracks, among the British sol- 
diers, and we are hoping t o  do a real

definite work among them this coming 
cold season. W e  need a large supply 
of tracts for this and the Anglo-Indian 
work. Gifts of tracts and Pentecostal 
magazines will be much appreciated. 

Our  needs are: 1. Some missionaries to 
come and help us in the work-who will 
come? 2. Support for Indian workers, 
and some onr: to lift the reut burden of 
Eighteen Dollars per month.

Greetings from South India. W e  shodd 
have becn in Travencore by this time. but 
so far the door has not opcned for us to 
go. W c  have rented a hut there which is 
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being fixed up to  make it livable, how- 
ever we do need a house with a high roof 
and a good ventilation to stand the cli- 
mate. Nevertheless, we will use the hut 
until we are able to  build a house sucb 
as we need. 1 believe we can build a 
good house for $900.00, including the 
ground also. 

Brother Chase has gone to Travencorc 
before us to  keep things in shape until 
we a ~ r i v e  there H e  has joined us in the 
work and will be stationed in Travencore, 
taking up one of our stations, per- 
haps also out-stations in that vicin- 
ity. H e  writes he is having wai t~ng  meet- 
ings with the workers. One  of them re- 
ceived the Holy Spirit. H c  also wriica 
that our dear brethren at the different 
stations are suffering greatly because of 
poverty. W e  have drawn from the fund 
we have there to meet their needs. 

I received some interesting l e t t e ~ s  from 
one of our Indian workers in Traven- 
core. I herewith pass one on because 
I believe it may be of interest to  you. 

"My dear father: 
"I am again writing this month's report 

as  you had required of me. By the grace 
of God we are all quite well now. At 
Tholikode we have prayer meeting five 
days a week. I was praying and waiting 
for the Holy Spirit for a long time. Al 
that time I had the power of the Spirit 
within me, but I could not speak in 
tonjiues. Rut now I a m  very glad to 
say that the gift of speaking in tongues 
was granted to me on the second of April 
(Sunday). After the meeting at  Tholikode 
I went to Edamann, and there was a sick 
woman, then two brothers and one sister 
who had the Spirit already, and myself 
bent our knees to intreat for our sick sis- 
ter at ten in the night. I t  was then that 
the Spirit came in to  me and I spoke witb 
tongues. I praise my God and let His 
name be glorified for the same. 

"I beg of you to pray for me. We 
heard that you are coming soon. W e  are 
glad to hear it. Last Friday night when 
I was sleeping I heard a voice calling m 
by name. I at  once woke up and when I 
looked around and found nobody I trem- 
bled at my heart; then the Spirit came 
upon me and I aaain spoke in tongues. 
My wife, too. woke up and spoke in 
tongues. Hallelujahl As I have the 
lamp I can conduct five meetings a week. 

As the result of the work done among 
the heathen, one soul was brought to the 
Lord Jesus, let His  name be glorified. 
Please pray for me that many souls may 
be won by me. I t  is not at all by my 
power, hut it is of the power within me 
Last Monday the prayer meetinq was in 
my house. Five souls confessed their sine 
to the Lord and praved for the gift of the 
Holy Spirit. Let God's name be nlori- 
fied for the  working of the Holy Spirit 
on such a poor people a s  we. 

"The Lord who opened the mouth of 
the ass. opcned my mouth also.

This is the question which we are 
meeting from hungry hearts in this place. 
As this appeal comes to us it makes us 
cry out for more workers, more finance, 
more physical strength, but above all a 
mighty down-pouring of the Holy Spirit 
in revival working power. W e  praise 
God for some approaching signs of its 
coming. 

Recently, as our workers entered a cer- 
tain village, they -received a very hcarty 
welcome. As they gave the message thc 
people said, "Thesc are very \vontlcrful 
Vlings which you are telling us. One 
man said, "I have never before heard 
about Jesus except once when I was a 
tittle boy." 0 ,  dear ones, there are thous- 
ands in this district and this land who 
have never, even once, heard the swcct 
name of Jesus." As our workcrs wcre 
leaving that village the people said, 
"Don't go, sing another hymn, tell us 
more about Jesus. Come back soon." 

A call then came from anotlter part of 
the village, "You haven't told us-come 
over and sit with us, tell us these things." 
In another place some earnest listeners 
asked, "When \\$I these things come to 
pass, on what date will Jesus come 
again?" 0 thc joy oi  being an ambas- 
sador for  Jesus Christ in this dark land! 

