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"I WILL POUR OUT MY SPIRIT UPON ALL 
FLESH" 

There was a preliminary outpouring before the de- 
structlon of Jerusalen~. The city was doomed, for it 
had committed the great sin of the rejection of the 
So11 of God. Christ had wept tears over the city prior 
to weeping and shedding drops of blood on its streets 
on the way t o  Calvary. And though doomed, there 
\bas a respite of mercy. The Spirit was being poured 
out upon the flesh of Jerusalem, followed by an out- 
pouring on the flesh of the Samaritans and on the 
Gentiles. 

Was that the final fulfillment? No. For the sun 
had not turned into darkness nor the moon into blood. 
The final dispensation had not come. 

And so, prior to the terminal, there is to be an out- 
pouring of the Spirit; as there was prior to  the ter- 
minal of the Jewish dispensation. 

"I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh." A direct 
promise of God Himself of a direct act by His Holy 
Spirit. We have seen it in a measure. So the apostles 
saw it in a measure in the upper room, but it spread 
and 3,000 were converted. I t  spread again and 5,000 
were converted. I t  spread again and a wonder of 
wonders happened - a great company of priests were 
obedient to the faith. The Spirit overcame obstinacy, 
ignorance and opposition and a great company of 
priests were obedient t o  the faith. Headquarters was 
assailed and a great company in headquarters capitu- 
lated.

promises, as far as God is concerned, are tantamount 
to His fulfillments. Every promise that God makes 
He has the ability and the resources to fulfill. 

Can God spread a table in the wilderness? H e  did 
not spread a table-He spread the wilderness with 
manna and with quails. The wilderness was obliter- 
ated with quails. 

Can God? God can. Don't you gauge God's larder 
by your own, His resources by your banking account. 
God is equal and able to  perform every promise H e  
has made. Why has He promised to pour out His 
Spirit in the last days? In  answer to  the prayer in- 
augurated by I-Iis Sun, "Thy kingdom come, Thy will 
be done on earth as it is done in heaven." 

Is  His will done on earth as it is done in heaven? 
No. What is lacking? I t  needs a heavenly Spirit to  
take the place of the earthly spirit. The early church 
endeavored to do His \\dl on earth as it was done 
in heaven because they had the Heavenly Spirit. A 
rushing, mighty wind came down from heaven. 
, The Spirit poured out is the inauguration of the 
coming of the King, preparing the way for the return 
of the King and the setting up of His kingdom. Oh, 
what a privilege to  pray "Thy kingdom come," t o  ask 
for a pouring out of His Spirit.

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YE SHALL RECEIVE POWER 
Evangelist Smith Wigglesworth 

"Ye shall receive power after the Holy Ghost is 
come upon you." The disciples had been asking 
whether the Lord would a t  that time restore again 
the kingdom to Israel. Christ told them that it was 
not for  them to know the times and seasons which 
the Father had put in His own power, but H e  prom- 
ised thcm that when they received the Holy Ghost 
they should receive power to  witness for Him in all 
the world. To receive the Holy Ghost is to  receive 
power with God, and power with men. 

There is a power of God and there is a power which 
is of Satan. When the Holy Spirit fell in the early 
days, a number of spiritists came t o  our meetings. 
They thought we had received something like they 
had and they were coming to hare a good time. They 
filled the two front rows of our mission. When the 
power of God fell, these imitators began their shak- 
ing and muttering under the power of the devil. The 
Spirit of the Lord came mightily upon me and I cried, 
"Now, you devils, clear out of this!" And out they 
went. I followed them right out into the street and 
then they turned round and cursed me. There was 
power from below, but it was no match for the power 
of the Holy Ghost, and they soon had to retreat. 

The  Lord wants all sayed people t o  receive power 
from on High-power to witness, power to  act, power 
t o  live, and power t o  show forth the divine manifesta- 
tion of God within. The power of God will take you 
out of your own plans and put you into the plan of 
Gqd. You will be unnlantled and divested of that  
which is purely of yourself and put into a divine order.

