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OD has magnified His word ahov: His  name. His word is sufficient for all time, 
for all needs, for al: people. The Word, manifested in the flesh, meets the 
need of man for salvation, for redemption, yea, all his needs. 

The word spoken by the Lord is sufficient for  ev'ery man in every circum- 
stance in every time. God's thoughts are hidden in the Word, secreted in the 
Word, and they are  unfolded by the Spirit. The plan of redemption of man- 
kind, of the world, of the universe, is set forth in the Word, and God has 

pledged Himself to His Word. 

The lie of the devil in the garden is going t o  be corrected by God from heaven. 
"Yea, hath God said?" brought ruin. But "Thus saith the,Lord" \ d l  bring redemp- 

, tion, will bring salvation. 

The Word of God penetrates the innermost recesses, pierces eren to  the dividing 
asunder of son! and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts 
and intents of the heart.

H e r e  w e  have a wonderful word. All t h e  W o r d  is  

wonderful. This blessed Book brings such life and 
health and peace, and such an  abundance tha t  we 
should never be poor any more. This Book is my 
heavenly hank. I find everything I want  in it. I wan t  
t o  show you how rich you may be, that  in everything 
you can be  enriched in Christ Jesus. H e  has  abun- 
ance of grace  for you and the  gift  of righteousness, 
and through His  abundant grace all things are  pos- 
sihle. I wan t  t o  show you that  you can be a living 
branch of tlie l i~ring Vine, Christ Jesus, and that  it is 
your privilege t o  be right here in this world what H e  
is. John tells us, "As H e  is, so  a re  we in this world." 
Yot tha t  w e  a r e  anything in ourselves, but Christ 
\vithin us  is our all in all. 

The Lord Jesus is always wanting t o  show forth 
His  grace and love in order t o  draw us t o  Himself. 
God is willing to  do things, t o  manifest  His  Word,  
and let us know in medsure the  mind of our  God in 
this day and hour.

P ro l~ab ly  
someone had come to  tha t  leper and said, "Jesus can 
Ileal you." And so  he was  filled with expectation a s  
he saw the  Lord  coming down the  mountain side. 
Lepers were  not allowed t o  come within reach of peo- 
ple, they were  shut  out  a s  unclean. Ant1 so  in the  
ordinary \vay i t  would have heen very diflicult lor  
him t o  get  near 1)eca:lse of the  crowd that  surrounded 
Jesus. Bu t  a s  H e  came down from the  mount H e  
met.  H e  came t~ the  leper. Oh, this terrible disease! 
There  was  no help for him hurnarly spenkinz, hut 
nothing is too hard  for Jesus. T l ~ c  man cried, "I,ord, 
if thou wilt. thou canst make me clean." W a s  l e sus  
willing? You will never find J e w s  missing an op- 
portunity of doing good. You will rind that  IJe is 
always more willing t o  work than :we a re  t o  give 
Him an opportunity t o  work. The  trouble is we do 
not cnme t o  Him. we do  not ask  Him for what H e  
is more than willing t o  give. 

And l e s u s  put forth His  hand, and touched him, 
saying. "I \\.ill: be thou clean." And immediately his 
leprosy \\-as cleansed. I like that. If  you a re  definite 
with Him ?-ou will never g o  away disappointed. The 
divine life \\.ill flow into you and instantaneously you 
u 4 l  he delivered. This Jesus is just the  same today, 
and H c  says  t o  > - ~ I I .  "I will; be thou clean." I-Je has  
an  overflo\\-ing cup for  thee,  a fulness of life. H e  
\\.ill niret >-nu in your  a l~solute  helplessness. All things 
are  possi1)le if you will only believr. Got1 has a real 
~ i l an .  I t  is so  simple. Just  come to  Jcsus. You \rill 
f i ~ l t l  1Tin1 jnst tlie same as  H e  was in days of old. 

The nes t  case we have in tliis c l i a ~ ~ t r r  is tliat of 
tl:c c c ~ ~ t u r i o n  coming and I~esecching Jes t~s  on 1,chalf 

of his servant who was sick of the  palsy and griev- 
ously tormented. This  man was so  in earnest  t h a t  
he came seeking fo r  Jesus. Notice this, t h a t e h e r e  is 
one th ing certain, there is no such th ing a s  seeking 
without finding. H e  that  seeketh findeth. Lis ten  t o  
the gracious words of Jesus, "I will come and heal 
him." Most placed tha t  we go  to  there a r e  so  many 
people that  w e  cannot pray for. I n  some places the re  
a r e  200 or 300 who would like us t o  visit them,  but 
we are  not able t o  do so. But I a m  s o  glad tha t  t he  
L o ~ d  Jesus is always willing to  come and heal. H e  
longs to  meet the  sick ones. H e  loves t o  heal them 
of their afflictions. The Lord is healing many people 
today by means of handkerchiefs as you read tha t  H e  
healed people in the  days of Paul. You can read of 
this in Acts 19:12. 

A woman came t o  me in the  city of Liverpool and 
said, "I mould like you to  help me. I wish you would 
join with me in prayer. My husband is a drunkard 
and every night comes into the  home under the  in- 
fluence of drink. Won't  you join me in prayer for 
him?" I said t o  the  woman, "Have you a handker- 
chief?" She took out  a handkerchief and I prayed 
oveT it and told her t o  lay i t  on  t h e  pillow of t h e  
drunken man. H e  came home that  night and laid his 
head on the  pillow in which this handkerchief w a s  
tucked. H e  laid his head on more than the  pillow tha t  
night. H e  laid his head on the  promise of God. I n  
Mark 11 24,  w e  read, "What things soever ye desire 
when ye  pray, believe that  ye receive them and y e  
shall have them." 

The  n e s t  morning the  man got' up  and called a t  t h e  
first saloon tha t  he had to  pass on his way t o  work 
and ordered some beer. H e  tasted i t  and said t o  t h e  
bartender, "You have put some poison in this beer." 
H e  could not drink it, and went on t o  the  next  saloon 
and ordered some more beer. H e  tasted it and said 
t o  the  man behind the  counter, "You put  some poison 
in this beer, I believe you folks have agreed t o  poison 
me." The  bartender was indignant a t  being thus  
charged. The  man said, "I will g o  somewhere else." 
H e  went t o  another saloon and the same th ing hap- 
pened as in the  t w o  previous saloons. H e  made such 
a fuss that  they turned him out. Af ter  he came out  
f rom work he  went t o  another saloon t o  g e t  some 
beer, and again he thought he had been poisoned and 
he made so  much disturbance that  he was  thrown out. 
ITe \vent t o  his home and told his wife what had hap- 
pened and said, "Tt seems as  though all t he  fellows 
have agreed t o  poison me." ITis \\rife said t o  him, 
"Can't yo11 see the  hand of the Lord in this, tha t  H e  
is lnakinq you dislike the  stuff that  has been your 
ruin?" This \vorcl brought con\,iction t o  the  man's 
heart and he came t o  the meeting and go t  saved. 
The Lord has still po\ver t o  set  the captives free. 

