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KEEPING THE VISION 
Evangelist Smith Wigglerworth 

Read the 20th chapter of the Acts of the  Apostles, 
beginning a t  verse 7. Humani ty  is a failure every- 
where. But when humanity is filled with divine 
power, there is no such th ing a s  failure;  and we know 
tha t  the  Baptism of the  Holy Spirit is not a failure. 

There  are  two  sides t o  this Baptism: the  first is, 
tha t  you possess the  Bapt ism;  the  second is that  the  
Uapt isn~ possesses you. This us my message a t  this 
time-being possessed by the Baptizer, and not mere- 
ly possessing the Baptizer. There  is no limit t o  the  
possibilities of such a life, because it has God behind 
i t ,  in the midst of it, and through it. I see people 
f rom time to t ime very slack, cold, and indifferent; 
Imt after they ge t  filled with the  Holy Spirit they 
become ablaze for God. I believe that  God's ministers 
a re  to  be flames of fire;  nothing less than flames; 
nothing less than mighty  instruments with burning 
~nessages ,  with a hear t  full of love, with such a depth 
of 'consecration tha t  God has taken full charge of 
the  body and it exists only that  it may manifest t he  
glory of God. Surely, this is the ideal and the purpose 
of tliis great  plan of salvation for man-that we might 
be filled with all t hc  fulness of God, and become min- 
isters of life, God working mightily in us and through 
us t o  manifest H i s  grace-the saving power of hu- 
~nan i ty .  W e  a re  only instruments for Him t o  use, 
channels through which H e  shall manifest H i s  power. 

This glorious Baptism is t o  b e  a witness t o  Jesus, 
and Lve must reach the  ideal of identification with the  
Master,  so  that  H e  can reveal Himself in His grace 
and power tlirougli us. 

Kow let us tu rn  t o  this wonderful Word  of God. 
I want you to sce tlie demonstration of this power 
in tliis man Paul-this man who \vas "born out of due 
t ime;" this Paul, who was  plucked a s  a brand from 
the burning; tliis Paul whom God chose t o  be an  
apostle to  the  Gentiles. See him first a s  a persecutor, 
mat1 t o  destroy those who \\ere bringing glad tidings 
t o  the people. See how madly he rushed those people 
t o  prison, striving t o  make them blaspheme that  holy 
name. Then see this same man changed by the power 
o f  God and the  Gospel of Christ;  see him filled with 
the IToly Ghost,  becoming a buildcr for God and a 
~revcaler of the  Son of God, so  tliat he could say, "It 
is no longer I tha t  live, but Christ livetli in me" (Gal. 
1 20) .  

~ n '  thc 9 th  chapter of Acts, \r.c read that  he was 
called to  a special ministry. The  Lord said to  Ana- 
nixs. "I \\.ill shot\, him what great  things lie must suf- 
fcl- fol- my nanie's sakc." I don't want you t o  think 
that  tliis means suffering f rom diseases; for it means 
suffering persecution, suffering f rom slander, from 
strifc, from bitterness, f rom revilings and f rom many 
ot1ic1- cvil things ; but none of these things will hurt  
?-(111; ratlicr, they will kindle the fire of holy ambition, 
h e c a ~ ~ s c  tllc scripture sa?-s, "Blessed are thcy that  have 
11ec1i ~ ~ c r s x u t c d  for righteousness' s akc :  for theirs is 
the kingdom of heavcn" (Mat t .  5:lO). T o  be 1)erse- 
cuted for Christ's sake  IS t o  be joined up \vitIl a 
blessed, 11lessed people; I ~ u t ,  I ~ c t t e r  still, it means to  
I,c united with onr Lord Jesus in the closest of fel- 
Irr\vsliip, the fellowship of His  suffering. There  is 
;i day coming whcn we will rcjoicc greatly that  w c  
h;~ve Ixcn privilegctl t o  suffer for His name's sake. 

I3elo\ed, Got1 wants  \vitiieases, witnesses t o  the  

truth,  witnesses to  the  full t ru th ,  witnesses t o  the  
fulness of redemption-deliverance from sin and de- 
liverance f r o m  disease-by the  eternal power working 
in them, a s  they are  filled with life through the  Spirit. 
God wants US t o  believe that  we may be ministers of 
that kind--of glorious things wrought in us by the  
Holy Spirit. 

See in verse 7, how Pa:l was lost in his zeal for 
his ministry, so that  he continued his speech until 
midnight." Then something happened tha t  threat -  
ened to  break up the  meeting-a young man, becom- 
ing sleepy, fell out of the  window. Tha t  was enough 
to break up any  ordinary meeting. But  this man, 
filled with the Spirit of God, was  equal even t o  such 
an emergency even on t h e  moment.  H e  went down, 
picked up the  young man, brought life back into him 
by the  Spirit of life that  was  in him, then returned 
to  the upper room and continued the  meeting until 
break of day. 

