ing of the day” (Gen. 32:24). As we look
back over our spiritual careers we always
see that there has been a good deal of our
own day, and that the end of our day
was the beginning of God's day. YWe can-
not enter into the deep things of God
until we are free from our. own ideas
and ways,

Jacob!  The name means supplanter,
but when Jacob camé to the end of his
way God had a way. How slow we arve
to sce that God has a better way for cach
one of us. Deloved, the glory is never
so wonderful as when God has His way,
when we are helpless and throw down
sur sword and give up our authority to
anoather.  Jacolb was a great worker and
he would go through any bardship if he
could only have his way. In many things
he had his way, and how gloriously God
preserved him from calamity. There is
a way that scems good, but the end of
that way is death: hat God has His very
best for ecach of .Iis own, a higher stan-
dard for us than we have yet attained.
The best thing is for God’s plan and
purpose to be fulfilled in our lives, and that
we shall be delivered from the way our
own natural hearts might lead us.

Jacob and his mother had a plan (o
sccure the blessing from Isaac. DBat how
inglorious was the fulfilling of this carnal
plan.  The result of it was that Esau
hated Jacob because of the blessing where
with his father blessed him, and Esau said
in his lheart, “The days of mourning for
my father are at haud; then will T slay
my brother Jaecoh.” Qur own plans lead
us so frequently into disaster. Jacol had
to flee from the land. But how gracious
the T.ord was to that flecing fngitive.
God planned the ladder and the angels.
Our God is so gracious that He refused
to have His plans of grace frustrated by
the carnal workings of Yacob's mind; and
s0 He revealed Himsell to Jacob, saving
to him, “I am with thee. and will keep
thee in all places whither thou goest,
and will bring thee again into the land;
for 1 will not leave thee, until T have
dere that which T have spoken to thee
of.” Tt is the goodness of the Lord that
[cads to repentance, and T believe that if ever
Jacob was conseious of his own meanness
it was when God revealed His wonderiul
goodness to him.

Many things may happen in onr lives 1o
show ns how depraved we are by nature,
bue when the vail is lifted we see how
merciinl and tender God is. His tender
compassion is over us all the time. h
liow wonderful it is to be where God is!
Since the time that Jacob had had the
revelation of the ladder and the angels
he had had twenty-one years of wander-
ing, fighting and struggling. But God had
heen faithful to His promise all these
vears. Listent to Jaeob's testimony to s
wives,  “Your father hath deceived me

suficred him not to hurt me”” And his
{further testimony  to his  Tather-in-law,
“Except the God of my father had been
with me, thon hadst sent me away empty.
God hath seen my affliction and the labor
of my hands”

Now that Jacob was returning to the
land of his hirth, his heart was full of
fear. 1f ever he nceded the lord it was
just at this time. e wanted to be alone
with God. Oh to be left alone! Alone
with God! In the context we read that all
that he had. had gone on. His wives
had gone on, his children had gone on,
his sheep and oxen had gone on, his cam-
cls and asses had gone on, all had gone
on. Fle was alone. You will often find
that you alone.  \Whether von like
it or mnot, vour wife will go on, your
children will go on, your cattle will go
on. “And Jacob was left alone, and there
wrestled a man with him until the break-
ing of the day.” The Lord saw Jacob’s
nced and came down and met with him.
He it was who wrestled with the sup-
planter, breaking him. changing him,
transforming him. Jacob was brought to
a place of absolute weakncss. He knew
that his brother Fsau had power to take
away all that he had and execcute ven-
geance apon him. He knew that there
was only one kind of deliverance. No
one could deliver him but God. And there
alone, lean in soul and impoverished in
spirit he met with God. Ok we need to get
alone with God. we need to be broken,
we need to he changed. we need to he
transformed.  And when we meet with
God, when He interposes, all care and
strife is at an end. When He reveals
Himself, all is plain, and the plan of the
Holy Chost is so clear. Get alone with
God and receive the revelation of His
infinite grace and of His wonderiul pur-
poses and plans for your life.

Tacob was left alone. The picture is
s0 real to me.  Alone! Alone! Alone! He
began to think. He would think

about the ladder and the angels. 1 think
as lie began to pray his tongue would
cleave to the rooi of his mouth. Jacoh
had to wet rid of a lot of things. It
had been all Jacob! Jacob! Jacob! It wouly
all be so plain to him there alone with
God. If you get alone with €God, what a
place of revelation! What a revelation of
self'  What a revelation of the provisicn
at Calvary! Tt is here that we get the
revelation of @ life crucified with Christ,
transformed by grace, and empowered by
the Spirit!

Hour after hour passed. Oh that we
might spend all nights alone with God!
We stavy too long with our relations,
our camels and sheep. We are occupied
too much with the things of time and
sense. We need the presence of God. We
need to give God time i we are to re-
ceive new revelations from Him. We
need to get past all the thoughts of carth-
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ly matters that crowd in so rapidly., We
need to give God time to deal with us.
It is only after He has dealt with us as
He dealt with Jacob that we can have
power with Him and prevail

Jacob was not - dry-eyed that night.
Hosea tells us, “He wept and made sup-
plication” (Hos. 12:4). He knew he had
been a disappointment to the Lord, he
had been a groveller. But in the revelation
that he received as he wrestled that night,
he saw the possibility of being transform-
ed {from a supplanter to become a prince
with God. The testing hour came when at
break of day the angel, who was nonc
other than the Lord of hosts, said to him,
“Let me go, for the day breaketh.” This
is where we so often fail. Jacob knew
that if God went without Dblessing him,
Fsau could not be niet. You cannot mect
the terrible things that await you in the
world unless you secure the blessing of
God. If vou are left alone—alone with
God—and you cannot get to a place of
victory, it is a terrible time,

You must never let go, whatever you are
seeking—fresh revelation, light on the path,
some particular need—never let go. Vie-
tory is ours ii we are carnest enough. 1f
darkness covers vou, if it is a fresh reve-
lation you meed. or your mind needs relief,
or there are problems that you kunow you
cannot solve, lay hold of God and deelareg,
“I will not let Thee go, except thou bless
me.”

In wrestling, the strength is in the neck,
the breast and the thigh; but your great-
est strength is in your thigh. And so
the Lord touched Jacob's thigh. With
his strength gone, surcly defeat is cer-
tain. \What did Jacob do? He hung on.
God means to have a people who are
broken in themselves. for divine power
can only come when there is an end of
self-sufticiency. \When vou are broken,
still hold fast. If we let go we shall fall
short.