Now, for a word as to what is happen- 
ing here these days at our home base. 
Our  orphan boys and preachers' childre11 
are home from school for their June va- 
cation, also some children from another 
mission. For some weeks before thesc 
children came, we prayed that God would 
send a revival in our midst. Daily we 
are having evangelistic meetings for then]. 
At first therc were no apparent results, 
till one day a black-bo,ard illustrated mes- 
sage was given, showing the broad and 
narrow way and thc parting of the way 
where stands the cross of Jesus, the place 
of decision. There was also shown two 
men, Dives and Lazarus-thc poor man 
going. to Heaven and the rich man going 
to Hell. There was much more illus- 
trated, of which we haven't space to write. 
At the close of the mecting there was a 
showing of hands for those who wanted 
to become Christians, but it was not un- 
til a few days later that the rcal break 
came. V7e then learned from the tes- 
timonics, that tlie picture of the broad 
and narrow way had rionc its work. 

W e  gave an opportunity for those who 
were really seeking salvation to come 
forward. Thc first to come was a Iiea- 
the11 man wlio works ou the place, and 
who with tlic boys and girls has been 
attending thc ~neetings. Every boy and 
girl in the room followcd him. 

Before going to prayer we told them 
that tlie way for tlicm to get a tender 
heart for Jcsus to come into was by con- 
fessio~i o f  sin. Tlic Hindu man inimc- 
diately Ixgari to confess the bad things 
which lic had done. The boys and girls 
also confessed. This went on for ahout 
an honr a n d  a half without intcrnmission. 
They confessed to lying, stealing, quar- 
reling, etc. 'I'hcg turned one to anotlicr 
wit11 clasped 11and~ asking pardon. One 
hov had stolcn from me two camphor 
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sharpener. These things he returned to 
me. Tliis meeting continued for about 
three hours, so  we called for an inter- 
mission and met again in the evening for 
prayer. 

1 wish you could have heard those 
children pray, as with one voice they 
cried out for forgiveness of sin and new 
hearts-some with outstretched hands 
and some beating their breasts, as with 
great earnestness they sought Him for 
lncrcy and salvation. This went on for 
an hour and a half, then came the tes- 
timonies which showed that God had done 
a real work in their hearts. W e  praise 
Jcsus for His work i l l  our midst. 

W e  ask your prayers for these children, 
also that as we g o  forth this cool season 
on an extended tour in the district, God 
shall rcntl a revival tliat shall bring many 
heathen souls into the Kingdom.

INDIANS.  
Lucknow. 

"And I souglit for a man ariiong them, 
that should make up the licdge, and stand 
in tlic gap Ixforc mc. . . . And he saw 
tliat there was 110 ma11, and wondercd 
that thcrc was no intercessor" (Ezek. 
22:30; Isa. 59:16). 

Lucknow is a big interesting city in the 
central part of North India. There are 
many govcrnlnelit buildings, old Indian 
palxces, Hindu tcmplcs and Mohammc- 
clan mosques. I t  is a thickly populated 
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Indians, lndiau Cl~ristians, Hindus and 
Mol~ammedans. 

-4mong the Anglo-Indians scarcely any 
work has been done. About three years 
ago Mrs. Denney felt led to open up a 
work in Lucknow. For some time Mr. 
and Mrs. Clifford helped her in the work 
and God blessed their efforts in giving ' 
them souls. 

For the last two ycars we have felt the 
call to work .among the Anglo-Indian 
people in Luck~iow and last year, when 
Airs. Denney asked us to take over the 
work thcre, we accepted it, knowing it 
was the will of God. Dear old Mrs. 
Iknney  is still with us and has been 
helping in the work. Mrs. Denney has 
two preachers with her who visit the 
villages, giving out the gospel truth to 
the heathen, and also preach at the beg- 
gars' meeting on Sundays. A big crowd 
of poor and needy ones are gathered and 
after we have told them of Jesus and His 
love for poor, lost sinners and have taught 
them a verse of scripture, we give them 
ricc and a doll or some pice. 

Our main work is among the Anglo- 
Indian people, to give them the full gos- 
pel truth and to seek to gather them into 
thc fold. They are English speaking 

' people and many of them belong to  a 
church but live in sin and know n o t h i ~ ~ g  
oi  the saving power of God. W e  visit 
then] in their homes, pray for the sick 
and are helping as the Lord leads. W e  
have meetings ill our home on Sundays 
and Tuesdays and cottage meetings .iri 
another part of the city. 

Lucknow is a hard field, the attend- 
ance has beell small at the meetings, bur 
we are believing to  see Cod work. The 
burden for Lucknow is  heavy on o m  
hearts and for the last few months we 
have been meeting together to wait upon 
Cod in intercession for a revival. W e  
are crying to  H i m  to  bring us to the place 
where the signs will follow and we will 
see sinners saved, the sick healed and be- 
lievers baptized in the Holy Spirit. 