At about 5 o'clock I spoke t o  the 
hushnnd and asked how he was getting on. H e  re- 
plied, "God has broken my iron, stubborn will." Hc 

had not received the Baptism, but God had wrought a 
mighty work within him. 

The following day, a t  his business, everyone couId 
tell that a great change had come to him. Before he 
had been a walking terror. The men who labored for 
him had looked upon him'as a regular devil because 
of the way he had acted; but coming into contact 
with the power of God that night completely changed 
him. Before this he had made a religious profession, 
but he had never truly entered into the experience of 
the new birth until that night, when the power of God 
surged so mightily through his home. A short while 
afterwards I went to this man's home, and his two 
sons ran to  me and kissed me, saying, "We have a 
new father." Previous to  this these boys had often 
said t o  their mother, "Mother, we cannot stand it in 
the home any longer. We will have to leave." But 
the Lord changed the whole situation that night as 
we prayed together. On the second visit the Lord 
baptized this man in the Holy Ghost. The Holy Spirit 
\\ill reveal false positions, pull the mask off any refuge 
of lies and clean up and remove all false conditions. 
When the Holy Spirit came in, that man's house and 
business and he himself were entirely changed. 

When the Holy Spirit comes He comes to empower 
you t o  be an effective witness. At one time we were 
holding some special meetings and I was out distrib- 
uting bills. 1 went into a shoemaker's store and there 
was a man with a green shade over his eyss and also 
a cloth. M y  heart looked up to  the Lord and I had 
the witness within that he was ready t o  change any 
condition. The man was crying, "Oh ! Oh ! ! Oh ! ! !" 
I asked, "What's the trouble?" He told me he was 
suffering with great inflammation and burning. I 
said, "I rebuke this condition in Jesus' name." In- 
stantly the Lord healed him. He took off the shade 
and cloth and said, "Look, it is all gone." I believe 
the Lord wants us to enter into real activity and dare 
to  do for  Him. 'Ye shall receive power after that 
the Holy Ghost is come upon you." 

At one time a lady wrote and asked if I could g o  
and help her. She said that she was blind, having two 
blood clots behind her eyes. When I reached the 
home they brought the blind woman to me. We were 
together for some time and then the power of God 
fell. Rushing to the window she exclaimed, "I can 
see! Oh, I can see! The blood is gone, I can see." 
She then inquired about receiving the Holy Spirit 
and confessed that for ten years she had been fighting 
our position. She said, "I could not bear these 
tongues, but God has settled the whole thing today. 
I now want the Baptism in the Holy Ghost." The 
Lord graciously baptized her in the Spirit. 

The Holy Spirit will come when a man is cleansed. 
There must be a purging of the old life. I never saw 
anyone baptized who was not clean within. I never 
saw a man baptized who smoked. We take it for 
granted that anyone who is seeking the fullness of 
the Spirit is free from such things as  these. You 
cannot expect the Third Person of the Trinity to  come 
into an unclean temple. There first must I)e a con- 
fession of all that is wrong and a cleansing in the 
precious blood of Jesus Christ. 

1 remember being in a meeting at  one time, where 
there was a man seeking thc Baptism, and he looked 
like he was in trouble. He was very restless, and fin- 
ally he said to  me, "I will have to  go." I said, "What's 
up?" He said, "God is unveiling things to me, and I 
feel so unworthy." I said, "Repent of everything that 
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is wrong." H e  continued t o  tarry and the Lord con- 
tinued to search his heart. These times of waiting 
on God for the fullness of the Spirit are times when 
He searches the heart and tries the reins. Later the 
man said to  me, "I have a hard thing t o  do, the hard- 
est thing I have ever had t o  do." I said t o  him, "Tell 
tile Lord you will do it, and never mind the conse- 
quences." H e  agreed, and the next morning he had 
to take a ride of thirty miles and go with a bag of 
gold to  a certain party with whom he dealt. This 
man had a hundred head of cattle and he bought all 
his feed a t  a certain place. He always paid his ac- 
counts on a certain day, but one day he missed. He 
was always so punctual in paying his accounts that 
when later the people of his firm went over their 
books, they thought they must have made a mistake 
in not crediting the man with the money and so they 
sent him a receipt. The man never intended not to 
pay the account, but if you defer t o  do a right thing 
the devil will see that you never do it. But when that 
man was seeking the Lord that night the Lord dealt 
with him on this point, and he had to go and straight- 
en the thing the next morning. H e  paid the account 
and then the Lord baptized him in the Spirit. They 
that bear the vessels of the Lord must be clean, must 
be holy. 