When I \\-as in Australia a lady came t o  me w h o  
was  nmcli troubled ahoat her sun who was  so  lazy. 
I prayed over a hantlkerchief which was placed on the 
!my's pillow. H e  slcpt tliat night on the  liandker- 
chirf and tlic nes t  morning he got up and went  out  
and secured a position and went to  work. Oh, praise 
tlie Lord, you ca~ l ' t  shut God out,  but if you will only 
1)clicvc H e  will slmt the  devil out. 
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Jesus was  willing t o  g o  and heal the  sick one but 
t he  centurion said, "Lord, I a m  not worthy that  thou 
shouldst come under my roof;  but speak the  word 
only, and my servant shall be healed." Jesus was de- 
lighted with this expression and said t o  the  man, "Go 
thy way ;  and  a s  thou hast believed, so  be it done unto 
thee." And his servant was healed the  self-same 
hour. 

When  I was in Australia a man came up t o  me. 
H e  was leaning on a big stick and said, "I would like 
you t o  help me. I t  will t ake  you half an  hour to  pray 
for ~ne . "  I said, "Believe God and in one moment you 
will be \vhole." His faith was quickened t o  receive 
an  immediate healing and he went away glorifymg 
God for a n~iraculous healing. T h e  word of the  Lord 
is sufficient today. If you will dare t o  believe God's 
Word  you \\.ill see a performance of His  Word that 
will be truly wonderful. Here  we have with the  cen- 
turion an  audacity of faith, a faith that  did not limit 
God. Failures come when we limit the  Holy One of 
Israel. I want t o  encourage you t o  a living faith t o  
believe God's Word. 

The  next healing we read of here is the  healing of 
Peter 's  wife's mother who was  sick of a fever. Luke  
tells us that  Jesus rebuked the  fever. The  fever 
could hear. The  moment it could hear it went. Jesus 
had a new method. Today there are  a lot  of folks 
who  t r y  t o  sweat out a fever. You can't sweat the  
devil out.  H e  can stand all t he  heat that you can 
apply t o  him. But if thou canst believe, deliverance 
is a s  sure  and certain for you a s  it was  for Peter's 
wife's mother. 

I received a telegram once urging me t o  visit a case 
about 200 miles f rom m y  home. As I went to  this 
c lace I met the  father and mother and found them - ~ 

i r o k e n  hearted.  he^ lead me up a staircase t o  a 
room and I s aw a young woman on the  floor and five 
people were  holding her down. She was a frail young 
woman hut the  power in her  was greater  than all 
those young men. As I went into the  room the evil 
polvers looked out of her eyes and they used her lips 
saving, 'Wre a t e  many, you can't cast us out." I said, 
"Jesus can." H e  is equal t o  every occasion. H e  is 
waiting for an  opportunity t o  bless. H e  is ready for 
every opportunity t o  deliver souls. When  we receive 
Jesus it is t rue  of us, "Greater is H e  that  is in you 
than he that  is in the  world." H e  is greater  than all 
the  powers of darkness. No man can meet the devil 
in hi: own strength,  but  any  man filled with the  
knowledge of Jesus, filled with His  preseilce, filled 
with His power, is more than a match for the p o w  
ers  of darkness. God has called us t o  be more than 
conquerors through Him that loved us. 

The  living Word is able t o  destroy Satanic forces. 
There  is power in the  name of Jesus. I \vorlld that  
every window in the  street  had the name of Tcscis 
writ ten large upon it. His  name, through faith in His 
name. brought deliverance t o  t h i s  poor, bound soul, 
and thirty-seven demons came out giving their  names 
a s  they came forth. The  dear woman was completely 
delivered and they were able t o  give her back her 
child. Tha t  night there \vas heaven in that  home and 
the father and mother and son and his wife were all 
unitrd in glorifying Christ for His  i n f i ~ ~ i t e  grace. The  
n r s t  morning we had a gracious time in the breaking 
of I read.  All things a re  wonderful n-it11 our \\.on- 
tlerfl!l Jesus. If you would dare rest your all upon 
TTim. things would take  place and JJc  n-ould rllange 
the  \vIiole sitdation. I11 a mo~ncn t ,  t l l r ~ ~ u g l i  the  n:lmc 

of Jesus, a new' order of things can be brought in. 
I n  the  world they a re  always having new diseases 

and the  doctors cannot locate them. A doctor said 
t o  me, "The science of medicine is in its infancy, and 
really we doctors have no confidence in our medicine. 
W e  are  always experimenting." But the  man of God 
does not experiment. H e  knows, or  ought t o  know, 
redcmption in i ts  fulness. H e  knows, or  ought t o  
know, the  mightiness of t he  Lord Jesus Christ. H e  
is not, o r  should not be, moved by outward observa- 
tion, but  should ge t  divine revelation of the mighti- 
ness of the  name of Jesus and the  power of His  blood. 
If we exercise our  faith in the  Lord Jesus Christ H e  
will come for th  and ge t  glory over all the  powers 
of darkness. 

A t  eventide they brought unto Him many that  were  
possessed with devils; and H e  cast out  t l ~ e  spirits with 
Hi s  word and healed all tha t  were sick: t ha t  it might 
be  fulfilled which was  spoken by Esaias the  prophet, 
saying, "Himself took our  infirmities, and bare our  
sicknesses."

The highest wisdom is found in the  Son of the  

Highest.  Human \\:isdon1 a s  compared \vith the  di- 
vine is a s  a rush light compared t o  the sunlight. A ri- 
diculous comparison, you say. What  do you think of a 
rush light setting itself up against the  s u n ?  P u t  the  
candle in the  full blaze of the  noonday sun. I t  col- 
lal~ses.  I t  runs away. I t  hath no form nor comeli- 
ness. I t  does not burn out. I t  fizzles up. 

I f a n  is sett ing his wisdom up against Christ who  is 
the Wisdom of God. Man, by putting his wisdom 
against God, will fizzle out. H e  will come t o  despair. 
H e  \\-ill lose his form of con~eliness and he will pu t  
despair in the  hearts of those he comes in contact 
\vith. But  unto  the  humble, dependent, yielded, con- 
t r i te  hear t ,  Christ is made unto that  one wisdom.

2071. What does Maran-atha" mean in 1 Cor. 16: 
22? I thought it meant "Our Lord cometh," but this 
hardly makes sense here. 