In  Switzerland the  people said t o  me, "How long 
can you preach t o  us?" I said to  them, "When the  
Holy Ghost is upon us, we can preach forever!" 
When I was in San Francisco, driving down the main 
street  one day, we came across a crowd in the street .  
The driver stopped and I jumped out of the  c3r, and 
right across from where the  tumult  was, I found a 
boy lying on the ground apparently in the  grip of 
death. I got  down a;d aske;, "What is amiss?" H e  
replied in a whisper, tramp. I put my hand under- 
neath his back and said, "In the name of Jesus, come 
out." And the boy jumped up  and ran away, not even 
stopping t o  say, "Thank you." 

So you will find out that ,  with the  Baptism of the  
Holy Spirit, you will be in a position to  act ~vhel i  you 
haye no t ime t o  think. The  power and working o i  
the Holy Spirit is o i  divine origin. I t  is tlie super- 
natural, God thrilling and moving one with the auth- 
ority and po\ver of almightiness, and it brings things 
to  pass that could not come to  pass in any other wa?-. 
I had some things of this character happen on the  
ship as I \vas crossing the ocean. 1 want ever to be 
it1 Paul's position-that a t  any  time, even a t  ~ii idnight,  
in the face of anything, even death itself, God tilay 
1)e able to  manifest His power and do \\hat H e  wants  
to do through me.  This is what it means to  be pos- 
scsscd by the  Spirit of God. My heart  is thrilled with 
the possibility of coming into the  place where Paul  
\\.as. Let us read verse 19, tha t  we may ge t  our mind 
lxrfectly fortified \\,it11 this blessed t ru th  that  God 
has for us. 

" S ~ I - V ~ I I ~  tlie Lord \ ~ i t h  all humility of mind.'' None 
of u h  arc  going t o  be able t o  be ministers of tliis new, 
covenant of promisc in the  unction and polver of t he  
Spir-it 11-ithout humility. I t  seems t o  Inc that the  
\vay to  get  up is t o  ge t  down. I t  is clear t o  me tliat 
in tlic measure that  the dying of thc  Lord is in tne, 
the life of the Lord will abound in mc. And to  me, 
t ru l~ . ,  a I3aptis1n of the Holy Spil-it is not thc goal, 
hut it is an  inflow t o  reach the  highest level, the holi- 
est position that it is possible for human nature to  
reach I)y Divine polvcr. The  Rap t i sn~  of the  Holy 
Spirit is given to  reveal ant1 to make real H im in 
11-llom d\vclls "all tlic fulness of thc Godhead bodily" 
(Col. 2 9 ) .  So T sec tliat t o  be 1)aptized in the Holy 
Spirit means to  1,c I)al,tized into death,  into life, into 
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power, into fello\vsl~ip with the Trinity, where the  old 
life ceases to  be, and the life of God possesses us 
forever. 

No man can live a f t e r  seeing God; and God \\.ants 
us all t o  see Him in all His glorious, infinite sufici- 
ency, s o  that.  we shall joyfully cease t o  be-that H e  
may become our  life.. Thus it was that  Paul could 
say, "It  is no longer I that live, but Christ liveth in 
me." I believe that God wants to  make real t o  us 
all this ideal of humility where we so  recognize hu- 
man helplessness and human insufficiency that  we 
shall rest  no more on human plans and human devices 
and human energy, but  continually look t o  God for 
His  thought,  for His voice, for His power, for His  
all-sufficiency in all things. 

Now here is another word for  us. Le t  us read it. 
I t  i s  found in verse 22. "Now, behold, I g o  bound in 
spirit." ' I s  there a possibility of the  human so  coming 
into oneness with the  divine will? Le t  me give you 
t w o  other versions of Scripture. Jesus was  a man of 
flesh and blood like ourselves, though H e  was  the  in- 
carnation of the  authority and power and majesty of 
heaven, yet  he bore about in his'body our  flesh, our 
human weakness, being tempted in all points like a s  
w e  are,  yet without sin. Oh, H e  was  so  lovely! Such 
s perfect Saviour! Oh, that  I could shout "Jesus!" 
so tha t  all the world would hear. There is salvation, 
life, power, and deliverance through that  name;  but, 
belovrd, I read in Mark 1:12, that  that  body was  
driven by the Spirit. In  the  fourth chapter of Luke, 
it says "led" by the  Spirit. And now here is Paul 
"bound" in the spirit. 