Jacob cried, “I will
except thou bless me” And God blessed
hitm and declared, “Thy name shall he
called no more Jacob, Lut Isracl, for as
a prince hast thon power with God and
with men, and hast prevailed.” Now a new
order is beginning. The old supplanter
has passed away, there is a new creation,
and Jacob the supplanter is transformed
to Isracl the prince. God has come into
his life. Henceforth he is a soldicr of God
and there is victory. \When God comes
into your life you will find Him enough
for all time and all eternity. As Isvael
comes forth the sun rises upon hin and
he has power over all the things of the
world, and power over Fsuu. Read how
Giod blessed and honored i Jsau mects
him. There is no fighting now, but a
blessed reconeiliation. They kissed each
other. “When a madgs ways please the
Lord, He maketh his enemics to be at peace
with him” (Prov. 16:7). “Iint what about
all these cattle, Jacob?” “Dh, that's a
present.”  “Oh, I have plenty; I don’t
want vour cattle. What a joy it is to sce
vour face again'” “What a wonderful
change!

There may be a  thought somctimes
that He has left vou. h na. He has
promised never (o leave ns nor forsake us.
He had promised not to Jeave Jacob and
He did not {ail in His promise. He has
promised not to leave ns and Ple will
not fail. We need to get alone with God,
to have a recal meecting with God. He will
bring us down. He will change  our
names. He will transform ns from Jacols
to Isracl. But we need to Iav lold of
Him. Jacoh beld on and cling to Him
until the blessing came. If God does nat
help me T am no good ior this world's
need. T am no longer salt. Tt is so easy
to lose the savor. But as we get alone
with God and meet with Him and He
gives us His Dlessing, He resalts us, He
empowers us, He brings us to brokenness,
and moves us into the orbit of His own
perfect will. God's Spirit was working
in Jacob to bring him to a placc of help-
lessness. We need to be brought to 2
place of helplessness where we do not lean
upon our own natural understanding, But
when we are brought to a state of help-
lessness it is then that we need the Lord.
it is then that we need His power, and
we need to lay hold on Him and not
let Hlim go until our whole being is surging
with the mighty power oi God. until we
are filled with the mighty faith of God,
and His very nature is implanted in us.

“And. Jacob called the name of the
place Peniel: for T have seen God face to
face. and my life is preserved. And as
he passed over Peniel the sun rose upon
him. and he halted vpon his thigh” (Vss,
30.31).  You mav ask, *\Vhat is the use
of a lame man?”

Tence-
forth we are nothing awithout Him, we
are ahsolutely dependent upon Him,
am ahsolntely nothing without the power
and unction of the Holv Ghost. Oh for
a Bfc of ahsolute dependence! Tt is only
a life of dependence that is a life of power.
If vou arc not there, get alone with
Gor, Tet Him change and trausform vou,
and never let TTim go umtil He hlesses

Prother Thingley is a good mau
in many ways. He tells the truth, pays
his debts, prays a woo:d deal, knows the
Bisle, and o on, but he cannot be easy
when he kuows someone else allows things
that he condemns.

Tust uow it is coffec-drinkers he s after.
He the Word of God 1s against
drugs, and that coffee, like tea and coca
cola is just a drug. Tt may not always be
harmful, thongh surely it sometimes is so,
but always it is a drug and furnishes no
food at all to those who drink it. He
savs that while tobacco is more harm-
ful and s objectionable for the added
reason that it is filthy, the real reason
we condemn tobacco is because it is not
icod but a drug, taken ior its drug effect,
He savs the  pastor, who is so strong
against tohacca { ot

savs

using, i he were
afraid. would cry ont also against coffee.

1 had been hearing about it, as T said,
and so today when T called on Sister
Jruckner. and found that she had been
led off by Grother Thingley and is also tel-
fing peaple the pastor onght 1o be crying
out against coffee, T decided it was tine to
do something.

1t is a hard thing to stop an cvil of
this sort. A fire is sometimes much easier
(o start than to oot stopped. So with the
monthings of such preachiers as these.
They have often been nseful men in the
past befere they took root in the world
and settled down. Thus they nsually have
4 following, aud at least their families
will stand up Yor them. So to take them to
task either publicly or privately is very
likely to hring a division m the assembly.

Thinkinz of such things b didn’t say
anvthing t¢ Sister Bruckner ahout Bro-
ther Thingley being a disturber. T had
her get her Rible and loak on while ¥
read slowly and caveiully the fourteenth
of Romans and also Colossians 2:16-17.
I tald her that while as for myself I
conld wish that no oue vsed coffee or tea,
vel the teaching of the Word is perfectly
plain that it is my duty as regards such
things to bhring no condemnation upon my
hrother beeause of it

T told her toa that for er 1o be passing
the word aronnd ameng the saints that

coffec drinkers are. not right, and that
thie pastor ought to condemn 1it, was iar
werse and any amount more iijurious 1o
the work of the tord than drinking cot-
fee is. I showed her that God has received
many coffee drinkers and so they are
His. He may not approve of their using
it, but he will be sure to be angry with
anvone who undertakes to put thein down
hecause of it. He will attend to His punish-
ing. He expressly declares that “Vengeance
is Mine.” And then in so far as what she
was saying was a reflection on the Pas-
tor, she was treading on very dangerous
wround, for Gord has expressly demanded
of ali that they do His prophets no harni.

If they are reason-
able minded people they will much mere
readily mend their ways, than i T simply
rebuke them whether publicly or privaie-
Iy, without taking pains to explain the
thing fnlly to them and show them the
Word of God on it.

OUR DEBT TO CALVARY

“We may not know, we cannot tell
What pains He had to bear;
But we believe it was for us
He hung and suffered there.”

Peering angels, gaping bulls of Bashan,
and indifferent man, sneering man! The
crucifixion, the redemption through Jesus
Christ, is so deep, so marvelous, that ang-
els desire to look into it. The sinless ones
(angels) secking to find out how their
Creator, THE sinless One, could be “made
sin” to redeem man, who at one time was
made a little lower than themselves! They
had no plummet to fathom the mystery of
godliness. Many bulls of Bashan surround-
ed Him and gaped upon Him. seeking
to destroy the indestructible Oune (Psa.
22:12-13). They were also incarnated in
those who gnashed with their teeth upon
Stephen, the follower and disciple of Jesus
Christ.

Man was indifferent when he was not
antagonistic. “Gallio cared for none of
those things” (Acts 18:17). “What is
truth?” asked Pilate when he turned from
Him who is the truth—God's Son, God
manifested, God incarnate, God suffering,
the puzzle of the ages, the enigma of time,
the adoration of eternity! The oceans of
time meet together at Calvary—an epoch
in time that will never Dbe effaced in
eternity.