Another branch of the work has been 
the ministry in the home to the many 
missio~~arics coming and going continual- 
ly. As Lucknow is such a central place 
many visit us 011 their way from or to 
their stations. Several of Cod's dear chil- 
drcn have staved with us for some timr 
seeking spiritlval help and 1~lcssing:'~God 
has met with us and our l ~ r a r t s  have bee11 
refreshed.

days. They cleaned it and fitted it up, 
with joy. I came in last Saturday.

And although we are 
cnly “new recruits,” as it were, having 
heen on fhc field only two years, still we 
can say with joyful hearts that “not one 
of His .good promises has ever failed,” 
and that “they who trust Him wholly find 
Him wholly true.”

We have. since last November, been 
in charge of the work here in Siswa Bazar, 
while Brother and Sister Boyce have been 
home on furlough. \Yc had hoped at 
that time to open up a new station but 
when this urgent need was put before us, 
we felt it xas God’s will for us to step 
in and fill the gap for a little season. And 
God has graciously been with us! When 
we came here we were in the very cen- 
ter of the Non-Co-operators, and fights 
and riots were almost a daily occurrence 
in the bazar, but although there were no 
other Europeans within 40 miles of us, 
and we never knew what the day might 
bring forth, still our God kept us “from 
the fear of man,:’ and “made our enemies 
lo be at peace with us.” 

Please pray for us much, that we may 
have His strength and His enabling and 
that He may supply every need according 
to His riches in glory.

RUPAIDIHA. 
On the Border of Nepal. 

“Ask of me. and I shall give thee the 
heathen for thine inheritance, and the 
uttermost parts of the earth for thy pos- 
session.” 

We had been praying, and we know 
Ihe home folks have been standing with 
us, that the signs might follow the preach- 
jng of the Gospel in dark India. And 
we want to tell you for the glory of God, 
that Ilr ha!: hegun to answer our prayers. 
Tbrl-c have been in the last few months 
~~,cral definite cases of healing in an- 
swer to prayer among the villagers and 
ihosc who have come to us for help in 
rimes of sickness. We had the blessed 
privilege of praying for 5 different people 
in one day. also of seeing a dear old blind 
woma11’s xycs opened. and her face lit 
up miih the Light that comes onl> 
through faith in the living Son .of God. 

Rupaidiha, which is in Bahraich District, 
is the last station on the line, and ad- 
joining the closed State of Nepal, thus 
being a gateway to this urioccupied ter- 
ritory. These xepalese people are con- 
stantly coming and going past our door, 
and we are, as far as possible, distributing 
tracts among them printed in their own 

‘language. Rut will you not join us in 
claiming the above promise for this needy 
people. and even this part of the earth 
for our possession? At present we have 
a letter from the King of Nepal giving 
us permission to enter his country, but 
strictly forbidding the preaching of the 
gospel among his people. God is able 
and prayer changes things.

-so much to pray about. The revival 
is still going on in Travancorc-new as- 
scmbl;cs being raised np. workers coming 

Then, there is the Sunday School work 
which is most encouraging. It is a joy to 
our hearts to see these poorly clad little 
folks joining heartily in songs of salva- 
tion and memorizing the scriptures for 
recitation. They love the little picture 
cards too, just as well as the little folks 
in the homeland do. I am glad that the 
children of America are not forgetting to 
make these little hearts lighter.

A wonderful story of a dylng woman's 
vlsion of the Chrlst and her immedlate 
recovery comes from Kilburn. 

"It I s  miraculous--one 1s forced to ac- 
cept the fact. Had Mrs. Colllns followed 
the ordinary course of events she  would 
be dead now." 

Wlth  these words Dr. 3. T. E. Evane. of 
Grevllle-place. Kilburn. described the a- 

mazing case of a young woman who a t  
the polnt of death saw a vlslon Of Chrlst 
a t  hcr bcdslde-and was ael l .  

Paralyzed and bllnd. She was suIPerfng 
from serlous diseases known medically as 
hoemophlegia menlngltls and encephalltlm. 
whlch supervened on rheumatlc fever. 

The story told yesterday to a represent- 
atlVe by Xrs .  Collins herself nnd her 
frlends seemed utterly incredlble. 

But  Dr. Evans, sit t ing calm and un- 
emotlonai In hls  study, coldly r e l a t b g  
the facts ,  and critically examinlng polnt 
a f t e r  polnt. earnestly declared: "In the 
ordlnary sequence of events that woman 
ought to have died. . . .  nothlng but  a 
marvellous spiritual strength save her." 