When the Holy Spirit comes He always brings a 
rich revelation of Christ. Christ becomes so real t o  
you that, when, under the power of the Spirit, you 
begin to  express your love and praise t o  Him. vou find . < 

yo;rself speaking in another tongue. Oh, it is a won- 
derful thing! At one time I belonged t o  a class who 
believed that  they had received the Baptism in the 
Spirit without the speaking in tongues. There are- 
many folks like that today, but if you can go  with 
them to a prayer meeting you will find them asking 
the Lord again and again t o  baptize them in the Spirit. 
Why all this asking i f  they really have received the 
Baptism? I have never heard anyone who has re- 
ceived the Baptism in the Holy Ghost after the orig- 
inal pattern asking the Lord to give them the Holy 
Ghost. They know of a surety that H e  has come. 

I mas once traveling from Belgium t o  England. As 
I landed I received a request to  stop a t  a place be- 
tween Harwich and Colchester. The people were de- 
lighted that God had sent me, and told me of a special 
case they \\ranted me t o  pray for. They said, "We 
have a brother here who believes in the Lord, and he 
is paralyzed from his loins downward. H e  cannot 
stand on his legs and he has been twenty years in 
this condition." They taok me t o  this man and as I 
saw him there in his chair I put the question t o  him, 
"What is the greatest desire in your heart ?" He said, 
"Oh, i f  I could only receive the Holy Ghost!" I was 
somewhat surprised a t  this answer, and I laid my 
hands on his head and said, "Receive ye the Holy 
Ghost." Instantly the power of God fell upon him and 
he began breathing very heavily. He rolled off the 
chair and there he lay like a bag of potatoes, utterly 
helpless. I like anything that God does. I like to  
watch God working. There he was with his great, 
f a t  body, and his head was working just as though 
it was on a swivel. Then to our joy he began speak- 
ing in tongues. I had my eyes on every bit of him 
and as I saw the condition of his legs I said, "Those 
legs can never carry that body." Then I looked up 
and said, "Lord, tell me what to  do." The Holy Ghost 
is the executive of Jesus Christ and the Father. If 
you want to  know the mind of God you must Iiare 

the Holy Ghost to  bring God's latest thought to  you 
and to tell you what to  do. The Lord said to  me, 
"Command him in My name to walk." But I missed 
it, of course. I said t o  the people there, "Let's see 
if we can lift him up." But we could not lift him, he 
was like a ton weight. I cried, "Oh Lord, forgive me." 
I repented of doing the wrong thing, and then the 
Lord said t o  me again, "Command him t o  walk." I 
said t o  him, "Arise in the name of Jesus." His legs 
were immediately strengthened. Did he walk? H e  
ran all round. A month after this he walked ten miles 
and back. He has a Pentecostal work now. When 
the power of the Holy Ghost is present, things will 
happen. 

There is more for us all yet, praise the Lord. This 
is only the beginning. So far we have only touched 
the fringe of things. There is so much more for us 
i f  we will but yield to  God. 

Do you want to receive the Spirit? "If ye, being 
evil, know how t o  give good gifts to  your children, 
how much more shall your heavenly Father give the 
Holy Spirit t o  them that ask him." I am a father and 
I want to  give my boys the very best. We human 
fathers are but finite, but our heavenly Father is in- 
finite. There is no limit t o  the power and blessing 
He has laid up for them that love Him. Be filled with 
the Spirit.