"AIaran-atha" is a Syriac phrase,  and means "the 
Lord corneth." Paul is  talking about deceivers who 
profess t o  love Christ, but who in their hearts set  H i m  
a t  naught. S o  if any man love not  Jesus Christ, but  
sliglits and despises Him,  let  suc11 an one be anath- 
ema (accursed). h laran-a tha  (the Lord corueth). 
Tha t  is, let him be accursed when the Lord comes, 
o r  let such remember they will be j~ldged and doomed, 
for the Lord is coming t o  judge. I t  is a solemn 
\yarning to  all who despise and reject Christ. 

2072. What is the real meaning of 1 Tim 3:12? 
Must deacons be married men? 

T h e  phrase "husband of one wife" here means the  
same a s  t o  the deacon a s  it does when applied to  the 
minister in verse two  of tlie same chapter. Tha t  is, 
these preachers and deacons must not be men who 
have two  o r  three  wives a t  the same time, a s  was a 
common evil practiced among the unsaved. They 
must  not be  men who have put away  by divorce one 
o r  t w o  wives according t o  notion and gotten others 
that  bet ter  gratified their desires. I t  does not mean 
they must  be  married men, bu t  must not haye more 
than one wife. 

2073. Is Timothy Paul's son? 
No, he was  not t he  natural son of Paul, only his 

son in the gospel. Tha t  is, he was saved under Paul's 
preaching and then he served the  Lord as  a companion 
and was  faithful a s  any real son could haye been. His  
real father was  a Greek, whereas Paul was a FIe1)rew. 
See Acts 16:l-3. 

2074. In Luke 15:25. of whom or what is the elder 
son a type? 

The elder son is the  Pharisee, a Jew tha t  was  so  
taken up \\,it11 his o\vn self-righteousness that  he had 
n o  pity in his heart and no forgiveness for the prodi- 
gal son \\rho strayed a\vay \\hen he came back with 
repentance. I t  applies t o  any professing Christian 
\yho shows the same hard spirit. 

2075. Please explain the seeming contradiction of 
Prov. 26:4,5. 

In  v. 4, anslvering "not a fool according t o  his folly" 
seems to  mean for us not t o  act the fool ill our reply; 
i i  \\-e d o  we will be like unto hjm. But in ~ e r s e . 5 ,  
"a~ls\veriug a fool according t o  his folly" seems to  
mean tha t  w e  a re  to show up his folly I)y a wise an-  
slver. There  is no contradiction, I~ecause the expres- 
siuns a re  used in t ~ v o  different senses. T h e  Scrip- 
tures  frequently play upon one word o r  phrase by  
using it in t\vo different senses. When we find out  
the t\vo meanings the  apparent contradiction al\vays 
disappears. Fo r  samples of answering a fool and not 
a n s \ \ , e r i n ~  a fool,  sce Riatt. 16:l-4 and 3Iatt .  21 34-27. 

2076. Do the words as found in Matt. 21 22;  Mark 
11 :24; Luke 11 :9,10; John 15:7; and John 16:23,24, 
etc., refer to temporal things as well as spiritual 
things, or is it wrong to pray for temporal things, 
such as praying for property lost through bad invest- 
ments, or the good promises of real estate agents? 

'l'hesc promises refer prin~arily to  spiritual things, 
1)ut include all the  ten~lwral  tliin,qs that are  Iwing 

made to  serve spiritual interests, and which can be 
asked for  in t h e  word of God and in faith. One  who  
abides completely in Christ and His  mill, will not be 
a l ~ l e  t o  ask things in faith for a selfish end. T o  ask 
f o r  selfish ends is displeasing t o  God, and the prayer 
~vould  not be  ans\vered. Bu t  God is interested in all 
our lrelfare, and will allow us t o  include in our prayer 
all that  will be  for  our  good and for Hi s  glory. I t  
is better t o  ge t  the  yoice of God before making in- 
vestments than to  ask  I l i m  t o  undo our  mistakes due 
t o  not first finding out  H i s  will. Still God will help 
u s  after w e  ge t  in our  trouble if w e  see our mistake 
and confess i t  t o  Him.  

2077. Is the Adamic sin in our nature all cleansed 
out at the same time our sins of transgression are 
Forgiven? 

Some hold that it is. \vhile o thers  hold that only 
sins of transgression a re  dealt with in regeneration, 
and that the Adamic sin in the  nature  is  taken ou t  
by the  roots  in a second definite work of grace. Per-  
sonally, 1 belie\-e tliat \vlien a man is truly born again 
of the Spirit in regeneration that the  Adamic nature 
is dealt with,  and f rom that moment such person is 
a fit subject for  t he  Baptism with  the  Holy Spirit, if 
lie seeks and gets  it before backsliding o r  falling into 
sin. -4s a rule, both those who profess only regen- 
eration and also those who profess a second definite 
work of grace who  h a r e  had these  experiences very 
long in the  past ,  need a new cleansing up t o  date  t o  
make them fit su l~ jec t s  for the Baptism. Bu t  I do 
not believe t h a t  a new convert  saved and baptized 
with the Spirit has all the process of sanctification 
completed in him. The  Thessalonians, af ter  being 
saved and af ter  being given the  -Spirit, a s  1 Thess.  
4:s shows. were  still eshor ted  un to  sanctification in 
this same chapter. Then far ther  -on, in 5:23, Paul 
prays,  "The very God of peace sanctify you ~vholly." 
H e  evidently does not  regard sanctification a s  hav- 
ing l-reen fully finished in them, o r  he would not pray 
tliat they be "sanctified wliolly," o r  completely, 
t l~ rough  and through, inside and out,  all around and 
out  to  the end. Th i s  is wha t  the  ~ v o r d  "wholly" 
means. Perhaps  complete sanctification does not s top 
with a full cleansing in removing of all sin, but in- 
clndes the working into our very natures the  very hol- 
iness of God. Be ing  cleansed takes away  sin, but  God - 
\\ants what is lef t  made positively holy. I n  one sense 
tl-uly regenerated people are sanctified, in another,  
they are  now being sanctified, and in still another they 
shall be sanctified. Thank God for the  promise, "Ye 
shall be perfect,  even a s  your Fa the r  which is in 
heaven is l~erfect." a s  given in the  A .  S. V. 