Oh, what condescension that  God should lay hold 
of humanity and so  possess it with His holiness, with 
Hi s  righteousncss, with His  truth,  with His faith, tha t  
man can say, "I a m  bound in spirit; I have n o  choice; 
my only choice is for God;  my only desire, my only 
ambition is the will of God;  I a m  bound with God." 
Is  this possible, beloved? If you look into Galatians, 
f irst  c l~apter ,  you will see how \vonderfully he rose 
into this state of bliss. If you look in the third chap- 
t e r  of the  Ephesians, you will see that  he recognized 
himself as less than the least of all saints. Then, if 
you'll look into the 26th chapter of Acts, you will find 
him saying, "I have never lost the vision, Icing Agrip- 
pa, I have never lost it." Then if you will look again 
in Galatians, you will see that ,  in order to  keep the  
vision, he conferred not with flesh and blood; God 
laid hold of him, God bound him, God l~reserved him. 
I ought to  say, however, tha t  it is a wonderful posi- 
tion t o  be in-to be preserved hy Aln~ightiness-and 
we or~gh t  to  see to  it tha t  we leave ourselves t o  God. 
The  consequences will be all right. "\Vhosoever shall 
seek t o  save his life, s l~al l  lose it ; and \vhoever shall 
lose his life for my sake the same s l~al l  save it." There  
is n o  end to  such a life; it reaches right into glory. 
.4s a man yields hitnself t o  God. God lays hold of him 
i l l  the Ualitism of the Hol3- Ghost. Tllcrc is a possi- 
bility of Ixing taken chal-ge of by God and left in the 
wol-Id t o  carry out the plan of God. t o  be the  "salt 
of the earth." 

Now. heloved, I aln out for men. I t  is my business 
t o  I)c out i o r  men. I t  is my bnsiness to make el-ery- 
body hungry, dissatisfied. I t  is Iny business to  make 
people either glad or  mad. I have a message from 
l~eavcn  that will not leave people as I find them. 
Son~e th ing  must happen af ter  they a re  filled \\.it11 the 
IToly Spirit. A man filled with the Holy Slbirit is 
n o  longer an  ordinary man. A mall can 1~ swept 
I)! thc ~ ~ o ~ v e r  tri God in the first stage of t h r  rcvr- 
Iation t , f  Christ so that f r o ~ n  that moment he will 
be an cstraortlinary man. I3ut t o  1)c f~llctl ~ v i t h  t h r  

Holy Spirit he has t o  become a free, free body for 
God t o  dwell in, and t o  use, and t o  manifest Himself 
through. S o  I appeal t o  you, you people who have 
received the  Holy Spirit, I appeal t o  you t o  let God 
have His  way  a t  whatever cos t ;  I appeal t o  you t o  
keep moving on with God into a n  ever-increasing 
realization of Hi s  infinite purposes in Christ Jesus 
for His redeemed ones until you a re  filled unto  all the  
fulness of God." T o  remain three  days in the  same 
place would indicate that  you had lost the vision. 
The child of God must  catch the  vision anew every 
day. Every day the  child of God must be moved 
more and more  by the  Holy Ghost. T h e  child of God 
must come into line wi th  the  power of heaven s o  tha t  
he knolvs tha t  Gpd has His hand upon him. 

"I know,the Lord, I kno\\r the Lord, 
I know the Lord laid His hand 011 me." 

I t  is t he  same Jesus, the  very same Jesus. H e  went 
about doing good. "God.anointed Him with the .Holy 
Ghost and \vith power:  who went  about doing good, 
and healing all t ha t  were oppressed of the  devil;  for, 
God was with Him." Beloved, is not that  the  minis- 
t r y  that  God would have us see \ve a re  heir t o ?  The'  
mission of the Holy Ghost is t o  give us a revelation of 
Jesus and t o  make the  Word of God life unto us a s  it 
was  when spoken by the  Son-as new, a s  fresh, a s  
effective a s  if t he  Lord Himself were  speaking. T h c  
Bride loves t o  hear the Bridegroom's voice! Here  it 
is, the blessed \Yord of God, the  whole Word, not par t  
of it, no, no, no!  \Ye believe in the whole of it. \4'e 
really have such a n  effectiveness worked in us by 
the Word  of life, tha t  day by day w e  a re  finding out  
that  the  Word  itself giveth l i f e ;  the  Spirit of t h e  
Lord, breathing through, revealing by the  Word,  giv- 
ing it afresh t o  us, makes the  whole Word alive to- 
day. Amen. S o  I have within my hands, within my 
heart ,  within my mind, this blessed reservoir of prom- 
ises that  is able t o  do  so many marvelous things. Some 
of you most likely have been suffering because you 
have a limited revelation of Jesus, of the  fulness of 
life there  is i n  Him. 

In  Oak land ,  Calif., w e  had a meeting in a large 
theater.  God wrought  in filling the  place till we had 
t o  have overflow meetings. The re  was  a rising t ide 
of people get t ing saved in the  meeting by rising vol- 
untarily up and down in the  place, and get t ing saved. 
And then \ve had a rising tide of people who needed 
help in their  bodies, rising in faith and being healed. 
One of these la t ter  Ivas an  old man 95 years of age. 
H e  had heen suffering for three  years, till he got t o  
the  place \\,here for three weeks he had been taking 
liquids. H e  was  in a terrible s ts te .  I got  hi111 to  stand 
~vhi le  I prayed for  h i ~ n ;  and he canle I~ack ,  and, with 
radiant iace, told us that  new life had come into his 
body. He said, "I a m  95 years old. \\%en I came into 
the  meeting. I was full of pain from cancer of the  
s ~ o p a c l ~ .  I have been so  healed that  I have been eat-  
ing perfectly, and have no pain." Many of the people 
\vcre healed in a similar way.