Bethlehem was the prelude of Calvary,
whiech was the antechamber of the throne-
room. Jesus says, “I am the Way.”
Why? Because He led to Calvary.
“I am the Life.” Why? Decause life came
out of death. “I have power to lay it
down, and I have power to take it
again” (John 10:18). “Except a corn of
wheat fall into the ground and die, it
abideth alone, but if it die it bringeth
forth much fruit.” The grain of wheat—
the Bread of Heaven—dying on an earthly
cross! Christ came from heaven—Heav-
en's best—and He was crucified on earth
by wman, and treated as man’s worst!
Why? How? Because sin was exposed and
was scen in its worst form.

And yet man endorses the authority of
heaven even in the ignominy of the cru-
cifixion “This is Jesus the King of the
Jews” (Matt. 27.37). The King from
heaven treated as uan outcast, as one of
earth's criminal<! The outward shame, the
tnvisible suffering, was absolutely no cri-
terion of the anguish, the bitterness ot
sonl, the tragedy of holiness having to
partake of sinfulness, purity taking on im-
purity. the Beloved of the Father imbi-
bing the hatred to God and goodness.
One from whom proccedeth nothing but
graciousness, goodness and love, having to
receive in awful fulness the concentrated
essences of hatred, malignity, envy, vis-
ciousness, and every concenirated sin,
known and unknown! Ile was made sin
(2 Cor. 5:21), partook of sin, was over-
whelmed with sin. God made to meet
on Him who knew no sin the iniquity of
us all, Jew and Gentile, through all the
period of man’s existence on the earth.

Sin when it is finished bringeth forth
death (Jas. 1:15), His death showed that
sin was bringing forth its natural se-
quence. If Ide were made sin it must be
that He must die. Caiphas said that it
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was expedient that one man die that the
whole nation perish not (John 12:50).
God's vision was greater, wider. It was
expedient that one man die that the world
should not perish. The mystery of Cal-
vary, the extent of love that brought about
Calvary, can never be fathomed through
the eternities.

Calvary was not a mistake. The price
paid was compensated for by the results. It
became Him to be perfected by suffering
in bringing many sons unto glory (Heb.
2:10). The church presented to the Father,
without spot or wrinkle, will compensate
the Father for His gift, the Son for His
sacrifice, and the Spirit for His activities.
“He shall sce of the travail of his soul,
and shall be satisfied” (Isa. 53:11).

A satisfied eternity will compensate for
the unutterable anguish endured in that
three hours of eclipse—not of the sun
irom the earth, but of the Father from
the Son by the blackness of the forces
of darkness, which wrung from His lips
the words, “My God, My God, why hast
Thou forsaken Mer”

The paecans of praise from those who
throw wide the gates to let in the Ever-
lasting King, and the shouts of praise and
Hallelujahs of the redeemed will forever
be the divine anthem that will counter-
balance the despairing cry irom the ac-
cursed tree. Amen.

SHUT YOUR MOUTH

If somebody calls you bad names, or
accuses you falsely, or impugns your good
motives, or when you have done well,
makes you suffer for it as if you had done
ill (1 Peter 2:19-21), and quick words
rush to your lips, shut your mouth. It
is your only safe way. “Seest thou a
man that is hasty in his words? There
is more hope -of a foolethan of him”
(Prov. 29:20).

If you sit with a man who is full of
jokes and funnv yarns, shut your mouth.
Remember that “by thy words thou shalt
be condemned” (Matt, 12:37). He has
said that “cvery idle word” must be ac-
counted for at the judgment (Matt, 12:
36), and neither “foolish talking nor jest-
ing” . must be even named among you
(Eph. 5:4). Thus it is that “if any man
among you seem to be religious, and
bridleth not his tongue, but deceiveth his
own heart, this man’s religion is vain”
(James 1:26), and so “A fool's mouth is
his destrnction” (Prov. 18:7). Shut your
mouth.

Still if you stand up to preach, or sit
down to show a sinner God's way of sal-
vation, or cast about you for the best
words of comliort possible for one of
God’s afflicted ones, look trustingly up to
God and open your mouth wide for He
has promised to “fill it” (Psalm 81:10).
Amen.

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For our Young People’s Meeting dur-
ing the next few weeks, Brother Robin-
son will give us a series of suggestive
studies in the Book of Daniel. They will
be appreciated by old as well as young.
This first study covers the first chapter.

When the good King Josiah was ahout
twenty-three vears of age, according to
the best reckoning we can make, Daniel
was born. He was either of the royal
line, or verv closcly connected with it, and
therefore it is practically certain that he
was intimately associated with the many
and great reforms in which King Josiah
was engaged. He grew up in an atmosphere
of righteousness, The many and grievous
sins into which the Jews had fallen were
put down by Josiah with an iron hand.
The king discovered a copy of the law
which his predecessors had failed to find
when they destroyed the holy writings, and
had it read to the people. He re-estab-

" lished the Passover and the various feasts
and ceremonies of the law. It was a
time of very great interest, and the mind
of the boy Daniel, as he grew up in the
midst of these great reforms, and had
familiar acquaintance with the chief ac-
tors in them, was no doubt thoroughly
taken up with plans for bringing in un-
iversal righteousness. .

But when the boy was sixteen years
old, the good King Josiah made a mistake
that cost him his life. He wanted to go
out to battle against Pharaoh-Nechol, and
persisted in doing so notwithstanding God
sent him word by the mouth of Nechoh
to keep out of the battle. (2 Chron. 35:22).

Less than forty years of age, a good
king, doing a wonderful work for his
people, through going counter to the in-
structions of the Lord, he lost his life.-

Threec vears after the death of Josiah,
when Daniel was, supposedly, nineteen
vears of age, he with many other of the
most choice youths of the land was carried
away to Babylon. Every reason except one,
conspired to make it the discreet and
proper thing to fall in with the ways of
the court of Nebuchadnezzar, ot whose
honschold he was now a part. But that
one reason was so thoroughly ingrained
in his strong nature by his early train-
ing and high class parentage, that his
steps did not slide. The one reason that
stood out against all others was, that as
a child of God he must live a life worthy
of his profession.

It will be profitable for us to follow
his experience carefully, for he is an ex-
ample, given by God, tor young men to
follow.