"Mrs. Collins." he told our representative. 

"was I11 In bed for  flve and a half weeks. 
She had rheurnatlc fever. Then the other 
troubles se t  In. and she got  rapldly worse. 
Fo r  the last week she was  In a morlbuod 
s ta te ,  wlth brlef lucld Intervals." 

Her  right slde was  paralyzed. She be- 
came bllnd In both eyes. She contlr~ued 
to slnk until a t  last It was only a mat ter  
of hours. 

"Then came thls astounding thing. In  
a ll t t le t lme she was  Out of bed. Next 
day she  was out  of house. Paralysis had 
gone. Blindness had gone. She was ob- 
vlously not strong, but-Rve and a half 
weeks in bed! Have you trled walklng 
around the room, unasslsted. af ter  five and 
a half weeks In bed? 

"It IS the suddenness of the thlng 
tha t  puzzles me. A gradual r e c o v w  
would be understandable; but this . . .

room beard me say thls. and aondered.Then 
to thelr astonlshment I drew my rlght 
e r m  ou t  of bed and placed It on the cover- 
let .

Jus t  a l l t t le dot of land In the Engllsh 

channel, about 30 squnre miles In extent. 
But this 1,ittle spot the  Lord of the  har- 
vest has not overlooked. Here, In Guern- 
sey, we have had the showers of the Iat- 
ter raln a s  well a s  ill the great cities with 
thelr teeming millions. 

When I lef t  the U. S. A. over two years 
ago i t  was with the .intenti011 of spendlng 
only a few months on this alde of t h e  
Atlantic, but often our ways are  not God's 
ways: however, all  Hls  ways a r e  best. 

Recently I have beon reflecting somewhat 
on the  work of the Lord ns i t  Is carrled 
on In thc Unlted States by tile Pentecotsal 
people. And if my friends there would 
not mlnd a few sugestlons I 'xould not 
mind passing them aloncc.. 

I t  has  often occurred to me. that  whlle 
God has wonderfully blessed ' the work 
there, yet, there are  so many towns and 
dlstrlct left  almost entirely untouched. 
that  If the Gospel was cariled to  these 
blesslng mlght be almost doubled. These 
outlylng towns and vlllages, "whlch have 
not known the depths of Satan," a s  some 
of the  large cltles have, often prove to be 
the most f rul t fu l  fields when properly 
labored. I belleve there is a s ad  neglect 
of duty here. In  Ireland. I have noticed, 
there seems to be such a deep deslre to 
carry the Gospel lnto every available place, 
and a s  I have pensonally wltnessed the  
work, I can s a y  the results have been 
truly marvelous. I slncerely wlsh there 
were more of this same splrlt  In t he  U. 9. 
A. Furthermore I personally know of 
those who have had some expenience in 
work there, If only someone aouId  open 
the  u.alr. And I believe It i s  t he -du ty  ~f 
those who have had osme experience In 
the work to  open the  door for these young 
people. 

It requires bofh wlsdom and tact In 
golng ahead in a new fleld. I have seen 
what  might have proved a successful work 
spolled through lack of wlsdom. To a t -  
ternDt to  weld "Tongues of Flre" on cold 
professors 1s worse than useless. Also to 
begin a work In a small way will some- 
tlmes prove to be much of a fallure as 
well. Though there a r e  many times whcn 
God will wonderfully bless and enlarge 
what  has heen hegun In a very small way. 
Bu t  It is better to secure as much public 
attentlon .to the Gospel a t  the commence- 
ment as possible. Men a re  not naturally 
well dlsposed towards the  worklng of God's 
Holy Splrlt. and when they hear reports 
of the work before they have had 'an op- 
portunlty to examine It for themselves 
they often assume an  opposlng a t t i t u d ~ .  
and I t  1s very much harder af terwards  to 
get  their interest secured; but if the  dn- 
f l uen~e  of the Gospel has  been first 
brought to hear upon thelr mlnds. (for 
there 13 power in the Gospel) results wlll 
be much better both for t h ~  fu tu re  a s  
well a s  tho presmt .  

I am always glad to hear reports of 
how the work 1s progresslng In that  great 
land. and my slncere deslre I s  to see It 
Increase, and I belleve there iS much op- 
~ortunlty.-Joseph Smlth

thlng water 1s used for,  we hauled water 
nlne mllcs In a great  zlnk tank. I was 
saved In 1917 In a aonderful  way.

I used to wander out on 
the prnlrle and cry to God The lonesome- 
ness of the  howl of the  coyotcs s t ruck a 
kindred note In me.