2056. When we take something to the Lord to de- 
cide, how does the answer come? 

Sometimes the answer comes by the Lord's direct- 
ing  our  mind t o  the appropriate passage of  Scripture 
\vhich has in it the  answer to our question. A t  other 
t imes it come. through a deep conviction of the Spirit 
\vhich abides, tlmat \ve ought t o  do so  and so. A t  
other t imes it comes by way of the  Lord's provi- 
d e n c e ~ .  Tha t  is. H e  may shut off and make it hard 
or impossi1,le for us to  do certain things, and a t  the  
same time Re may open the door of opportunity and 
make us  free t o  do the  other thing. But  these provi- 
d e n c e ~  in themsel\  es  a l e  not a sulficient guide. Some- 
times it is easier t o  do tlme wrong thing than the  right 
thing. W e  should have a settled and abiding convic- 
tion f rom God before proceeding in important matters 
which w e  have been holding up t o  the  Lord. 

2057. When will the silence be in heaven, as re- 
ferred to in Rev. 8:1? Will it be when Jesus comes 
to rapture the saints or during the millemial reign? 

This  silence lvill occur in heaven during the Great 
Tribulation when the  seventh seal is opened prepara- 
t o ry  t o  the  sounding of the seven trumpets,  during. 
the  sounding of which the most awful t r i b u l a t i o ~ ~  will 
be upon t h e  earth.  Once as I read this verse the  Spirit 
of the  Lord came upon me and lifted up my voice in 
a n  awful doleful sound of warning. and ever since tha t  

2060. What promise in the Bible states that Cod 
will destroy death and the grave? 

Paul says in 1 Cor. 1524-26, in speaking of Christ, 
"He must reign till he hath put all enemies under- 
neath his feet. The  last enemy that  shall be de- 
stroyed is death." I n  Rev. 20:14 it says, "Death and 
hell were  cast into the  lake of fire." Hell here in t h e  
olig-inal is Hades, which is the undern~o;ld, or t he  
abode of the  dead. A t  the  great  white throne judg- 
ment those who are  now in Hades \\ill be judged and 
cast into tlme lake of fire, and Hades will go  along with 
them. Immediately following this, which has not J.et 
come t o  pass, John sees a "new heaven and a new 
e a r t h :  for the  first heaven and the first earth were 
passed away, and there  was no more sea." When  this 
comes t o  pass all the  old earthly conditions will be  
changed, and we will h a v ~  a complete new order of 
things, both of heaven and of earth. 

2061. When Paul says, in 1 Cor. 14:28, "If there be 
no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church," 
does this mean at our teaching services, or does it 
mean when we have met for prayer and worship only? 
If in our regular teaching services, should I forbid 
any to speak in tongues if we have no interpreter? 

When in prayer and in worship it is all right t o  
worship God and adore Him and praise Him in heav- 
enly languages, but when it comes t o  the  public teach- 
ing scrvice the  Eible s t a n d a ~ d  is not t o  speak wi th  
tongues, unless the  speaker in tongues or  some one 
else can interpret. Even in worship that  is public 
we should not wholly forget the  outsider, and should 
not g o  t o  extremes which will drive him away f r o m  

I ha\,; felt  t ha t  this silence is sGmething like a man - God. Then  w e  have t o  exercise some leniencv in 
being struck speechless on learning that  something 
terrible is t o  t ake  place. It is a time, a s  i t  lvere, when 
xve hold our breath  a t  the  news of the  horrible things 
that  a re  t o  follow. I think it has nothing t o  do  with 
the Rapture,  nor ~ v i t h  the return of Jesus t o  the earth,  
nor with the  millennium. 

2058. The Farmers' Association is well organized 
in this community. If I should join, would I be guilty 
of the mark as spoken of in Rev. 13:16? 