2078. Why does the Evangel say so little about 
sanctification? 

Perhaps your t rou l~ le  is in not recognizing eq11i1.a- 
lent terms, and in thinking that  sanctification is not 
mcant unless this particular term is used. T h e  ~ v r i t -  
el-.; in the Erangel  a r e  talkin:: about sanctification all 
tlie time when they  speak of consecration, cleansing. 
clean living. a holy life. and such Iilie. T h e  Evangel 
is f d l  of this. n u t  it is t rue  that  the Evangel does 
!lot contend for an); particular human theory ahout 
sanctification. \Ve agree  to  recognize all clean 1,eo- 
ple who a r e  sa\.ed and filled with the  FIoly Ghost ant[ 
living a pure  life. regardless of wllether they believe 
in \\lint is I;nn\vn a s  the "Finished Work  of Calvary." 
o r  in "The Scconcl Definite Wc~rl;" thcory of sancti- 
lication. \\'lixt n.e a rc  concerned ahout is that  people

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WHAT THINK YE OF CHRIST? 
W. T. Gaston 

Wllat think ye of Christ? Let us put everything 
else out of our thoughts and be engaged and occupied 
\rith Christ. I love to think of Him as the divine 
Christ. We a re  getting very wise these days and 
some folks think they have become so wise that they 
have outgrown the idea, or they think they have, o f  
our Jesus being divine. They patronizingly speak of  
Him as a great man and a great teacher, and so forth. 
I have a clipping concerning a certain professor in a 
Baptist college in Missouri. This professor states, "I 
do not subscribe to  the deity of Jesus, nor to  His vi- 
carious death and intercessory nork.  1 do not wor- 
ship Christ or pray in His name, I do not believe that 
IIe is divine. I cannot accept the statements in the 
Bible concerning his pre-existence, and I do not be- 
lieve that Christ is infallible or that H e  is a safe one 
t o  follow." I suppose he prefers to  follow his own 
gigantic mind. This statement from a man who has 
been training the preachers of the coming generation, 
shows how things are going in the religious world. 

But I desire to  exalt my Jesus as a divine Christ. 
My Bible describes Him as One who thought it not 
robbery to  be equal with God. He was in the form 
of God, H e  was equal with God. H e  is God. John 
tells us that in the beginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God and the Word was God. Jesus 
was the Word, He was the divine Son of God. "All 
things were made by him, and without him was not 
anything made that  was made." He made all the 
trees and the flowers, the birds and the creeping 
things. All that  you can see is the mighty work of 
our mighty Christ. 

Look a t  the heavens and behold the stars. The Son 
of God made them too. I don't know much about 
these things myself, but Sir Robert Ball, in making 
an address about the sun - one of the things that our 
Jesus made - said that, if you could hammer it  and 
break it to  pieces, it would make 1,3W,000 worlds the 
size of ours. Try to  count the stars. Get them under 

' a  powerful telescope and you will see that they a re  
like the sands of Egypt. One man who made a photo- 
graph of the heavens said there were 450,000,000 stars. 
I am told that  there are  more than 20,000,000 suns in 
the Milky Way. Some of the stars are so far distant 
that i f  you had sent a message, traveling a t  the rate 
of 186,000 miles a second, to them when Jesus was 
born, it would be 200 years from now before some of 
these distant stars received the message. Our won- 
derful Christ made them all, and H e  upholds them 
all by the word of His power. 

Wc also read that the Lord God formed man of 
the dust o f  the ground and breathed into his nostrils 
the breath of life and man became a living soul. How 
wonderful to  take the dust and make a man of it, and 
niake him live. Into man's body the Lord placed life 
in the beginning, and He gives life today. The mo- 
ment we yield to  Him, His transforming life is made 
manifest. 

We are hearing today from many sources that God 
did not make man. A great bishop in New York state 
tells us that God did not make everything out of noth- 
ing. Ifc 5nys that it would not make much difference 

to him if his grandfather was a monkey. All these evo- 
lutionary theories are simply the product of infidelity. 
None of this monkey business is accepted by any real 
Christian 011 the earth today, or by the greatest scien- 
tists - the real scientists, who do not depend upon 
what others say for their knowledge. The Lord made 
man and put life into him. Man has fallen, or he 
would not be groveling in any of these nonsensical 
theories. I t  takes a divine Christ to pick a man out 
of the mud and keep him going. I like to  think of 
my Lord as the pre-esistent Christ. I t  is no trouble t o  
believe. I could not disbelieve. When you are born 
of God and filled ~v i th  His Spirit you can never ques- 
tion the deity of Christ or the truth of His holy Word. 

In Colossians, I read that by Him were all things 
created, that are in heaven and that are in earth, vis- 
ible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or do- 
minions, or principalities, or powers: all things were 
created by Him, and for Him: and He is before all 
things, and by Him all things consist. I t  is a long 
time since the shepherds on the hills a t  Bethlehem 
heard the angelic message, "For unto you is born this 
day, in the city of David, a Saviour, which is Christ 
the Lord." But that  was not the beginning of our 
Christ. Nay, verily. Go back in history. Go back 
t o  the time when David, the sweet singer of Israel, 
sang under the power of the Spirit, "The Lord said 
unto my Lord, sit thou a t  my right hand, until I make 
thine enemies thy footstool." Go back still further to  
the story of the children of Israel in the wilderness. 
They needed water and Moses smote the rock and a 
living stream came forth. Paul tells us that that 
Rock followed them, and that Rock was Christ. 

Go back still further and see an old man with gray 
whiskers moving along with a boy on whose back was 
a pile of wood. He moves up Mount Moriah and lays 
his son, for  whom he had waited twenty-five long 
years, upon the altar. He takes the knife and is about 
t o  sacrifice him, believing that God would raise him 
from the dead. You know what happened. God pro- 
vided a substitute. And there the Lord revealed Him- 
self as  Jehovah-jireh, the One who sees and the one 
who provides. Christ tells us "Abraham saw my day 
and was glad." He also tells us, "Before Abraham 
was, I am." Before the garden was planted in Eden, 
before the sun gave -its light, before the world came 
forth, Christ was in the bosom of the Father, equal 
with God. He was before all things. We hear Him 
praying to the Father, "Glorify thou me with thine 
own self, with the glory which I had with thee before 
the world was." This Jesus who was born in a maxi- 
ger, our own Jesus, had glory wit11 the Father before 
the world was. Some great big highbrow may tell us 
that he can't believe it, but it is true nevertheless. 

I love to  think of Jesus as the human Christ. There 
is no contradiction here. He was as human as He 
was divine. He was the proper son of Mary. H e  was 
born of the seed of David according to the flesh. He 
took upon Him our very nature, our humanity, and 
was born as a helpless little babe. Look a t  that poor 
little Babe in the manger. I t  was not al\\lays so with 
lliln. He was rich, but for our sakes He became poor. 
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Jesus was so human that H e  got hungry and thirsty 
and became tired like the rest of us. H e  was tempted 
in all points like as  we, and yet without sin. He was 
tempted of the devil, but, praise God, H e  overcame 
him. He was such a tender Jesus, such a compas- 
sionate, such a faithful Jesus. I don't see how any- 
one can complain of Him. To  me He is such a beau- 
tiful Jesus, such a lovely Jesus. H e  loved us anyhow, 
and, praise God, many of us can testify that H e  has 
washed us from our sins. 