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WILL THERE BE A REVIVAL? 
"The hand o i  the  Lord  was  upon me, and carried 

me out in the  Spirit of the  Lord, and se t  me down 
in the  midst of t he  valley which was  full of bones, 
and caused me t o  pass by tliem round about ;  and, 
behold, there were very many in tlie open field; and, 
lo, they were  very dry" (Ezek. 37:1,2). 

T h e  hand of the  Lord was upon Ezekiel and he was  
carried in the  Spirit t o  the  open valley, and there saw 
in the Spirit what  he had not seen in the natural. 
Dead bones and very dry!  Tha t  was  the  whole house 
of Israel. T h e  day before this happened, a s  he had 
looked upon his compatriots,  his fellow-tribesmen, he 
had not seen tha t  they were  dead o r  d ry  bones. But  
he had to  be taken by the  Spirit to  see things from a 
spiritual standpoint. 

Israel was becoming satisfied in her captivity. God 
had t o  send warnings t o  them that  they were not t o  
s tay  there. They were in captivity, alienated from 
the land of promise; tlie temple was  destroyed, the  
I~eloved city in ruins, and yet they were sett l ing down, 
contented. Ezekiel had t o  have the vision to  see his 
own people a s  God saw them-God's people repre- 
sented by a valley full of d ry  bones! 

History repeats itself. W e  arc  satisfied with our 
s l~i r i tual  condition, spiritual attainment,  our fine 
churches, our  progressive thought,  and the  "progres- 
sive Christian sentiment" a s  it is called; and all the  
t ime tlic t rue  temple of God is devastated, and God's 
1)eoplc arc  in captivity. Here  and there  is an Ezekiel 
who sees tlic true conditions, a s  God sho\vs him ho\v 
Cliristendoni looks in His  eyes. 

Wha t  had Ezekiel t o  d o ?  Ilid he desire t o  go  back. 
t o  be alllong l ~ i s  people, and begin a crusade in the  
strength of his own migh t?  RTo, l ~ e  listened t o  God. 
I le  did 11ot ask God q u e s t i o ~ ~ s  nor seek for equip- 
I~ient .  H e  did not call in the doctors or the evolu- 
tionists t o  reconstruct thcse bones. Can you picture 
Inan ar l -angi~lg  these boccs?  A short  leg parallel t o  
a long one. A lonc spine for a short  man. A t l ~ i n  
lower jaw for a stout,  thick upper jaw. If it werc 
possible, the  whole th ing would be grotesque. And 
~ n a n  is just a s  busy in reconstructing society, church, 
xcn:~tr, and the comn~un i ty ,  with like results of tliese 
11ici1 1v11o \vouId tl-y t o  I - C C O I I S ~ I - I I C ~  mall from these 
Imnes. 

"And he saitl unto  me, Son of mall, can these 1)oiies 
l ive? And I answered, 0 1.ord God, thou knowest.  

digain he said unto me, Prophesy upon these bones, 
and say unto  them, 0 y e  d ry  bones, hear  the  word 
of the Lord." Ezekiel was  wise. H e  had no plan. 
H e  professed his ignorance and  preferred t o  hear 
God's plan. Can there  be a revival? Will  there be 
a revival? Can these d ry  bones live? W h a t  shall 
be the  answ-er? Some say they a r e  not dry. Some 
say they are  to  live in a remote  period, and some 
say, "If we have tlie material, t he  sinews of  war ,  then 
w e  will try." Ezekiel was  wiser. "Thou knowest !:: 
Then God reveals His  plan. "Thus saith the  Lord. 
"Hear the word of the Lord." This  is the  weapon, 
the divine weapon, has been, is, and will be-the word 
of the  living God. Not man's opinion of the  Word,  not  
an abridged form of tlie Word,  not a mutilation of 
the IVord, but the  Word,  the  whole counsel of God. 
"Thus saitli the  Lord." 

"Thus saith the  Lord God u ~ ~ t o  these dry. bones; 
Behold, I will cause breath  t o  enter  into you, and ye  
shall live" (Ver. 5). T h e  W o r d  is preparatory t o  the  
Spirit working. I t  was s o  in the creation, i t  was s o  
in the incarnation, it is so  in regeneration, it is so  in  
revival. "Thus saith the  Lord  God." T h e  prepara- 
tory  blowing, o r  breathing upon, is like unto  the  first 
stage of the former rain. 