Daniel Was a Boy of Discretion. The
first question that came up was over, one
might think, a rather small thing—would
he cat what the rest of the boys of his
class and in his school ate? Some of
the food that Gentiles ate was forbidden
by his God. He decided he would
abstain from the flesh and wine that
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was offered. But he did not come right
out and say so. Being wise and discreet,
he said to the man who had the rule over
him that he would prefer to have cheap-
er and more simple food. He didn't
arouse the antagonism of the man over
him by saying the meat lhe was being
given was not fit for food. A triendly,
smiling man is far casier to get along
with than one you have irritated (Dan. 1:
8). This is a fine thing for boys to re-
member in our day as well.

Daniel Was Enjoying the Blessing of
God. It pays big to be on the right side
—on God's side. The boy Joseph, in jail
on a degrading charge brought against
him by a lady of high rank, had been
on the right side—on God’s side, and so
“the Lord was with Joseph, and shewed
him mercy, and gave him favor in the
sight of the keeper of the prison” (Gen.
39:21). In a similar way when the boy
Daniel had been snatched away from his
home and from his people, and made
captive at the court of a heathen king
where he was called upon to do con-
trary to the law of God, it turned out
that “God had brought Daniel into fav-
our and tender love with the prince of
the eunuchs” under whose rule he was
kept (Dan. 1:9).

Daniel Had Confidence in God. Tak-
ing advantage of the fact that God had
made the prince of the eunuchs to love
him, and being as politic and wise as
possible he proposed to the prince of
the eunuchs to test out the danger that
the prince of the eunuchs feared, by giv-
ing him and Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-
nego vegetables only to eat. He relied
upon God, believing that in the short
space of ten days God would make such
an improvement in their appearance that
the prince of the eunuchs would not fear
that he would offend the king by letting
them eat as they preferred. The prince
of the eunuchs had to have his fears al-
layed, and Daniel took what some might
think a chance, by resting the decision
on the way God would make him and
his companions appear. Pcople with very
sick babies are now-a-days sometimes
threatened by the officers, and have a
chance to leave it to God to show the
officers that they are not worthy of punish-
ment. 1t looks to some like taking a
chance to persist in trusting the baby
to the Great Physician, but those who
trust God, launch out on Him like Dan-
iel did, believing that God will not fail
them. God did not fail Daniel any more
than He will fail us who trust Him.

Daniel Was a Boy of Much Self-Re-
straint. To sit down to a Thanksgiving
dinner, sce the roasted meats and the
highly spiced dressing, smell the enticing
odors arising from the cook’s 1 ost skil-
ful labors and feecl the urge of others
at the table hugely enjoying themselyes, and
vet eat nothing but beans and oatmeal or
the like, would be more than some of us
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would have the courage to do. But that
is what Daniel and his three companions
did, and kept it up by the year. When
the time for examination came, and they
were brought into comparison with the
other boys who had eaten what tasted
good and enjoyed themselves at the table,
it was ascertained that “in all matters
of wisdom and understanding, that the
king required of them, he found them ten
times better than all the magicians and
astrologers that were in all his realm”
(Dan. 1:20). Daniel is a shining example
to the boys of today, of the benefits of
temperance in living.

Daniel Enjoyed The Blessings of God.

Temperance and sclf-restraint are both
hard things, but both are things that
bring upon us the blessings of God. Good
health, clear minds, controlled passions
and long lives are things that, according
to the laws of nature which God has
made, are the heritage of men who make
it their life practice to be temperate and
sclf-restrained. Temperance you know
means the abstemious use of good things
and the total abstinence from bad things.
Thus it was that to these four boys
God gave “Knowledge and skill in all
learning and wisdom,” and in addition,
Daniel, the moving spirit of the group
was given ‘“understanding in all visions
and dreams” (Dan. 1:17). God has or-
dained it that way. If one would have
the best there is in life, have strength
physical, mental and moral, let him be
temperate. Alexander the Great and the
infamous Nero, both men of fine bodies,
and with the greatest opportunities, gave
themselves to intemperate living. One
died at thirty-one and the other at thirty-
three years of age. JohnWesley and his fel-
low countryman, William E. Gladstone,
after living in extreme temperance and
making themselves tremendously felt in
the world, died, one at eighty-eight and
the other at eighty-nine vears of age,
while our John D. Rockefeller, after a
life of vast labors and great attainments,
because of uniform temperance, though
cighty-six years of age is still alive and
going strong. Choose ye this day, boys,
what you will do, take the great and
lasting satisfaction that comes from tem-
perance and self-restraint, or enjoy the
good feeling of feeling well fed, and after
a chort life of weakness, pass on to an
early grave, and the fearsome judgment.

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A Revival

In Korea.

Two missionaries
who attended a spiritual convention had
a special burden for the work of the

Lord in Korea. They praved especially for
one missionary.  As a result of this in-
tercession he was led to confess before
his church a sin of which God conticted
him. The eifect was that the whote church
broke into confession; and the sacred
fire spread through the country. But, in-
variably, the work began in the heart oi
the missionary and the lcader of the con-
gregation. The missionary before men-
tioned addressed a large gathering of girls
m the words: “If I regard iniquity in
wy heart the Lord will not hear me’”
And those 150 voung wonien sank to the
floor and praved, prostrate, simultancous-
ly. for hours, in one long, low murmur.
cach to God alone in confession. Jean
Newberry, writing in The Dawn, says.
“I heard of one prayer mecting where the
missionaries were on their knees, and
sometimes on their faces, ior hours. It is
not only the part of the old prophets to
fail on their faces toward God! 1 shall
never forget seeing those 150 voung Kor-
can women, in their white robes, on their
faces, bowed to the ground, and a long,
low. cofitinuous moan of confession rising
as one voice to God. God so worked in
one place that a daily prayer meeting from
9 to 10 (the busicst hour of the day) was
held, and continued for six and a half
months, with no leader but the Holy Spirit.
It was » time of confession aud restitution
and changed lives. The American and
British and Foreign Bible Societies in
Korea have been the backbone of the
work. The Bible Societies printed. I think
it was one million copies of the Gospel
of Mark to be used in broadcast sowing
all over the country.”

The Work In China. It has been wel!
said that in spite of the present unrest,
“stakes God has driven into Chinese soii
are implanted too deep, His hostages of
grace are loo numerous, for the situation
to break up hopelessly. At the present
time thiere 1s a movement on foot to dis-
tribute a millicn copies of the New Test-
ament in China. The China Inland Mis-
cion have recently been celebrating their
sixticth anniversary. They report that
whereas in 1900 the souls baptized in thei
missions amounted to 13,000, and their
God-given income (without appeal) had
amounted to over four million dollars, that
in 1925 the baptized souls were 105,000
and the total income was approximately
cventeen millon dollars. During sixty years
more than 2000 missionaries were sent out,
of this number 1134 are still in active
service.  They have 2211 paid Chinese
workers and 2,150 voluntary Chinese work-
¢rs.  They have 1165 churches and 64,350
communicant members.