I do not think the  Farmers' Association is the mark 
of the  Beast.  I think you could be f ree  t o  associate 
yourself lvith it until it did something which violated 
honesty or  your  religious conscience. IVhenever i t  
does this you should immediately separate yourself 
from it or  f rom anything else that  does these two  
things. 

2059. What baptism is meant in Mark 16:16? Did 
Jesus baptize His disciples in water? 

I n  Mat t .  2S:19 Jesus commnissioned His disciples 
t o  make converts and to  baptize them in water,  and 
then t o  teach them t o  observe everything else ~vhiclm 
He had commanded them. I n  ATark 16:15,16 H e  does 
the  same thing. They are  parallel passages, and in 
each case the  baptism referred to  is in water. Verse 
17 of the  same chapter shows tha t  H e  intended them 
t o  get  t he  Baptism th roug l~  which the  signs in tlmat 
verse would be manifested. 

Yes, Jesus baptized His  disciples in water.  but  H e  
did not do this personally. H e  had His  converts hap 
tized hy His  assistants,  the  apostles. Read John 3: 
25, 26, and John 4:l .Z. John 4 2  shows that  Jesus 
Himself did not do  the haptizing, bu t  that  His  dis- 
ciplcs did it. But since Jesus \\.as t he  leader and all 
things were  being done a t  His direction, i t  is said, 
"Jesm made and baptized more disciples than John." 

regard t o  speaking in tongues during the  t e a c h g  
service. If one is mightily moved, seemingly by t h e  
Spirit, t o  speak in tongues while I a m  preaching, I 
\vould prefer that he speak, and then that  w e  all look 
t o  God for  a moment to  see if the Lord will give the  
interpretation, even though we may not  know of a n  
interpreter in the assembly or  in the .meeting. Often 
under such circumstances God will give the  inter- 
pretation to  the  speaker in tongues or t o  the  min- 
ister, or  t o  some one else present. After this has been 
tested out  a f e w  times with the  same crowd, and it is 
proven that  God has no interpreter in the  meetings, 
then I would gently insist tha t  the  one who desires 
to  Speak in tongues bring himself up t o  the  scriptural 
standard of keeping silence during the  preaching and 
teaching to' the public. 

2062. Where was Abraham at the time the rich 
man saw Lazarus in his bosom? 

H e  was in Paradise. The Je\vs always regarded 
Abraham as in Paradise. and to  he in Abraham's bos- 
om is only another expression for being in Paradise. 

2063. Does the Scripture clearly show that God 
planned in advance for the redemption of man be- 
fore he had fallen in and through Adam? 

Yes, t he  Scriptures say that  Christ is "the Lamb 
slain frnm the foundation of the world" (Rev. 13:s). 
ilgnin Tames says, in Acts 15:18, a f t e r  quotinx what  
God said I~eforelma~~d H e  was going t o  do. "ICno\\.u 
unto God a re  all His works from the  heginning of  
the \vorld." God knew of the  fall before it took place, 
therefore, and H e  also knew what H e  would do  t o  
retleem fallen man. I n  the mind of God, Christ was  
slain lor sinners before there were any  sinners. Noth- 
ing is h a p l m ~ i n g  by way of surprise t o  God. H e  is 
never t;ilten unawares. H e  knows what both men and 
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devils will do, and H e  is thoroughly prepared for all 
these wiles. 

2064. A physically born child gives a natural cry. 
What is the spiritual cry of the spiritually born? 

I t  is "Abba, Father." Tha t  is, the  spirit of sonship 
within wells up in the  new-born soul with the  con- 
sciousness that  he  is a child of God, and tha t  God is 
his Father,  and he cries out t o  God "Father." 

THE SIXTEENTH CHAPTER' OF MARK 
How Cod Vindicates His Word in the Last Days 
T h e  whole world is talking about the  recent dis- 

covery in Egypt  of the  tomb of the  king Tutank- 
hamen;  but not long ago  a far more valuable discov- 
ery  was made in Egypt,  one that  especially concerns 
the  kingdom of God. 