I love to think of Him as the crucified Jesus. Paul 
wrote to the Corinthians, "I am determined not to  
kno\v anything anlong you, save Jesus Christ and him 
crucified." He was a humiliated Christ. H e  gave up 
the glory'and the riches that were His in order t o  
humble. Himself, and He became obedient unto the 
death of the cross. While death is the heritage of all, 
there \\as no death like the death of the cross. I t  
\\-as a shameful, accursed death. Jesus so hurnbled 
Himself as to'take the curse of the violated law. H e  
stepped into the sinner's place and took all our sins 
and became a curse for us, for it is written, "Cursed 
is everyone that hangeth on a tree." 

See Him as H e  is going toward the cross. See Him 
in the garden. I wish you would watch Him there. 
There H e  is down on His knees praying. "Father, if 
it be possible, let this cup pass from me." Here you 
see His humanity, here you see His pure, spotless body 
shrinking from becoming sin. I don't believe H e  
shrank from death. He mas willing and glad to  lay 
down His life, but when Jesus faced the cross H e  
knew that for the first time the face of His Father 
would be turned from Him, and that  H e  would have 
t o  suffer the wrath of God against sin. The pent up 
anger of a holy God against sin was poured out and 
emptied itself on our bleeding Substitute. H e  went 
all the way. I t  breaks my heart as  I see that volun- 
tary Sacrifice, for I see that H e  loved me and gave 
Himself up to  death on my behalf. 

\?'hat an agony was His when on the cross! I be- 
lieve with all my heart that  no one has known the 
agony, the sense of sin and shame and the awfulness 
of sin that was His when our iniquity was laid on 
Him. While H e  hung there God the Father turned 
away His face and H e  cried out, "My God, my God, 
1vhy hast thou forsaken me?" Your sins and mine 
were on Him for those six hours and H e  bore them 
alone. Did He pray for help? H e  could have gotten 
twelve legions of angels if H e  would, but H e  did not 
ask for the angels t o  deliver Him a t  the cross. He 
wanted to deliver you and me by the way of the cross. 

0 Jesus, You did man?. wonderful things. Why 
don't YOLI come down? The whole crowd would fol- 
low You if You did. If H e  had saved Himself He 
roultl not have saved you and me. And so H e  drank 
the bitter cup to its dregs. Listen to  Him as H e  prays 
for those who mock Him, "Father, forgivd them. 
They know not what they do." How characteristic 
of Him. What do you think of this Christ? I think 
fJe is all right, don't you? 

Jesus cried, "It is finished," and then H e  died. He 
died that you and I might not have to die. H e  went 
do\\-n into death that He 1nig11t conquer death and 
might deliver us from going down into eternal death. 
See that crowd as they move off saying, "He is gone!" 

His Imdy was laid in the tomb and His enemies said, 
"Don't you know that We said H e  mould rise from 
the dead." His enemies seemed to have remembered 
more almut ITis resurrection than His friends. They 

said, "We will seal the grave and set a watch to see 
that His body is not removed." They watched His 
grave, but an angel came down and those soldiers 
\v&e as dead men. God raised Him from the dead. 
And He lives today. 

I love to  think of Him as a risen Christ. H e  con- 
quered death. H e  lives forever. If He arose, even SO 

those that sleep in Christ will rise, too. And H e  is 
coming again. This same Jesus who went to the 
grave and came out and up, this same Jesus is com- 
ing back. What do you think about Him? 

I read in Philippians that God hath highly exalted 
Him and given Him a name above every name, that 
a t  the name of Jesus every knee should bow and that 
every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord. 
I have bowed my knees t o  Him. I have made my 
tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, t o  the glory 
of God the Father. If you have not bowed your 
knee, I want to tell you that God demands it. In  glo- 
rj- they all acknowledge Him as Lord of all. What is 
your attitude towards Him? I offer you this divine 
Christ, this human Christ, this One who died, who is 
risen, who is exalted, who is coming again. What will 
you do with Him? What is your answer to the ques- 
tion, "What think ye of Christ?"

When a youngster, one day my temper got me into 

a fight. I managed t o  beat my opponent but I was 
immediately faced by two of his brothers and two 
other friends. For awhile the fury in my little breast 
kept me battling, and pride made me stick, but a t  
last the opposing forces had me a t  their mercy. I 
managed t o  escape, and on account of my fleetness of 
foot arrived panting home. There I met my brother, 
Archie, who always had to finish any little scrapes I 
started, and he, beholding my dishevelled attire, im- 
mediately questioned me as to  how I got cut up so. 
Having found out the necessary information, he start- 
ed off up the road to the neighbor's. %re he en- 
countered the five who had "piled into me, and tack- 
ling them, drove them all up on their front porch, and 
getting them into a corner, pummelled them for a 
long while, until they cried, " 'Nuff."

All the Assemblies of 
God and the Pentecostal Evangel believe in sancti- 
fication, but they do not all agree on the theory of 
how it is received, and when it is received. That is 
I\-hy we do not fuss about the theory of it in the fam- 
ily paper. 
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Did Our Lord By His Death on the Cross Atone 
for Bodily Sickness and Disease? 

YES! PRAISE THE LORD!! 

Since the Lord has becn pouring out 
His  Spirit during the past fc\v years thcre 
has conic throng11 the Spirit a fresh revc- 
lation oi  the preciousness and power of 
the blood of Christ. \Vhile on every hand 
tlie enemy of souls is discounting, bclit- 
tling and explaining away the salvation, 
and victory, and virtue, and exceeding pre- 
ciousness of the blood of the Lamb of 
God, God has raised up a people who de- 
light t o  extol, to magnify, to ever talk 
and sing about the all-victorious, all- 
healing, all-cleansing, all-blotting-out 
blood of atonement of Christ Jesus our 
Lord. 

An elderly Baptist minister once said 
to  the writer as  we walked home together 
from a Pentecostal meeting, "Most people 
are  right in what they affirm: most people 
arc  wrong in what they deny. For  in- 
stance, there arc many people who preach 
salvation through the cross, but at the 
same time deny the second coming of 
Christ. Others preach the second coming, 
but deny the truth of healing in the atone- 
ment of Christ. Some preach divine heal- 
ing, but deny that the dear Lord will bap- 
tize in the Spirit the same today as  at 
Pentecost. All these men are right in 
what they aflirm: they are  all wrong in 
what they deny. Since I have seen this 
tendency in the ministry, I have carefully 
examined every n e v  truth in the light of 
all tlie Scriptures. and have thus been gra- 
ciously kept irom taking sides with those 
who fight against God..' 