"And I will lay sinews upon you, and will bring up 
flesh upon you, and cover you wi th  skin, and pu t  
breath in you, and ye shall live; and ye  shall know 
that  I a m  the Lord." T h e  whole process .promised- 
a conlplete restoration, a perfect revival. A revival, 
a reviving from death,  a vivifying o r  revivifying. 
Were  dead;  are  alive and revived. "And s o  I proph- 
esied as  I was commanded: and a s  I prophesied there  
was a great  noise" (Ver.  7).  You say, "We don't like 
noise." Where there is life there  must be noise. 
Does the  father object t o  the  noise of t he  firstborn? 
No noise, and you have a still-born. Ask  the  fa ther  
and mother which they prefer, t he  lusty scream of a 
child tha t  is  alive o r  the  quiet of dea th  in the  still- 
born. "There was a noise." 

"And, behold, a shaking" (Ver. 7 ) .  You say, "We 
don't like shakings. Le t  all th ings  be done decently 
and in order. Shakings! Where  d o  you find shakings 
in the W o r d ?  W e  don't see  it." No, Ezekiel did not  
see his daily companions shake because they were  
spiritually dead, but in the  Spirit, he  saw tha t  when 
the  dead were coming t o  life, they were  shaking. 
Spiritually dead, no shaking;  spiritually alive, and you 
\\ill have a shaking! 

"And the  bones came together,  bone t o  his bone" 
(?r. 7) .  This is better than tlie work of reconstruc- 
t~on i s t s .  There \vas a supernatural  sor t ing and com- 
i11g together,  bone t o  his bone-the right bone t o  the  
right socket. Though they may have been scattered 
\vidcly apar t ,  they came together.  Social reconstruc- 
tion. t hc  league of nations, and all man's plans can 
never bring bone t o  his bone. But  the Holy Spiri t  
will. They went t o  their  own company (Acts 4:23), 
and their bone was joined t o  bone, and there  was  a 
shaking. S o t  o i  those lvithin the house, but of the  
house itself. You don't bclic\.c in s l iaki~igs?  Urliy. 
tlie house shook! and God says,  "Yet once more I 
shake, not the ear th  only, but  also heaven" (Web. 12: 
26). Those \vho have the spiritual shaking need have 
n o  fear wlwn the earthly shaking, t he  shaking of the  
eal-th, comes: \vlien H e  rises t o  shake the  ear th  
gl-eatly. 

".ind w l l e ~ ~  I bel~eld,  lo, the sinews and the flesh 
r a n ~ e  ul) upon them, and t h e  skin covered them a l ~ o v e ;  
hu t  there was no I ~ r c a t h  in them" (Vel-. 8). T h e  
p r o l ~ l ~ c t  saw the deficiency. H e  was  satisfied wit11 
tile first process. H e  did not belittle it. "Ile hath  
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given you the former rain moderately, and H e  will 
cause t o  come doxvn for you the rain, the former rain, 
and the  latter rain" (Joel 2:23j. .4nd tlle Lord said to  
Ezekiel, "Prophesy untc~ the wind, prophesy, son of 
man. and say t o  the wind, Thus  snit11 the  Lord God, 
come irom the four winds, oh breath,  and breathe 
upon these slain, tliat they may live" (Ver. 9). There 
was a shaking, a coming together,  a coming upon, but 
they were not standing up. Oh how the  critics could 
criticize and find fault with the prostrate a r m y ;  but 
not so the prophet. H e  was  content with the  first 
Ilrocess and trusted God for the  rest. The  prophet 
did not despise the day of small things. God had a 
1)lan t o  unfold. The  halt in the  de\-elopment \vas t o  
cnablc the  prophet, the son of man, t o  prophesy, and 
t o  say unto tlle wind, "Thus saith the  Lord God, come 
from the four winds, oh breath, and breathe upon 
these slain, tliat they may live." And this \ \as t he  
supreme tes t  of faith. I l e  might have said, "How 
can I ,  by prophesying, by inviting the  wind, cause 
this great  a rmy  t o  live?" H e  said, "I did a s  I was  
commanded:" "So I prophesied a s  H e  commanded 
me, and the breath came into them,  and they lived, 
and stood up upon their feet, an  exceeding g rea t  
army" (Ver. 10). Ezekiel did his business and God 
bvorked. 

That  is where we a re  today. Some say, "The latter 
rain has not come up t o  expectation. W h a t  is wrong  
with us?"  Well, examine yourselves a s  much as  you 
like and when you a re  through, listen t o  God. Proph- 
esy, call, pray unto  the  Spirit t o  come. On w h a t ?  
On prepared bodies. 

Ezekiel was  so  in the  Spirit tha t  he did not run back 
Iron1 the  valley t o  Babylon t o  consult tlie rabbis. 
"Shall I p ray?  Shall I call upon the  wind f rom the  
four points to come upon the slain?" The rabbis 
would have answered, "We see no slain. W e  a re  all 
orthodos and very much alive!" 

Ezekiel remained in the  Spirit, in the place \\,here 
the  Spirit took him, where he could call upon the  
Spirit and see the  Spirit operate. 

"So I prophesied a s  he commanded me" (Ver. 10). 
No quibbling or  caviling. "I just did as I was  told." 
That  is all God wants.  