Colportage Work In Tibet. Many are
praying for the gospel work in Tibet,
and it is  cncouraging  to read in the
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China Inland Mission report of the work
of one energetic colporteur who has been
laboring on the Tibetan border. In one
vear he has sold and distributed 102,000
tracts m Tibetan, 50,000 books in Tibe-
tan and another 21,300 bLooks in Chinese,
making a total oi 173,500 copics. In the
circulation of these he has spent 181 days
away from home, upon roads that are
rough indeed. He has traversed nearly
a thousand miles on mountainous tracks,
and at least thirty times has reached an
altitude of from 14,300 {eet to 16,000 feet.
Dangers from robbers and from fierce
dogs and viclous beasts have been almost
a daily cxperience. He  has Dbivouaced
tin the pouring rains among the precipi-
tous hills of Tibet, spending onc night
on a Dog at an altitude of 14,000 fect
in a drenching rain; slept for six nights
in soaked bedding, and for eight days
wore drenched clothing., Surely such mis-
sjonaries as these deserve our sympathetic
upholding at the throue of grace.

Amongz The Annamese, The Sunday
School Times reports a native conference
of Annamese Christian workers from Ton-
Lin, Annanmi. Cambodia, Cochin, Clina.
There were Hfty delegates present.“Every
staie was able to annonnce souls saved, bod-
ies healed, and the gospel diffused in new

arcas. ‘The most remarkable report came
from Mytho, where within a vear the

number of converts jumiped from none to
about three hundred. There was also the
deliverance of two men fromn the opium
habit. the healing of a dying child, and the
winning of converts in at least twenty
curroundiug villages. A band of 11 col-
porteurs has been canvassing Sadec prov-
ince and other provinces where work has
not vet heen establishied.  Nnmbers of
converts have been enrolled. Most of the
traveling is done in little boats, which can
go up and down the small rivers quite
easilv.  Some of the evangelists have gone
hundreds ot miles on these trips. selling
scripture portions. giving out “tracts, and
expliining the gospel to any who will
listen.”

Many Russians Converted.. Brother
P:nl B. Peterson writes in the Friend of
Russia of much blessing resulting from
the labors of the missionaries of the Rus-
<ion Missionary Socicty, One missiounary
reparts 10 souls saved; another 14: another
tells of a number saved and 17 baptized:
another sends word of 21 new converts
being baptized: a Afth one, of the bap-
tism of 23 souls: a sixth worker, of the
baptisnt of 38 believers; and a fnrther
niissionary reports 200 converts, of which
they accepted 143 for baptism and they
were all haptized in onc day. They ex-
nect shortly to baptize 30 more.

A Judgment On Scoffers. Onc of the
ussian missionaries tells that on the
evening of May 23 a gronp of young pco-
ple in the village of Trostischche gathered
in the street doring a thunder storm.
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They were engaged iu a frivolous conver-
sation, referring especially to the thunder.
An older person, hearing them, rebuked
them and reminded themm of God. One
of the young men scornfully replied. “We
do not believe in such things now; we are
gods ourselves.” Just as he said this the
lightning struck one  of the buildings
by his home, and in two hours fifteen
dwelling houses and forty buildings were
destroyed by firc. The next day one
of the Dbelievers heard these young men
reproving onec another for blasphemy. In
the midst of all these things the Lord is
wondecrfully working in saving souls. A
few davs after this 27 believers were ad-
ded to the church by wvaptism.

Russian Believers In Brazil. A {ew
vears ago there was a remarkable Pente-
costal revival in Latvia, which was former-
Iy a part of the Russian cmpire, but is
now, since the war, a separate state, There
were many earnest, Baptist communicants
in this' land, who prayed earnestly for
an outpouring of God’s Spirit. The Lord
answered their prayers and the Spirit of
God was poured forth on these Baptist
believers even as He was poured out on
the Dav of Pentecost, aud they were filled
with the Spirit and spoke in tongues as
the Spirit of God gave utterance, accord-
ing to the original pattern in Acts 2:4
1t was not long before they were sub-
jected to tremendous persecution. Tke Lord
showed them to emigrate to Brazil; and
two years and a few months ago 1500 of
these Holy Snirit-baptized people emi-
grated to the state of San Paulo in
Brazil. Pastor John Inke writes of the
many privations they have had in set-
tling down in the dense and untilled for-
ests of Brazil. They have been busy con-
strncting roads and plowing the soil and
have kept the perfect unity of the Spirit,
and expect to keep in this uuity till the
L.ord comes. Thev are studying the Span-
isl language diligently and trust soon
to be able to preach the gospel in the
midst of the people with whom they are
living. They {ind them very thirsty for
God. Brother Inke writes, “A very dear
guest to us is the Pentecostal Evangel, the
contents of which convince us more and
more that our knowledge concerning the
gifts of the Holy Spirit. and of the soen-
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, is like
that possessed by the saints of the As-

sembly of God.” Tie writes that from
Soviet Russia. there are coming many
letters from Russian brethren who beg

for assistance so that they may emigrate
to Brazil in order to escape the Bolshevik
terror before it is too late. The govern-
nment of Brazil is anxious to receive these
tillers of the sail and grants free pas-
sage to those who are persecuted on ac-
cevnt of their faith, on condition that
thev remain as tillers of the soil.  Al-
ready some hnndred families are prepar-
ing themselves to emigrate from Russia
1o Prazil.