The story is a s  follows: 
Some few years ago  there was  in Cairo, Egypt,  a 

Mr. C. L. Freer,  a wealthy American. An Arab dealer 
offered to  this man a volume of Greek manuscript. 
Mr. Freer a t  once saw its value, and, having the  
money in his ~ o c k e t b o o k ,  immediately secured it. I t  
was not a ta t tered fragment of papyrus roll from the  
rubbish heap of a lost town, but  a volume on vellum 
which must have been preserved intact in a monas- 
t e ry  o r  a tomb. I t  turned out t o  be one of the  most 
ancient, valuable and precious copies of the Greek 
New Testament.  

I t  was  brought to  America and Mr. Freer  put  t h e  
task of its publication in the  hands of t he  University 
of Michigan. Mr. Freer has died recently and has  left  
the  priceless find t o  the  university. I believe he w a s  
the  head of the  wholesale druggists, Park ,  Davis & 
Co., of Detroit ,  Mich. 

There  are  persons today who t ry  t o  upset the  faith 
of some by saying that  t he  last verses in Mark 16 a re  
not genuine, and therefore the  statement,  "these signs 
shall follow them that believe," was  never spoken by  
Christ. Bu t  God is always on t ime t o  prove His  
Word. 

In  the year 1906, God poured out His  Spirit in a re- 
markable manner in Los Angeles and other  places. 
People were being filled with the  Spirit and were  
speaking in unknown tongues in exactly the  same 
way as  were the  hundred and twenty  on the  day of 
Pentecost. Satan tries t o  br ing discredit on  this out- 
pouring, and one of his ways is through certain men, 
~ h o  profess t o  believe God's Word, and a r e  paid t o  
preach it, who boldly deny that  these words of Mark 
16:9-20 a r e  t rue  sayings of Christ. A t  the  very t ime 
of the outpouring of the  Spirit in America, an  Ameri- 
can in 'Egypt buys one of the  most valuable manu- 
scripts or codices of the  New Testament extant.  I t  
is one of the  earliest known, and free from the  later 
corrections, and i t  contains the  last twelve verses of 
hfark 15. I t  was  discovered a t  t he  very t ime it was  
needed. God had kept it hidden away all these cen- 
turies. 

Photos were  made of each page af ter  i t  was brought 
over to  this country and a sumptuous edition of the  
same, gotten up by the University of Michigan a t  Mr. 
Freer's expense, was  prcscnted t o  each of the  big 
museums of Europe. I t  was the  writer's privilege t o  
i~ispect the  copy in the  British Museum in London, 
England, and a t  the  same time the King James' manu- 
script, gotten up in a similar manner. H e  was  as- 
sured by an authority in the  British Museum that  the  
Freer  codex was  a s  old o r  older than the  three oldest 
known. 

H o w  comes i t  t ha t  certain people question the gen- 
uineness of these last verses of hiark 16? The an- 
swer  is  simple. 

The  three  g rea t  and earliest codices, which are  t h e  
basis of t he  textual criticism of the  New Testament  
a r e :  T h e  Codes Vaticanus, now in the  Vatican a t  
Rome;  the  Codes  Sinaiticus, which was discovered 
in the  last century  in a monastery on Mount Sinai, 
and \\,l~icll is now, or  was,  in Petrograd, Russia;  and 
the  Codes Alesandrinus, in the  British Museum, Lon- 
don. These  date  f rom the  foarth t o  the fifth cen- 
turies. T h e  Codes Alexandrinus belongs t o  the  first 
half of  the fifth century,  and our Authorized Version 
of the New Testament  is based upon it. I t  was found 
in Alexandria, and was  brought t o  England, and pre- 
sented to King James, and he "authorized" a trans- 
lation to  11e made. S o  i t  is called the King James, o r  
.4utl1orized Version. T h e  first two  codices do not 
contain verses 9 t o  20, but  the  Codes Alexandrinus 
does. They  are  found, however, in most of t he  sub- 
sequent manuscripts. Thus  it is seen that  t w o  of the  
three  most ancient manuscripts do not contain verses 
9 t o  20 of Mark 16. I t  was therefore argued that  t he  
words found in the  Codex Alesandrinus were not the  
t rue  sayings of Christ. But the discovery of the  
Codes Freer,  which contains these sayings of Christ, 
completely silences critics on this point. 