W e  wish the words of this Baptist 
minister had becn passed on to one oi 
his brethren in New York City before he 
took up his pen to prepare a pamphlet 
for nation-\vide circulation to deny tnc 
Lord's provision for bodily sickness and 
disease in the atonement. Opposition 
never disturbs us. I t  only sends us to 
scarc l~ the Scriptures more thoroughly, 
and, a s  a result, we always come forth 
rnorc certainly and surely grounded in 
God's truth. Our  cry must ever be, "To 
the law and to the testimony: ii they 
speak not according to this word, it is 
bccausc there is no light in theni." 

Brothrr Ilos\vortli once gavc a talk in 
the S t o ~ ~ c  Church. Chicago, in which he 
set forth the truth that provision for 
healing has been made in the atonement 
of Christ, and that when we remember 
His dcath in the celebration of the Lord's 
supper, we can by faith apprehend the 
pro\-ision and reccivc healing. X c  gavc 
many instances \ \ -hue people had I~cen 
instantly healed as  they rccrived t l ~ c  rnl- 
1)lcms of the Ixoken I)orly and shrd l~lood 
of tlie Lord. one o l  paralysis of thc olltic 
nrrvr,  onc of two stone tumors. anot l~er  
of hcmorrhoids, another of a paral~flzcd 
arm, anothrr of epileptic fit3. Our Bap- 
tist frirnil quotcs tllcsc hcalings as if 
they \vrrr llntrur. but tllr fact remains 
t h ~ t  ~11c dcar Lori1 is hcalinl: pcoplc in 
cvcry 1:1nd at His  o\vn tal)lc. Iirothrr 

\Viggles\vorth tells o i  a \vonderiul hcal- 
ing of cancer a t  his old assembly a t  Brad- 
ford, England, as  the sister who was suf- 
fering partook of the Lord's supper. T w o  
years ago, two of us were called t o  visit 
Brother Irvin C. Souders, of 42 N. Albany 
Ave., Chicago, Ill., when he was not ex- 
pected to  live. \Ye together partook of 
the L.ord's supper, and the Lord gra- 
ciously raised him up. H e  apprehended 
the truth that the Lord had made pro- 
vision not only for his spirit and soul, 
but for his body also, and a s  his faith in 
the Lord was quickened he was delivered. 

W e  were once in a meeting when a sis- 
ter arose and told, in the  power of the 
Spirit, how she had been given a vision 
that had been rcpeated t o  her three times. 
She saw a communion table with the 
bread and \vine placed upon it, and the 
Lord appeared and said three times to 
her: "This is My medicine for My saints.'' 
I l e  further told her that many were \veak 
and sickly because they came to  His  
table listlessly, carelessly, unapprehend- 
ingly. 

U7hat do tlie Scriptures say? "He that 
eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth 
and drinketh damnation to  himself, not 
discerning tlie Lord's body. F o r  this 
cause many are weak and sickly among 
you. and many sleepm-that is, had al- 
ready died. If the non-discerning of the  
Lord's body brings weakness, sickness 
and death, what must the discerning of 
His  body bring? W e  know that it brings 
strength, healing, and life. Praise the 
Lord! Thousands of us have proved that 
this is no empty theory but a glorious and 
substantial fact. All glory to  the Lamb, 
the remembrance of whose death a t  Cal- 
vary we cannot honor and celebrate too 
often. 

Turn to thc 53rd chapter of Isaiah, that 
marvelons prophetic picture of the cross. 
Campbell Morgan was once asked, "What 
translation of the Hebrew and Greek 
scriptures comes nearest t o  the original?" 
H e  replied, "Rotherhanis." \Ve quote 
from this translation. 

V. 4. Tet  surely our sicknesses ITe car- 
ried. and a s  for our pains He bare the 
burden of them,-but we accounted H7m 
Stricken, smltten of God and humbled. 

6. Yet He was pierced for tra-nsgressions 
that were ours, was crushed for iniquities 
that were our.s,-th: chastisement for our 
well-being was upon H h ,  and by 13s 
stripes there 1s healing for us. 

10. Yet Yahweh (Jehovah) purposed to 
hrulse Hlm. Hc laid on HTm sickness. 

Let  us turn to Isaac Lrrser 's transla- 
tion, that of an Hrl)rc\r \vho is translat- 
ing his own language into English. 

4. But only our dlfieases did He bear 
Himself, and our palns He rarrled: whlle 
we indeed esteemed Him stricken, smltten 
of God, and afflicted. (Note Lhe Llme when 
rlc bore them.) 
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5. Yet He was wounded for our trans- 
gressions. He was brulsed for  our inlqul- 
Lles: the chastisement of our peace was up- 
on Hlm: and through Hls bruises w a s  
heallng granted to us 

8. Through oppression and through judi- 
clal punishment was Hc taken away; but  
His generation-who could tell that Hc 
nms cut away out of the land of life, (that) 
for the transgressions of My people the 
plague was lald on Wim? 

10. Rut the Lord was pieascd to crush 
Him through disease: when (now) His  
soul hath brought the trespass-onering, ctc. 

Read these verses through carefully and 
note how marvelously the bearing of our 
sin's and sicknesses are intertwined in this 
prophetic portrayal of the cross of Cal- 
vary. The very same Ilebrew nord  is 
uscd to express both the bearing of our 
sins and sicknesses-"He hare the sins of 
many" (v. 12), and also "our diseascs H e  
bare Himsrlf" (v. 4). I s  it honest t o  
affirm that the bearing of one \\.as a part 
of Christ's atoning work, and to deny that 
on the cross of Calvary H e  bore the other, 
especially when the record says, "Through 
His bruising was healing granted to us" 
(v. 5, Leeser)? 

But ho\v does our friend explain Matt.  
8:17, "That it might be iullilled \vhich was  
spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying. 
Himself took our infirmi:ies, and hare our 
sicknesses"? H e  tells us that Christ did 
not bear our sicknesses on the cross, "but 
while H e  was alive, in the city of Caper- 
naum on the shore of Galilee-and while 
H e  u a s  in the house there. . . . I t  mas 
while H e  \vas alive, and not when H e  died 
that H e  bore the diseases and carried the 
pains. And in every single case of hcal- 
ing recorded of Him it was while H e  was  
alive." 

First, if H e  bore the111 in Capernaum, 
liow was it that the sick were healed in 
so many other places? H e  exercised H i s  
power both to forgive sins and to heal 
the sick in all parts of the land. When  
H e  forgave sins the Pharisees were very 
much disturbed (Luke 5:21), just as  some 
people are very much disturbed today 
when H e  heals the sick. Did not H e  
forgive sins in virtue of the fact that in 
the mind of God H e  was the Lamb slain 
lrom the foundation of the world, and 
that on the cross of Calvary H e  was about 
to actually bear the sins of us all? And 
were not His healings i n  virtue of t l ~ r  
fact that a t  Calvary "tlie Lord was pleased 
to crush Him through disease: when 
(now) His soul hath brought the tres- 
pass-offering" (Isa. 53:10, Leeser)? 