"Come from the  four winds, oh h e a t h ,  and breathe 
upon these slain." Kecognize that  they were slain, 
give the whole message, don't add or '  take  irom. 
"That thcy niay live." Tha t  \\-as the supreme object. 
And God \\,ill accomplish His  purpose. 

"And t11e breath came into them, and they lived, 
and stood up up011 their feet, an  exceeding g rea t  
army" (Ver. 10). God had enough breath hidden ill 
reserve t o  give life to  the \\.hole of that  exceeding 
great  army, but it was  dependent in its release, in its 
coming forth, upon the son of man in his prophesy- 
i ng ;  and the  Spirit did the rest. Cln it be done t2-  
d a y ?  The Lord thy God changeth not. H e  says, I 
\vill pour out of m y  Spirit." not t o  flesh ~ n e r e l y  in the  
valley of d ry  bones, but, "UPON A L L  FLESH"  (Joel 
2:2S). I~Iow ran it I)e brought about?  H e  says. 
"Prophesy." "Thus saith the Lord God, I will yet for 
this be inquired of I)y the  house of Israel, t o  do  it 
f o r  them" (Ezek. 36:37). ",4nd whatsoever ye shall 
ask in my name, that  will I do, that  the Father  may 
I,c glorified in the  Son" (Tohn 14 :13). 

']'he Son of man is interceding and H e  waits for the  
sons of the  Father  t o  follow His example, and the re  
\vill stand up an exceeding great  army who will fol- 
1o\v Him a s  H e  rides for th  on the \vhite horse (Rev. 
19:11), who will c s e c ~ l t e  all lJis commands and obtain 
thc victory due t o  thc Son. Amen.

H e r  t rus t  in the  scarlet 
cord was the  means of saving her father and mother 
and many other relations. She put her house and her 
dear ones all "under the blood" (in type), for the scar- 
let  cord is a symbol of the  precious blood. Many of 
us have hung  the  scarlet line in our  windows. May 
\ve all be the  means of saving poor sinners, and thus  
earn  the  same commendation for our  good deeds a s  
Rahab, through the  Lord's mercy. Hallelujah.-

A FIGHT OF FAITH 
- (Matt. 15:21-28)

There are good fights a s  well as  bad 

ones. The  Bible tells us t o  liglit . . . 
the "good fight of faith," aud Paul says. 
"I l ~ a v e  fought a good fight . . . I have 
kept the faith,"-it takes quite a fight 
to keep it sometimes, let 111c tell you. 
Poor old John B u n y a ~ ~  said he never got 
hold of a promise f rom the Word  of 
God that tlie dcvil did not get hold of 
the other end and pull with all his n l ig l~t ,  
and there was a fight on the spot. 

One of David's mighty 1nc11 simply 
stood in the middle of a piece of ground 
full of lentils, a sort of beall patch if 
vou want to modernize it, which the 
Lord had given His  people-He had 
gi\,en it t o  all of them, but Shamma11 
was the only one \vho fought a good 
fight and kept the faith, and the bean 
patch-autl defended it against the Phi- 
listines, till the Lord wrought a great 
victory and they took to their heels. But 
note that he stood in the Addle of it. 
That  is tlle only place of safety, the very 
center of God's will as  revealed in H i s  
Word. There's where the "great vic- 
tories" are fought. Not one inch of 
territory to which you have a title sealed 
with the Blood of Calvary, is to be yield- 
rlcd to  the enemy, if you want t o  see the  
1,ord get the greatest victories in your 
life. 

I helped a brotllcr hold on to his bean 
patch once, and the Lord let him stand 
in the middle of it for years, , I  think a t  
least five from the time that he  took, 
outwardly a t  lcast, an unflincllin,rr posi- 
tion on the m'ord of God. H e  was dcaf. 
you might say stone deaf; his wife told 
mr that some days jhe could not make 
him hear anything no niatter how hard 
she tried, and of course he was weli used 
to her voice. His rase was particularly 
Iioprless as  it follo~r.cd scarlet fcvrr, 
whirli h r  had a s  a boy, and which had 
canscd all infl;~mation ~\-hich had destroy- 
ed tlir inner ear. 

Rut in the \Vord he saw hi; inalicn- 
able titlc to perfect soundness and he 
took his stand on tlie middle of his prop- 
crty. Don't forget that Shanln~ah stood 
in tlic ~nirlst of  t l ~ c  ground, thr  proplc 
flrrl hut he stood in t l ~ c  n~idqt,  didn't 
yield a h;li~-l~rcadtl~ of what God had giv- 
rn  hirn. This  hrothcr pursucd t l ~ e  sanic 
tartics as Slianllnal~, and took pcricct 
dcliverancc on t l ~ r  pround of thr finijli- 
cd work of CaIvarv. Time aftcr tinlc I 
Iiavc hrnrrl 1ii111 prav. u+cn wc lvcre all 
nssernl~lcd in tlie prayrr room, likr Ihic. 