A Pentecostal Orphanage in Brazil. Two
Seandinavian sisters, Lily Johnson and
Flizabeth Johanson, have started an or-
phanage in Pernambuca in Brazil. They
write, “Last yecar the ueced of the children
came before us verv much, and we started
an orphanage work and now have ten
dear chiddren under our care. God s
wonderfully blessing them. Three of them
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have been saved and baptized in the Holy
Ghost. Tt is really good to hear these
baby tongues praising God in hcavenly
languages. Since then, another dear lit-
tle girl has yiclded her heart to the Lord
Jesns Christ. These little ones are very
interesting, as five of them are white
and five are Dblack; but they all get on
well together. Do pray for the work in
this new orphanage, that God will abund-
antly bless and save all who enter here,
and that the dear Lord will supply all
our nceds to help these helpless little
ones. )

Gospel Work In Belgium. The land of
Belgimm has for many centuries been the
battle field of Europe. It has been a land
of many spiritual battles also, and it is
said that more pcople have laid down
their lives for the gospel in the Nether-
lands in proportion to their population
than in any other couutry on the globe.
In the sixteenth aund seventcenth centuries
this land was almost wholly Protestant,
and the Bible the most treasured of books.
But under the inquisition of the Roman
church thousands were strangled, burned
alive, and buried alive. In spite of this
the gospel flourished. But in the year
1568 the holy office condemned all the
inhabitants of the Netherlands to death
as heretics. Irom this universal doom
only a few persons especially named were
exeepled. Thus, “three millions of people,
nien, women and children, were sentenced
to the scaffold.” Thanks to the efforts of
William of Orange this sentence was not
fully carried out.. However, since that
time this country has practically swing
back into the hands of Rome, so that at
the beginning of the war there wwert
scarcely more than 50,000 Protestants.
During the war, however, 300,000 Belgium
refngees went to FEngland, and from half
a million to a million went to Holland.
There a great mmany of them came in
touch with the evangelical faith, and best
of all they came in touch with the life-
giving, ever-powerfnl Word of God. God
raised up Mr. and Mrs. Ralph C. Norton,
who for ten years had been laboring with
Dr Chapman and Mr. Alexander in evan-
gelical work, and they started a work
among the Belgium soldiers both in Eng-
land and France. By the close of the
war they had put out at least one and
a half million copies of the Word of
God, and of scriptural tracts in the Bel-
giim army and in the prison and intern-
ment camps of Germany and Holland, When
the war was closed they started gospel
work in Brussels. A large number of
Catholics were converted. Since 1919 they
have opened thirty soul-saving stations
in seven of the nine provinces of Bel-
gitm, They have opened two Bible
schools, and a number of the converts
are in training for evangelists in these two
sciools. They are doing much in the way
of open air evangelism, and have two
gospel tents that they are using for re-
vival meetings during the summer. The
work of the Belgium Gospel Mission is
one that deserves onr most earnest mter-
cession,

A Vision And A Healing. Uyde Park

in London always affords an excellent
forum for open air evangelism.  Brother
A, [ Sidford writes of much excellent

evangclistic worle done in this park, and
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of many decisions fer Christ. When de-
scending from the platform recently a
man touched his arm and asked, “May
a converted Jew, who was an atheist,
give a testimony?” On bheing given per-
missien, he said, “While the revival was
going on at ‘Horbury,' my wife had a vis-
ion. God showed her a wman preaching,
and he was wearing a jacket. Though
my wife was almost blind, she was told
that if she went to ‘Horbury Chapel’ her
eves would be healed. She went, was
anainted, and when she could see, there
stood the preacher, Stephen Jeffreys,
wearing a jacket exactly as she had seen
him in the vision.” The Jew then told
how this had led to both his wife’s and
hic own conversion, and that since then
both of them had received the- Holy
Spirit just as the disciples did on the Day
of Pentecost, as recorded in Acts 2:4.
Brother Sidford asked, “Is you wife here?”
He answered. “Yes.” She came to the
platform and testified. “I have letters
from eye specialists in London describ-
ing the awful condition my eyes were
in.  This Christian Jew, (who is a
tailor) and his wife are witnessing for
Christ wherever God opens the way.

A Hundred Missionaries receive the
Baptism. During the last two vears or so,
Ged has been working in a wonderful
way in the north part of India. The
home at Darjecling under the direction
of Miss Jessie Barbour and Miss Ethel
King is open not only to Pentecostal
niissionaries bnt to all missionaries who
nceed quiet and help and rest, so when
it became known that God’s presence was
manifested in a very real way in this
home. missionaries came from other de-
nominations to wait on the Lord and re-
ceive from Him the endnentent with pow-
er. They were not disappointed for the
power of God fell upon these missionaries
just as it fell upon the carly church.

A vonng woman who was sent ont by
the Presbyterian Board to work in India
found herself placed side by side with a
Modernist and as she faccd the problems
of a heathen world, she fonnd that there
was a need in her life that was not sup-
plied. She felt that she must have the
power of God in lier life to stand against
Alodernism as well as heathenism, so when
she heard that God was working in &
new wav in tine lives of the missionaries
at Darjeeling, she came to wait upon the
Iord and was baptized in the Holy Ghost
as they were on the Day of Pentecost.
An elderly woman, who had spent thirty
vears of faithful service as a missjonary
in India. and whose life was softencd
and mellowed by her communion with
Giad and her service to the ncedy, real-
ized that there was need of more of God
in her life and she too. came to wait
vpon the Lord for the power of the Holy
Ghost. A brilliant young man, highly
educated and prominent in the affairs of
the Presbyterion Church in India, and head
of a large langnage school. in like man-
ner discovered that he had need of power
and he found that the Bantism of the
Halv Ghost as in apostalic times brought
pover from on Iligh. The fact was
brouzht to the attention of one of the
dirertors of the Presbyterian Chnrch in
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India, that a number of his workers who
have gone to the hills for a rest, instead
of playving teunis and otherwise amusing
themselves, were praying almost all the
time and seeking the Lord for more power
in their lives. After coming to the home
at Darjeeling and attending some of the
services, he refused to put his hand
upon the work, feeling that God was in
1t.

Meanwhile missionaries at different sta-
tions - had heard of what the l.ord was
doing and invitations came to Miss King
to come and visit them and instruct thein
regarding the Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
Stie went to one station which was a
large institutional work and where, as
the results of the light of Pentecost, ten
of the native workers received the Bap-
tistn of the Holy Spirit and the mission-
arics at the station began to seek. Miss
Bernice Lee has received many invitations
from denominational missionaries to come
and visit them and instruct them regard-
ing the Baptism of the Holy Spirit and
the Lord has greatly blessed her ministry
as she has accepted these invitations. This
work of GGod has grown rapidly unti! more
than one hundred denominational mission-
aries have been baptized with the Holy
Ghost and fire as that first group of mis-
sionaries were baptized on the Tiay of
Pentecost. It seems that a revival is
beginning in India and that it is begiu-
ning among the iissionaries themselves.
Those on the field are cagerly looking
forward to the return of Miss Kiug and
Miss Barbour so that the home at Dar-
jeeling may bhe opened once more as a
place where they can wait upon the Lord
and (ind in Him the fulness for which they
long.