Another remarkable th ing abour- th is  Freer  Codex 
is that ,  in it, a f t e r  verse 14, which contains the  words 
of Christ upbraiding the  disciples for their  unbelief, 
appear the  following (words which a re  found in no 
other  known manuscript of the  New Testament,  
though they were  known t o  that  early Father  and 
saint, Jerome, who quoted par t  of them) : 

"And they excused themselves, saying, This age  of 
lawlessness and unbelief lies under the sway  of Satan, 
who  will not allow wha t  lies under the unclean spirits 
(or,  the  unclean things that  lie under the  control of 
the  spirits) t o  understand the  t ru th  and power of 
God:  therefore,  t hey  said to  Christ, Reveal your right- 
eousness now. Christ answered them, The  limit of 
t he  years for Satan's power has now expired, but  
other ter rors  a re  a t  hand. I was delivered t o  death 
on behalf of sinners, t h a t  they might re turn  t o  the  
t ru th  and sin n o  more, t h a t  they might inherit t ha t  
glory of righteousness which is spiritual and imper- 
ishable in heaven." And there is added: 

"But they gave Pe te r  and 'his companions a brief 
account of all tha t  had been enjoined. And af ter  that ,  
Jesus himself sent out  by  means of them from east  
t o  n e s t  the  sacred and imperishable message of eter-  
nal salvation." 

Rloffatt's translation of the  New Testament has the  
above in full as quoted. 

So in a hlessed w a y  God has  come forth to  confirm 
the  outpouring of the  La t t e r  Rain in these last  days, 
with the  signs which H e  said would be manifested, 
hy the discovery of one of the  best and oldest manu- 
5c1 il)ts of the  New Testament ,  which vindicates those 
people n h o  t ake  the  stand for the Baptism in the 
Spii it with signs following. 

T o  question now the  authority of the  last verses 
of hTnrk 16 is t o  be out  of date. Kot t o  believe them, 
is t o  he out of Idessing.

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AFRICA'S  N E E D  O F  C H R I S T  
Brother E. E. Alger writcs from Cape 

Palmas, Liberia concerr~ing the WOI-k. 
"Mr. Perkins and I spcnt four days in 
Sasstown of the Hooyah tribe prcachin& 
the Gospel. \Ve were given a very cor- 
dial reception and the people put up a 
booth for us to hold meetings in. Word  
was sent from a neighboring town beg- 
ging us t o  go thcrc, and we stoppcd and 
hcld a short servicc at a tomn along 
thc way. U p o ~  our return we passed 
through Gropaka, about ten inilcs from 
Nc\vaka. Thcy asked us to sit down at 
the king's house and begged hlr. Perkins 
t o  send them a missionary. 

"Thcy said, 'Bcfore wc left all our devil 
fashioii, now when missionary don't come 
to teach us God way before we go  for  
devil side, whose palaver it go be?' That  
is a hard question. Maybe praycr will 
help answer it. T w o  days later the king 
(King Jack) came ovcr to N e m k a  to 
hec  hfr. Perkins to send h l r ~ .  .4lgcr and 
nie. They offered to  carry us and our 
things free if we would only go. 'Come 
for  a few days,' thcy say, but hlr. Pcr- 
kins had to tcll them that me wcrc necd- 
ed here and that  they 'must beg God 
strong so  that H e  will send out more 
nlissionaries.' 