Our  lrirnd savs that every single case 
of healing \vas recorded of Him "while 
H e  xvas alive." Praise God. H e  is still 
alive, and H e  tells us that H c  is alive 
forevermore. In  the Acts we have man?, 
instances of His Ilealings aitcr His death 
anil r r~urrcct ion.  \Vhrn Pctcr went do\\-n 
to Lydda. and Acnras was raised up. he 
said to him, "Jesus Christ n~akcth  thee 
wholr." The same Jcsus. H e  who is the 
same yrstcrday, today a ~ ~ t l  forcvrr. xvas 
still healing the sick. and Pctcr ackno\vl- 
edxcd that it wns H c  \vho raiscd up l h ~ ~  . 
palsird Arneas. And as a rcsult, "All 
that dl\-elt at Lydiln anil Saron sa\v him, 
and turncil to tllr Lorrl." I-io\v coulrl sin- 
ners b r  forni\.cn or the sick hcalerl, as  
\vr read they were in the Acts, unlcss our  



precious Lord  had laid tlic ground of both 
forgiveness and  healing in His  atone- 
men t ?  W e  might well put the question 
here,  F r o m  the  day of Pentecost onward, 
ha s  i t  been possible f o r  m e n  t o  receive 
any  blessing f rom God s ave  o n  t he  ground 
of t h e  atoning work of o u r  Lord  and 
Savioui Jesus Chris t?  H a s  anyone in  
any  dispensation received anything save 
o n  t he  ground of t h e  a tonement  of t h e  
L a m b  slain before t h e  foundation of the  
wor ld?  Paul 's  niessagc was "Jcsus 
Christ  and H i m  crucified," and there 
could havc been n o  o ther  foundation for 
the wonderful healings that took place 
in his ministry save. that of the cross of 
Calvary. 

Speaking of tlicse "diseases" H e  bare, 
and  the  "pains" H e  carried, our  friend 
says, "Thcy wcre not given t o  us, thc 
Gentiles, a t  all. T h e y  were given t o  thc 
Jews and t o  them exclusively. They  were 
given t p  thcm a s  the credentjals that Je- 
sus  of Razarcth ?as none othcr than their  
foretold and foreordained Messiah." 

As  regal-ds these hcalings being given 
"to the Jews exclusively," what  about the 
Samaritan leper and  the  Syroplienician 
woman's daughtcr?  T h e y  were not Jews. 
Move on t o  the Acts,  t o  the healing o f  
the impotent man  a t  Lys t ra  (Acts 11:8), 
t o  thc marvelous healings a t  Ephesus 
through handkerchiefs and  aprons  (Acts 
19:11, 12): t o  the  heal ing  of Publius' fa- 
ther  (Acts  28:8), etc. Thcse  Gentiles 
were not har red  - f rom the provision for 
physical healing, and what  scriptural 
authority has  ou r  friend for barring the 
rest of us? If we are  not to accept the 
ou r  of Isaiah &'surely H e  hath borne 
ou r  sicknesses"-because we are  told it 
was  rxelusivcly for Jc\vs, shall  w e  not 
likewise he in uncertainty about accepting 
the ou r  of the next verse-"He was  
wounded for ou r  transgressions"? Tha t  
old stalwart of the  faith, D. L .  Moody, 
did not dissect Isaiah 53 and  tell people 
that part  was  for the J e ~ s  and part  for 
the Gentiles, but he told sinners that ii 
they wanted t o  be saved they should ~ v a l k  
in to  thc  first all  of this chapter and  come 
out  a t  the last. W a l k  by faith liken-is? 
in to  the first ou r  of this chapter and come 
out a t  the last, and your portion will hc  
salvation and u4ioleness for spirit, soul 
and  liody. 

Hralings and miracles wcrc undoubtcd- 
Iv the credentials of our Lord. and heiore 
He wcnt away H e  told H i s  disciples d i a t  
~ o u l d  he thc credentials of Iielicvcrs in 
tliis dispensation: "Thcsc signs shall fol- 
low them that believe: In M y  name shall 
they east out devils; they shall speak with 
nrw tongues; . . . thcy shall  In? hands 
on the sick, and they shall recover." These  
signs were to accompany thc prraching 
of the  Gospel, not t o  Jews eaclusivcly. 
hut  "to every crcaturc" in "all the norld' l '  
(Mark  16:l.i. 17, 18).

I nolice occasionally some good articles 
in our papers on the subject of The  Bap- 
tisni of the Holy Spirit;  and then again 
things appear derogatory to  the subject. 
As oul- papers are open forums for free 
discussions of vital subjects, of interest 
to the whole church, I beg space for a 
few thouphts that secm to  me to be pcr- 
tinent to this great doctrine. Believing 
that it is not only our privilege but neces- 
sary, to make 11s one hundred per cent 
efficient, to have thc same experience en- 
joyed by the carly church, I send forth 
this article setting forth my position, and 
ask for it a careful reading. 

W e  find Peter saying, on the day of 
Pentecost, t o  the multitude who cried, 
"Men and brethren, what shall we do?" 
"Repent, every one of you, and be bap- 
tized in the name of Jesus Christ for the 
remission of sins, and ye shall receive the 
gift of the Holy Ghost. F o r  the promise 
is unto you and to your children, and to  
all that are afar off, even a s  many as  the 
Lord  our God shall call" (Acts 2:37, 38). 
This language clearly indicates, t o  my 
mind, that the Baptism of the Holy Spirit 
a s  received by the one hundred and twen- 
ty, was, and is, for all God's children 
throughout the whole Gospel dispensa- 
tion. The  same gift was bestowed upon 
Cornelius and his liousehold, some eight 
years latcr, and on the twelvc disciples a t  
Ephesus some twenty-three years after 
Pentecost. with the same outward man- 
ifestations, in cach case, of speaking in 
tongues. I believe tbe blessings of grace, 
including the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, 
were for the entire Gospel age. W h y  
not? Man's needs a re  the same. The  
unbelieving world is the same, and Jesus 
Christ is the same, and occupies the same 
place on the mediatoria! throne. 

W e  wish to  say, that after a careful 
study of the doctrine of the Baptism of 
the Holy Spirit a s  set forth in the inspired 
Word of God, for many years, and ming- 
ling freely with those who teach the doc- 
trine and claim to have received the expe- 
rience, with signs following, as  set forth 
in Acts 2:4; 10:44-46 and 19:6, that we 
believe the teachinp and experience of 
thrse people to be genuine and scriptural, 
and that they are not deceived, but that 
many among them have rcceivcd the 
samc cxpcrirnce. in the same way and 
with thr  s i m c  ou'ward signs as  did the 
early diqciplcs. With  my convictions and 
with what I hclicrc t o  he God-given light, 
1 must thus express myself. T o  do  less 
\r.oulil. in my jtdsment.  be disloyalty to 
Cod and to my I~rethren as  well; for 1 be- 
lirve it to Ijr my duty to proclaim, in 
love, the whole truth a s  I see it. 