"Lord I praisr 2nd bles.: Tliec fol- thc 
prrfect restoration of my hearing. I de- 
sirr to praise Thc r  in thr (lark, on tlir 
strcngt11 of T I I ~  unfailing pron~izcz.

H e  would keep on praising like this. 
while the rest of us helped him to praisc 
God for what H e  had done, on tlic 
strength o i  the Word  alone; (What  morc 
co111d you have than God'; Word? )  and 
if you don't think there was a tight on 
YOU don't know m u c h  about the devil. 
Yes; there was  a fight, and a good fight. 
H e  found himself right in the firing line, 
a t  the battle front- 

Behold the battle front! Did you know 
it was so  near? Perhaps you thought it 
was in some foreign land. No<  it is the 
very spot, though your own home lentil 
plot, where you hear the devil cry, "It 
is not."

\vliile other prayers appear to set mighty 
Divine q:~arrying operations going, such 
as  are  dewrihed iri the 28th chapter ol 
Joh. \vl~ere we arc told that God puts 
iorth His  hand upon tlie rock, overtur~ls 
n ~ o u ~ ~ t a i n s  I>>, the roots. c111s olrt ril.er.5 
among the rocks, bindeth the floods from 
owrflowinp, and lastly, a(ter all their 
stupendous feats o( Divinr enginccrin!: 
arc accompfishcd. H e  hrinxrtli tlic th inc  
that is hid to light. \\.liicli nirans ilia! 
you scc thc fulfillment o(  thc promisc vou 
arc  clniining. 

God is faithful and will answer every 
nrayer offered in accordance with Hi s  
rcvcaled will. and in tlic Nanic of Jesui. 
no matter how many mountains H e  has 
to  turn up side down, or how many rivcr; 
H e  has to divert from their roilrses. 
Sornetirncs it costs 11s a lot to Iiavc 0111 

praycrs answcrcd; it may mean clian$nS 
our whole livcs. So much tlic hcttrr, if 
w r  n e r d  it. I praycd a prayer .I p x , d  

many pears ago now, and God has been 
busy answering it ever sincc. I thought 
the answer would come in an easy, pleas- 
ant, possibly delightful way, but instead 
of that, terrible things began to happen. 
(Did you rver notice those first rcrscs 
in the 8th chapter of Revelation where 
we are  told that the prayrrs of all saints 
were offered upon the golden altar which 
is before the throne, with incense, and 
when the smoke of the incensc which 
came with the prayers of the saints as- 
ccnded up before God the angcl took the 
censer, and filled it u-ith fire of the altar, 
and cast it into the earth, and there were 
voices, and thundcrings, and lightnings. 
and an earthquake?) And when I ask 
God about these terrible things, H e  says, 
"I a m  answering your prayer." And I 
say, "If it keep; on like this there won't 
be much left of me by the time the prayer 
is fully answered."

!nC hcr. For H e  is her only hope and 
r r f ~ ~ p e -  What  was thc reason lor this 
silence? \%'a$ it only to make llcr ex- 
rrrisc greater faith. more indomitable cour- 
:IRC? I t  ~ ~ n d o u b t e d ~ v  served both thrsr 
cnds. But another possiblc cnplauatiou 
of t h i j  stern silence, and the stcrncr words 
that follow it, "I a m  not sent but unto 
tlw lost s l~eep of the housc of Tsracl." 
and "It is not meet to take the children's 
bread and cast it to dogs," has been sug- 
.zcstcd. Jesus would not have uttcrcd 
these words unlcis they were litcrallv and 
exactly truc. Already H e  I ~ I !  1)ccn r r -  
icctctl by T.;racl. Thc  Cross is loomin: 
in s ia l~t .  W e  find H i n ~  in tlic l l l h  c l n p

verses, predicting judgmcnt on tlie na- 
tion because of this rejection. "Woe un- 
to thee, Chorazin, woe unto thee, Beth- 
saida! for if the mighty works wl1ich 
were done in you, had been done in Tyre  
and Sidon, thcy would have rcpcnted 
long ago in sackcloth and ashes." Could 
it be possible that the enemy, using this 
woman's piteous plea as  a pretext was 
saying, "Lcave Israel. Go to Tyrc  and 
Sitlon. They will repent in dust and 
ashes." I believe that Jcsus' refusal was 
genuine, a real denial, "For H e  came, 
in the volume of the book it is w r ~ t t c n  
of  Him, to do the Father's will. I J I I ~  
what effect has it upon the won la^^' 
Does it discourage her?  Not ior o w  
moment. She came, (closer), and wor- 
shipped Him. I t  reminds us of that sub- 
lime passagc in Job when his p r o p ~ t y ,  
and his loved ones, had been swept away, 
at a single stroke, "Then Job arosc, aiid 
rent his mantle, and shavcd hi; hcad. 
and fell down upon the ground, and wor- 
shipped" (Job. 1:20). O h  if you are s e e k  
ing deliverance for thyself, or some loved 
one, and the vision tarries, there is onc 
thing to do, and that is t o  worship Him. 
Bless and praise, and adore Hi s  Iloly 
Name for His  faithiulnejs which reaches 
to  the Heavens. 