Remarkable Campaigns in Canada and
U. 8. A. Lvangelist William E. Booth-
Clibborn, the grandson of General Booth,
the fonnder of the Salvation Army, has
been with us at headquarters for two
days this weck, and tells us of the Lord’s
blessing on his campaigns during the past
vear. He has beld meetings in Winni-
peg, Ottawa, London, Ont, Vancouver,
Victoria, New Waestminster and Seattle,
and reports over a thousand well attest-
ed cases of conversion, and 550 having
received the Baptism of the Spirit ac-
cording to Acts 2:4. In Victoria, 50 re-
ceived the Baptism, over 100 were baptized
in water and 116 joined the local work.
In Secattle, over 150 received the Acts 2:4
expericnce, and in Vancouver, 200 receiv-
¢d. DBrether Booth-Clibborn always has
special children’s meetings in his cain-
paigns. “Get the kindling on fire, and the
Jogs will soon be burning too,” he argues.
One year he spent in Germany, giving
himself entirely to the children’s work,
and as a result about 1100 children were
converted and 800 received the Baptism
in the Spirit. Brother Booth-Clibborn
is to start a campaign in Springfield, Mo,,
January 3rd.

Our sympathies
are extended to the sorrowing ones ivft
behind.
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What an extraordinary salutation this
is!  “All the saints salute you, chiefly
they that are of Cacsar’s household.” It
is found at the end of Paul’'s lstter to
the Philippians, a letter from Rome, a
Jetter from prison

“Caesar’s household!” Of all the un-
likely places in the world to find saints,
that was the most unlikely. It is won-
derful to see a snow white lily spread-
ing radiant beauty and scattering
its delicious perfume above a noisome
bed of mud. It is wonderful to find a
sprirg of sweet water in a bitter waste!
But it is far mare wounderiul to find
saints in the household of Caesar, and
this Caesar, be it remembered. was the
infamous Emperor Nero.

The historian 'says: *“The epoch which
witnessed the early growth of Cliristianity
was an epoch of which the horror and
degradation have been rarely eaualied, and
perhaps never excceded in the annals of
mankind. Abundant proofs of the ab-
normal wickedness which accompanied thke
decadence of ancient civilization are sown
broadcast over the pages of its poets,
satirists, and historians.”

“On that hard Pagan world <isgust
And secret loathing fell:

Deep weariness and sated lust
Made human life a hell.”

Rome had learned from Grecce the
lesson of her voluptuous corruption ownly
too well. The old warlike spirit of the
Romans was dead. The spirit that once
found delight in conquest was now sat-
iated by gazing on criminals fighting for
tife with bears and tigers, or upon bands
of gladiators who hacked each other to
pieces on ‘the sand crimsoned with human
blood.

At the lowest extreme of the social
scale were millions of slaves, without fam-
ily, without religion and without posses-
sions. They passed from a childhood of
degradation to a manhood of hardshin,
and an old age of unpitied neglect.

Only a little above the slaves were the
lower classes, forming the vast majority
of the freeborn inhabitants of the Em-
pire. They were largely beggars and
idlers, asking only for bread and the
games of the circus.

The contrast always to be found in a
period of national decadence, of selfish
luxury existing side by side with abject
poverty, was startlingly exhibited in
Rome. A whole population trembled lest
they should be starved by the delay of
an Alexandrian corn ship, while the upper
classes squandered a fortune on a single
bannuet. )

At the head of this whole system, now
tottering to a fall, was an emperor who,
in the terrible language of Gibbon the
historian, was at once a “priest, an atheist
and a god.” Of all the damning iniquities

against which Paul had often to rcuind
his heathen converts and against which
the wrath of God ever burns, there was
scarcely onc of which Nero was not guilty.
He was a “wholesale robber, a pitiless
despot, an intriguer, a poisoner, a matri-
cide, a liar, a coward, a drunkard, a glut-
ton, incestuous, so utterly depraved that
even the Pagans spoke of him as a mix-
ture of blood and mud.

“He had usurped a throne: he had pois-
oned the noble boy who was its legitimate
heir; he had married that boy’s sister,
only to break her heart by his brutality
and order her assassination; he had plan-
ned the murder of his own mother; he
had treacherously sacrificed the one great
general whose victories gave any luster
to his reign; he had ordered the death of
a brave soldier and a brilliant philosopher
who had striven in vain to guide his way-
ward heart: he had killed by a bruital kick
the beautiful woman whom he had torn
from her own husband to be his second
wife: he had reduced his capital to ashes,
and buffooned and fiddled and sung with
his cracked voice in public theatres, re-
gardless of the misery and starvation of
his subjects: he had charged the incen-
diarism upon the innocent Christians and
had tortured them to death by the hun-
dreds; he had done his best to render
infamous his rank, his country, his an-
cestors, the Roman—nay, the very name of
man.” Probably no man cver lived who
crowded into fourteen years of life so
black a catalogue of iniquities as Nero.
And vct his household contained saints.

I know some who read these words who
think it excceding hard to be loyal to
Jesus Christ im a workshop, a store, an
office, and a home where those around
them have no sympathy whatever for
Chliristianity.

H you are tempted because of this to
lower your colors, and to speak of your
relationship to Jesus Clirist and His peo-
ple in whispered tounes or with bated
breath, remember I entreat you, the saints
in Nero’s houschold. It should be re-
membered, too, that the saints who shone
for their Master in that hotbed of vice
had not been trained from infancy iu the
nurture and admonition of the Lord. They
were for the most part nien and womnen
who had grown up amidst tlie corruption
of paganism and had been snatched as
brands from the burning in adult life. If
they could be kept nnder these conditions,
cannot you?

Now let us recall Paul's words: “All
the saints salute you, chiefly they of Cac-
sar’s houschold.” Notice the word “chief-
ly.” The chief salutation came from the
most unlikely place. You have helpfnl
surroundings, these Christians had none.
Bad as New York, Chicago and London
may be, there is some strong opinion
against vice and immorality: in Rome
there was none. Yet like the white lily
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that springs from the muddy ooze of the
river, there were those who walked with
unsullied garments aniid all the corrup-
tions of a community steeped in the foul-
est vices, And they salute you who com-
plain that it is hard to live the Cliristian
lifc in the place where God has put you
and where duty finds vou. What would
the saints in Nero’s houschold think
of the difficulties of which vou are temp-
ted to make so much?

MIRACLES IN ENGLAND

{The following is a copy of a lectier
sent Dy the Vicar of the Church of Eng-
land to his parishioners in the city of
Wall, Fngland.)

Probably you have recad of the miracles
taking place at Surrey Tabernacle, Wal-
worth?