"I want to tell you how much thcsc 
poor darkened souls need the light of the 
Gospcl. Christmas Day we were sitting 
in the hut at the Sasstomn, which the 
King had given us to live in while there. 
T h e  two doors were crowded with nakcd 
native children. who stood in our way the 
most of the time after the first fear of 
the strangers had worn away. The  drum 
in thc middle of the tomn was heating 
intcrmittcntly urging the people to cook 
plcnty of rice. One aftcr another the 
illy clad women passed with natcr  pots 
on their heads. The  womcn do thc 
drudgery here. I t  was ahout dusk and 
thc firc lifiht was beginninr. to shine out 
through the little doors in thc dingy 
huts. A t  a little distance wc could hear 
roars of laughter as  the 'funny man' made 
some amusing jcst. I t  did not scem just 
like the Christmas I spcnt a year ago 
a t  Staples. Minn. Brother Pcrkins had 
bcen praying, and his face was still in 
his hands. Finally, after a long pause. 
he  looked up and said in a far away 
voicc, ' I  tcll you, it is thc religion of 
these pcoplc which has kept them down 
and dcgradcd thcni t o  thc statc that thcy 
arc in.' I glanccd at him but hc was look- 
ing a t  thc pilc of wood by thc fire plare. 

"Tliese pcoplc worship the dcvil and arc 
slavcs of fear. They are  fatalists. 'Every- 
thing live for God hand,' they say, mean- 
inl: that ~ h e r c  is no hope for them nn- 
lcss God has  planned it so. They bc- 
licve that  thcre is no choice. no rcspon- 
sil~ility, and thcir rlcstinv has alrcady 
bccn made by God. Instcatl of rorlracr 

they have a careless rcsirnatiol~ to \\-hat- 
cvcr fatc I~cfalls them. 'l'lic!. 2tnct-al!\ 
say thry n a n t  to scnd thcil- chi1:lrcn to 
hear 'God word,' but as  for them thcy 
are too old and thcir tinic has passcd. 

"Thcir wisc inen commnnr \\-ith spirits. 
Thcy bclicve that one of a pair of twins 
is an evil anccstor \vho has come to vex 
the mothcr. Before the missionary came 
thcy used to throw it into tlie bushcs 
for the wild beasts to eat, for if thcy 
buricd it it might return. 

"Witches arc a terrible reality here. 
They are people \vho poison others. The 
older people are  feared and rcspcctcd, 
morc for fear tliat if they arc  not rc- 
spectcd thcy will witch somconc than

fo r  any other reason. A man's cousin 
may be younger than tic. The cousin 
is impertinent bccausc the man's wi\-cs 
take cassada from the rousin's farm 
(this is supposed to bc all riglit for if one 
man tias morc than the others 11c is t o  
share with all the rest of his relatives and 
friends.) But this makcs the ~nan'.: 
wives jealous and thcy dccidc to  itch 
him. One puts a ccrtain kind of lcaf 
in his food, another puts  son^ lcaf in 11ic 
road whcre he walks, says his namc ovcr 
it and calls on thc dcvil, ant1 bclievcs 
that when thc cousin w-alks over it it viil  
witch him and no othcr; anothcr n-itcllcr 
a thorn and sticks it in thc dooruay.  And 
so the cousin dics of poison in^ in his 
food, but thcy think the tlcril killcd Iiim. 
But if a man dics, wlwtl~er  he has bccn 
witchcd or not, thc pcoplc think sonwonc 
has \vitclicd him an(l a numl)cr are ac- 
rmcd and mado to  drink saswood, and 
tliosc \vho dic of the saswood are  thought 
to I P C  guilty. 

"Surcly thcsc pcoplc who worship the

dcvil, barter their wives, and murdcr 
thcir relatives, have need of the Gospel. 
W e  do not have to prove to these pco- 
ple that thcy are sinners. Thcy know 
that and thcre is hope for them. Thcir 
only hope is in Christ Jesus and tlie blood 
that clcansctl~ from all sin."