Our  church, with many other denomi- 
nalions, is not prowing a s  it once did, and, 
a s  1101lics of l ~ c l i e ~ e r s  are growing today 
that arc  strcssinp the doctrine of the Bap- 
tism of thc IIoly Spirit with the Ril>le 
signs followi~ig, is it not possihlc. that 
in our irnr o l  "wild fire" we are  losing 
the real firc? I s  it not possil>lc that wc 
arc  rcjc.rting (or,  at Icast, failing to  CII- 

ter into) an experience that God has for 
us; and may not this be one of the rea- 
sons why we do  not have better results? 

I have never, in the past, and cannot 
now, accept the extreme tcaching and 
some of the manifestations that go  with 
the modern movement that so  definitely 
stands for the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. 
But that is IIO reason why I should dis- 
credit o r  rejcct the whole movement or re- 
fuse to  fello~vship thcse people. I a m  thor- 
oughly con\inced that they have cham- 
pioned a great Uible truth which has lain 
practically dormant for a long time, and 
that they have an experience which needs 
to be emphasized in the denominations, 
our own included. I am firm in my belief 
that  the gift of the Spirit and the gifts of 
the Spirit are  for the whole Gospel dis- 
pensation, and should be a s  much in evi- 
dence today as  in the days of the apostles. 
I t  is significant that the book of Acts  
has  no closing. I t  just stops as  if the 
things therein recorded should have con- 
tinued down to the present time and on to 
the consummation. 

Paul planted the church a t  Corinth and 
must have taught the Corinthians. to seek 
and receive the gift of the Spirit with the 
gifts of the Spirit, following, for they had 
the gifts to such an extent that he said to 
them, "Ye come behind in no gift." And 
they so  magnified the gift of tongues, as  
some have done in these days, that they 
became disorderly. Paul did not con- 
demn them wholesale; but wrote the 14th 
chapter of 1 Corinthians to set them right. 
See what he says to them: "I thank God 
I speak in tongues more than ye all." 
Think of it! Again, "I would that ye 
ALL spoke in tongues." Still again. 
"Forbid not t o  speak in tongues." I sup- 
pose that there were those in Corinth 
then, as  there are  in every city today, who 
denounced the whole thing and wanted to 
put the lid on and stop, completely, what 
they considered out of order and pro- 
priety, but evidently Paul did not agree 
with them. Now, 1 a m  willing to  line 
up with the great apostle Paul, only I 
cannot say, with him, "I speak in tongues 
more  than ye all." Wish I could. I do 
not speak in tongues but would like to for 

chapter that we all prize so  highly? 
Peter said on the day  of Pentecost. 

"This is that which was spoken by the 
prophet Joel: And it shall come to  pass 
in the last days saith God, I will pour out 
my Spirit upon all flesh." Now who will 
dare to limit the expression "the last 
days" to one day, the day of Pentecost? 
Does not the clause, "the last days" cover 
the whole Gospel dispensation, which be- 
gan on the day of Pentecost? I believe 
it docs. I t  was something that began 
then and was to be perpctuatcd through 
the Gospcl age, as  circumcision and the 
Sabbath were to be perpetuated through 
the Tewish age. - 

I notice that the people who s o  consider 
it are having results far beyond what 
those are liaving who take the opposite 
view. Let us beware, brethren, lest we 
reject a great truth and be found fighting 
against God. 

I t  is claimed that this tcaching causes 
"division, separation, and isolation on the 
part of those endorsing it." Well, have 
not God's people always bccn a called-out, 
separated people, from Abraham down to  
the present? Did not Jesus say, "Sup- 
pose ye that 1 a m  come to give pcace 
on the earth? I tell you nay, but rather 
division. For  from henceforth there shall 
be five in one house divided, two against 
three. The father against the son and 
the son against the father; the mother 
against the daughter and the daughter 
against the mother; the mother against 
the daughter-in-law and the daughter 
against the mother-in-law." H a s  it not 
been so in every religious awakening- 
the Reformation under Luther, the great 
revival under the Wcslcys, and the great 
awakening under William Miller through 
the teaching of the second coming of  
Christ? Dead, cold formalism has al- 
ways assumed an attitude of "Let me 
alone. I am all right; don't disturb me." 
That \vhich goes against the commonly 
accepted vieus has always caused divi- 
sion and separation. I t  did with Jesus, 
with the apostles, with the Reformers and 
with all progressiw movements since, and 
no doubt will to the end of timc. W e  
thc rc fo !~  conclude that the teachinp of  
the de!inite Eaptism of the Holy Spirit

T H E  P E N T E C O S T A L  E V A N G E L  

W e  have been \vatching developments 
in Russia; but thcre still is no real op- 
portunity to get into Soviet Russia. One  
can get permission to enter as  far as  
Petrograd. but only as  a tradesman or 
workingman. They \?ill keep you on the 
Esthonian border for from 8 days to 3 
weeks; and if you want t o  get out of 
Russia again, you must apply for a new 
~ ~ e r n i i t ,  and then wait another 3 weeks 
or 3 months before you can leave. 

There is a band of  Pentecostal saints 
in Petrograd, and they are permitted to 
havc public services under certain re- 
strictions. They havc to pay 50 million 
rubles per month for this "permit." This  
is only $1.40 in American money, but it 
is a big sum in Russia. T h e  price of 
food, of course, is way up-meat, 5 mil- 
lion rubles per pound; bread, 650,000: 
Iluttcr. 15,000,000 per pound. A railroad 
ride of 100 miles costs 100,000,000 rubles. 
No Bibles are printed in Russia, and they 
cannot be sent into the country unless 
an enormous sum is paid for the privi- 
lege. Thirty pounds of literature costs 
280,000,000 rubles in paper, or 40 rubles 
in gold before the Russian saints can 
get it out of the custonl house. S o  the 
only way is to first send money and 
then the literature so that they can get 
it out. 

The Lord has begun to  stir things in 
Esthonia. A revival has been on there 
all winter. One Swedish brother and a 
Finnish brother, also a brother born in 
Esthonia, have been doing a good work 
thcre. A goodly number have been 
saved and baptized in the  Spirit. 

Esthonia is a former Russian province. 
but is independent now. T h e  population 
is mixed. They are mostly Esthonians 
and Russians, but I think that there are  
numerous Polish and German Jews also. 
T h e  revival is mainly among the Esthon-  
ians. They speak a language similar to 
t he  Finnish. T h e  people are very poor. 
and the brethren who are  working there 
are supported mainly by friends in S\ved- 
e~ and Finland.