And a s  she worships, her faith rises to 
mect the new, apparently insurmountable, 
obstacles, a s  flames driven by the winri 
rise t o  cnvelop a doomed buildins, a n t  
thus shc is able to furnish us with an in- 
stance; perhaps unsurpassed in thc Sac- 
red Record, of the power of persistent 
prayer. H e r  faith conquered, and she 
pressed, as  it were, into the dealing of 
God with the Gentiles, a3 one, like the 
Apostlc Paul, bo rn  out of due time. 

Note the adjective, P E R S I S T E N T .  
"Ask and ye shall receivc, seek and yc

How long do you knock? Until the door 
swings wide. That,  and nothing less is 
persistent prayer. And listeu to hcr rc. 
ply to  the word; that sound almost cruel 
t o  us, only that we know that no cruel 
word could fall from the Saviour's lips, 
"It is not meet to take the children's 
bread and cast it to doas." (Notice t!lat 
healing is the children's bread, not pie nr 
cakc. A mothcr may refuse dainties but 
breac! never). 

"Truth, Lord, Sovereign, King, TIl? 
\\'ord is Truth. T h y  will be done. !>ut 
from your own words I find my argu- 

ment. O n  them I base my plea. Lcv~n 
thc dogs eat;  you don't let even dogs 
starve when they cry to  you. Even the 
vile, wretched sinners1 Tl1a~'s what I 
am,  a dog, a vile thing, but you cannoi 
refuse a crumb of your bounty evc2i t o  
s dog."

12:7). and 1 have pet- 
sonally proved that this manifestation 
of t h r  Spirit is profitable.

Paul would not thank 
God for speaking in t o n y e s  more than 
the voluble Corinthians unless the speak- 
ing in tongues was a means of spiritual 
edification and help. 

16. Because it is a supernatural means 
tlie Lord Himself uses to speak to thc 
people. Paul in 1 Cor. 1421  makes a 
quotation from Isa. 28:11. "For with men 
of other tongccs and other lip; will I 
speak unto this people." 

17. Because it is a God-ordained sign 
to "them that believe not" (1 Cor. 14:22), 
and we ha re  seen many unbelievers con- 
vinced of the presence of God through 
this supernatural sign. 

18. Because the  speaking in tongues 
must surely have its place in the plan 
of God, for H e  has purposely cautioncd 
men to  "forbid not to speak with tongues" 
(1  Cor. 14:39).-Stanley H .  Frotlsham.

“Go ye into all the world and preach 

the Gospel to eycrp creature.” 
“Go,” that’s it. We are a going COLI- 

tern. I mea” the Foreign Missions De- 
partment of the Assembly of God is go- 
ing some. The early disciples took this 
literally and seriously. They were a “Go- 
ing” band of Apostles. Jesus was al- 
ways on the GO. Going became the 
business of their lives. After the ascew 
sio” of our Lord the disciples wcrc cow 
tinually on the march. They were launch- 
ing out in all directions. Ye;, they were 
persecuted, but they counted it all jo? 
to suffer for Christ’s sake. The result 
of this was the spread of Mis;io”ary 
activity and the establishment of church- 
es at Samaria, Syria, Cyprus, Pamphylia, 
Gala&, Thessalonica, Ephesus, Macedon- 
ia, Italy, and Spain. The Missionary 
journeys of Paul were the typical thin* 
in the early church. Paul was called a” 
“‘Apostle to the Gentiles.” That phrase 
translated into modern English would 
read, “Paul, a Missionary to Foreigners.” 

I” the two centuries that followed \ve 
see Christians fired with the same zeal 
of “Going,“-going everywhere; in fact, 
going to the remotest sections of the 
Roman Empire. I” the early part of the 
4th century the emperor was converted 
and the govcrnrnent becatne the protector 
and patron of the new faith. 

I” the 4th centur) we see Ulphilas go- 
ing to the Goths and Martin to the Franks 
to introduce Christianity. I” the 5th 
century St. Patrick invaded Ireland to 
preach Christianity in response to the 
call, “We entreat thee to dwell among 
11s.” In the sixth century St. Columha 
went to Scotland to establish at 1o”a a 
missionary training school. St. Atqus- 
tine with a band of 40 tnonks went to 
our Saxon forefathers. Ethclbcrt, the 
King was converted and the nation led 
io Christianity. In the eighth century 
Boniface went to Germany and in tvxnt?

Meanwhile we shall 
keep on "Endeavoring"-not by talking 
or worldly means-but by prayer and un- 
feigned love toward one another t o  hold 
sacred our individual trust. of keeping the 
oneness of the Spirit. You certainly will 
find no plare for self.