YWhile in London I went to sce them
and though at first somewhat prejudiced,
I was profoundly impressed that Pastor
Teffreys and his helpers were instruments
af the Lord Jesus in healing all manner
of sicknesses,

After being given up by doctors and
turned away from hospitals, the blind re-
ceived their sight, the deaf heard, the
dumb spoke, cancer was cured aud the
lame leaped for joy. Above all the gospel
was preached to rich and poor alike.

Every candidate for healing had first
to be clear in his mind and heart that
hie was washed from sin and spiritually
healed and that he loved his Saviour.

Somne of the cases of spiritual healing
that I saw were quite as amazing as anx
of the following, however incredible they
may appear. Remember, I talked with
many of the persons healed, saw them ali,
and solemnly vouch for the accuracy of
these statements.

Born Deaf and Dumb.

A man of thirty years or so, of average
build and physique, walked on to the plat-
form. The pastor and his helpers placed
their hands upon his head and praved
while he stood for a few seconds. Then
like most of the others, he fell backwards
and remained lyving on his back for about
a half a minute, while they kept their
hands on him and prayed intensely. They
scemed to know when Jesus gave the
healing and turned their prayers into
thanksgiving and praise, and then raised
him up. The pastor then told him to an-
nounce his cure to the congregation.
Never having heard or spoken before, he
didn't know exactly how to comply. How-
ever. he gladly faced the hundreds of
people and in a squeaky little voice mads:
it clear to us that he could hear and
speak, A few minutes later he was chaz-
ting to a maun as though he had been
used to talking all his life.

Blind Nearly Five Years.

A middle-aged woman, struck by light-
ning and her eyes burnt bevond recovery,
so medical science declared, received lay-
ing on of hands and prayers. Jesus re-
stored her sight in a moment,

These are but examples of many simi-
lar realities. Indced. during six healing
cervices 1 was privileged to witness 130
miracles. It was like living in the Acts
of the Aposties. Those few days in Lon-
don were the most impressive and joyvous
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of my life. Why should we not at Wall
have the same rich blessing? God is love.
Jesus is the same yesterday, to-day and
forever. Pray for more faith, love
strength and guidance for us all—] W.

Faux, Missienary
recently several banks and stores have
failed in our city. Business is at a stand-
still.  During the few months that we were
getting so little money from America, ana
during which time our industrial depart-
ments were doing nothing in the way ot
bringing in funds, we had to go in debt.
To turn the children out of the Home at
this time would have been crucl. To
tear down our houses and sell the mater-
ial or sell out our machinery, industrial.
plant or land meant giving it away. Any-
thing like that would have meant foolish
sacrifice . The neans have not yet come
in sufficient to meet our obligations and
keep us living at the same time, so we
have had to pay off part of our notes and
extend them for a longer time. The in-
terest has been raised to 36 per cent and

now one can't borrow money even for
50 per cent interest. Tt is very urgent that
we raise the money at once. May the

Lord move your hearts to respond promp-
tly. Thirty-seven have reccived the Bap-
tism of the Holy Spirit since July. A
real revival spirit has been on all suni-
mer. Praise God for “these wonderful
blessings! I never saw cur Chinese work-
ers so on fire for thc 1or(l as they have
heen this summer.

THINGS AS THEY ARE IN BRAZIL

As few in the hoteland know the need
of South Amecrica, and have given lit-
tle thought to that dark continent, I fcel
the time has come when we dare no longer
neglect this needy field.

The population of this vast continent,
about forty-five million, may be roughly
divided into the following groups:

Whites and Indians, about 30,000,000,

Mixed whites and negroes, 8,000,000.

Mixed negroes and Indians, 7,000,000,

No one knows dcfinitely how many
ladians live in Brazil, but it is estimated
that -in the Amazon Valley alone (the
ficld of my labors), there are three hun-
dred and seventy tribes, comprising seve:l
or eight million.

Much has been done to evangelize the
Indians in United States and Canada.
but what has been done for the Indians
of South America? Very little indced!
It is deemed unsafe even to approach
most of the tribes and no one is willing
to risk his life in order to win them to
Christ. We often ask ourselves the ques-
tion, when will the Christian people make
an cffort to bring the Gospel to these
needy tribes?  The Scuth American In-
dians still roam the ferest, killing game
with their poisoned arrows. They live in
fear of onc another and in dread of the
white man, who has despoiled the Indian
of his rights and who has not stopped
short of mwurder. May the church of
Christ awake to the terrible need of these
souls, a part of God's creation, and sent!
them the Word of God.

The Mixed Races of Brazil

Many Christians are asking, “Why send
missionaries to Brazil? Do they not have
the Catholic religion?” Every reason for
preaching the Gospel in North America
is equally applicable to South America, and
more ¢o. Furthermore, Catholicism in South
America is so degraded that their ad-
herents in North America and EFurape
would not recognize it. Besides the millions
who have a false idea of the Christian
faith, there are millions on the continent
who have never heard the Gospel. It con-
stitutes as needy a field for missionary
labors ax any heathen land in the world
today.

There is no ground Jor the statement
that latin America does not want Pro-
testant missions, It is true that the Roman
Church does not want them, bot the peo-
ple are growing tired of their idolatry,
their hondage and their superstition and
are reaching out for something better.

No one living in a Christian fand can
realize the awful vice, the immorality, the
illigitimacy, the  drunkenness, and the
frightful infant mortality of this land ly-
ing at our door. A large per cent of the
babies die before they are five years old.
For a young man to remain chaste after
the age of sixteen is a rare exception. It
is nnsafec  for a  mother to allow her
danghter out of her sight. From 50 to
80 per cent of the mixed races are illiter-
ate. .

Never has Rrazil been so open to  the
Gospel as it is today. Many have repud-
iated their old faith and if we would
save them from infidelity we must give
them the Gospel of Jesus Christ. New doors
are opcning constantly that we cannot
enter. Tt is only a few vears since the
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" first Peatecostal missionary went to Brazil
and today the work is progressing so
rapidly that we arc in direc need of work-
crs and teachers to train native workers.
Many of our tewmporary buildings are too
small and larger ones are nceded. We
also nced support for native workers who
are ready to enter the open doors.

The  cry rings over the water, “Come
over and help ns” (Acts 16:9). “We arc
in darkness. Superstition, vice, disease
and misery stalk the land. We are lost!
We arc perishing. Shall we call in vain?
Shal! we go down to Christless graves?
Will you turn a deal car to us?” No.
No. 1T can hear you say, “Lord send me.
Lord. what can 1 do to send the Gospel
to this neglected land?”
