This is one of those marvelous truths 

of the Scriptures that is written fo r  our 
help, that we may believe a s  we see the 
almightiness of God and also our privi- 
lege, not only to  enter in by faith, but 
to  become partakers of the blessing He  
wants to give us. My message is on the 
lines of faith. Because some do not hear 
in faith it profits then1 nothing. There 
is a hearing of faith and .a hearing which 
means nothing more than listening to 
words. I beseech you to see to it that 
everything clone may bring not only bless- 

. ing to you but strength aGiT charactei, 
and that you may be able to  see.th; good- 
ness of God in this meeting.- 

I want to impress upon you the im- 
portance of believing what the  Scripture 
says, and I may have many things to re- 
late about people who dared to believe 
God until it came to pass. This is a 
wonderful Word. In fact, all of the Word  
of God is wonderful. I t  is an  everlasting 
Word, a Word of power, a Word of 
health, a Word of substance, a Word of 
life. I t  gives life into the very nature, 
to every one that lays hold of it, if he 
believes. I want you to understand that 
there is a need for the  Word of God. 
But it is a need, many times, that brings 
us the blessing. Wha t  aln I here for! 
Because God delivered me when no other 
hand could do it. I stand before you as 
one who was given up By everybody, when 
no one could help. I was earticst and 
zealous for the salvation of souls. If 
you were in Bradford (England), you 
would know. W e  liad police protection 
for  nearly t w e n t y  years in the best 
thoroughfare in thc city, and in nly hum- 
ble way with my dear wifc, who was 
all on fire for Cod, we were ministering 
in the open air. Full of zeal? Yes. But 
one night, thirty years ago, I was carried 
home helpless. W e  kncm verq. little about 
divine hcaling-. but we prayed tlirouyli. 
I t  is thirty years and more since God 
healed nx .  I am 68 >cars old and ireshcr, 
in bcttcr health, and more f i t  for  work 
than I was a t  that time. I t  is a moct 

wonderful experience when the life of 
God becomes the life of man. The Divinc 
power that sweeps through the organisn: 
cleansing 'the blood, makes the man fresh 
every day. The life of God is resurrection 
power. 

When they brought me home helpless 
we prayed all night. W e  did all we knew. 
At ten o'clock the next morning I said 
to my wife, "This must be my last roll 
call." W e  had five children around us. 
I tell you it was not an  easy thing to  
face our circumstances. I told my wife to  
do as she thought best but the poor thing 
didn't know what to do. She called a 
physician who examined me, shook his 
head and said, "It is impossible for any.  
thing to be done for your husband; I 
am absolutely helpless. H e  has appen- 
dicitis and you have waitcd too long. 
His system will not stand an  operation. 
4 few hours, at best, will finish him."

I t  is a Scriptural  word to use in COII- 
n c c t i o ~ ~  nit11 thc Holy Spirit. Jo l i~ i  tlic 
Balltist used it in 11is prophecy about this 
glorious work of Christ  (Mat t .  3:11, etc.). 
Thc  J.ord Jcsus Himself used it during 
thc final talk t o  His  disciples on the way 
to Olivct (Acts 1 5 ) ;  and Peter  recalled 
His  cxact words eight years afterwards 
( A c ~ s  11 :I(,) wlicn called il l  qucstion about 
Cornelius. 

\Ye a r c  a little  articular about this 
point because some excellent people tell 
us tliat the "Baptism" of the Holy  Ghost 
is now an  o h o l e t e  cxpress io~~.  It  was a 
term used, s o  they  say, purely for  the 
inaugural blessing on the Day  of Pente- 
cos t ;  \vc a r e  now to  " rece iv~"  (or some 
such lrord),  and the  inference is that an 
idcntical blessing with that received in the  
"upper room" is no  longer pomsible. Now 
it is perfectly Scriptural  t o  say  tha t  w e  
"receive" the  Holy  Spi r i t ;  and  there is a 
quiet assurance o i  faith concerning the  
"promise of tllc Father" which is a s  help- 
ful as it is blessed; hut nevertheless H e  
is still prepared t o  come in a mighty over- 
\\-helming "Baptism" t o  those who  seek a 
personal Pentecost. The  use of the te rm 
"Raptisni" in coiinection with receiving the  
Holy  Ghost is non.licre in the  Scriptures 
liniited t o  a certain event o r  period. I t  
is left happily ope11 t o  all. T h e  believers 
in Acts  10 received a Pentecost "as a t  
the I~eginninp," and Peter  called i t  a 
"Baptism." Thcy had a like experience 
in l<pliesus undcr the  niinistry of the 
apostle Paul sevcral years later (Acts 
19).

Wi th  this sense of the word unde~s tood  
t l~crefore  WC can \\.ell imagine the  ponr- 
erful impression tliat would be conveyed 
t o  his hrarcrs  when John the Baptist in- 
formed t l ~ e m  of a coming One w h o  would 
baptize in the  Holy Ghost and fire. Right 
before thcir eycs was the picturc of literal 
inimcrsion in the watcrs of Jo rdan :  with 
what awe \voultl they conteniplate a grcat-  
c r  immersion, not only of body but of 
soul! John's words a r e  beggared of niean- 
i n g  if they  do  not imply an utterly over- 
whelming experience, siniilar t o  water  
baptism yet infiuitely greater.  

Then there  is the sccne on the  day of 
Pcntccost when the prophecy had its first 
fulfillment. T h e  rushing mighty wiud, the  
tongues of fire, all speak of a tremendous 
outpouring of divine energy. Note  par- 
ticularly that there was one nianifesta- 
tion of H i s  presence which we know oc- 
curred on  subsequent occasions, a n d  pro- 
vided an  unanswerable link with the  mem- 
orable "upper room,"-"They began t o  
speak with o ther  tongues a s  the Spiri t  gave 
them -utterance." Little undcrstood a s  
this r e n ~ a r ~ b l e  phenomenon has  always 
been, there is one thing about it that 
emerges plainly: their  enraptured  utter-  
ances were tlie result of men being fill- 
ed with God, overwlielmed with divine 
power and Iieavcnly ecstacy. T h e y  spoke 
thus because ordinary speech was  taken 
au-ay from them by the overflowing full- 
ness of their souls a t  tha t  supreme hour. 
Little wonder that their  theme was  "the 
wondcrful works of God." and that they 
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fullness of God can be missed, and miss- 
ed evcn Ily those nthn talk quite freely 
about a "Baptism in the Holy Ghost," and  
perhaps profess to have received such an  
cxpcrience. 

(a) \Ve can niiscall some blessing \vhich 
we have received, that was  not in any  
sense an overwhelniing cxpcrience a t  all, 
the "Baptism" of the Holy  Ghost. I t  
very likely was a really grea t  blessing, 
aud s l~ould  be a ~ i ia t tpr  of deep tliank- 
fullless and praise t o  God, but i t  was  not 
"the Baptism." \Ye saw io the  W o r d  o f  
God, and through the ministry of solne 
helpful teacher, the possibility of a clean 
heart  t l~rougli  the power of the precious 
Blootl; o r  we realized a s  never beiorc 
the call t o  a full consecration, and w e  
obeyed; o r  we grasped by faitli the  pos- 
sibility of a victorious life in Christ. All 
suc11 blessings can come to  tlie lxliever 
with the  force and power of a spiritual 
crisis in the  Christian life, yet they  a r e  
not the  "Baptism" in the  Holy Ghost. 

W e  can even learn from the  W o r d  of 
the need and possibility of really being 
baptized in the Spirit, and  then hastily 
"take it by faith" without a n y  overwhelm- 
ing  of a truly Scriptural  nature whatever. 
Tarry ing  times and waiting tinies may not 
be a necessity,-ive do  not f o r  one  mo- 
ment say they are,-God can and  does 
meet believers oftentimes with a mighty 
'Baptism of the Spirit directly they call 
upon Him in simple faith. Rut if this 
is mot the immediate experience, and if 
what we are  truly hungry for  is a real 
"Baptism" (an immersion), in t he  Holy  
Ghost, then we should continue to wait 
upon G d  until H e  does nicet us a t  Pcn- 
tecost. There  is no t l~ ing  t o  wonder a t  
in the necessity for  a tarr:;ing t ime if 
it is such an  experience we a r e  seeking; 
for there may 11e iiiuch cn~p ty ing  of seli, 
niuch heart-searching, inuch ceasing froni 
our o\\-11 \\.arks necessary bcfore God can 
fill us v i t h  Hin~self.  All of this can of- 
ten only I1e accou~plished as tlic soul 
quietly \ \airs bcforc God.

11Ye find by reading the Word ot God 
that H e  lias had a plan, or a divine rule 
by which to  govern His people ever since 
the creation of man. When H e  put Adam 
and Evc in the garden He gave them a 
rule concerning the garden to be kept 
by thcm. H e  has had divine rules ever 
since. 

IVhen H e  delivered the children of Is- 
rael from Egypt,  H e  had a rule or law 
to govern them by. But when they left 
off the rule o r  broke it a judgment rested 
on Israel. H e  not only made a rule for 
mankind, but H e  has a rule for all of His 
creation. As we arc His creation, and are 
also made in His image and likeness, we 
should give more earnest heed to the  
rules that  H e  has given us by which to  
govcrn our homes, and rear our children. 
H e  alwaj-s has given a rule for every 
thing H e  requires His children to  do. If 
we will follow them we will always make 
a success. 

Look a t  Gcn. 6:14, where God gave His 
plan and rule to Noah for the building 
of the ark. His plan was kept and His 
rules obeyed, and we find the a rk  ac- 
complished just what it was designed to 
do, because Noah obeyed God's orders in 
doing the work. 

God gave Moses the rules as  to how to 
build tbe  ark  of the covenant where 
thc covenant of God was to  be kept. 
Ex. 25:lO. H c  also gave to  Moses the 
pattern and  rule for the tabernacle. 

Surely thesc, the ark  and tabernacle, 
could not be of any more value, or im- 
portance in the  sight of God thau the  
creation of  His own hands, made in His 
likeness and image, created to inhabit this 
ear th  as  long as  it stands. Surely God 
would give mankind a rule, a divine rule, 
t o  govern their homes and their children 
by. 

Let us look a t  some of God's rules given 
to parcnls to rear their children by. In 
Deut. 6:6. 7. \\-e find how and when to 
tcnrh the children the words of God: 
"Tl~cse \vords n.hich I command thee this 
day shall be in thine hear t ;  and thou shalt 
teach them diliacntly unto thy children, 
2nd shalt talk of them wheu thou sittest 
in tliine house, and xvlien thou walkest by 
the way, and ~vlicn thou licst down, and 
when thou riscst np." S o  father, mother, 
you call s r e  in these lines what God rc- 
quires of you. Have the Word in your 
hrnrt,  then teacll your children. By the 
firrcitlr, \\-lien you finish your daily tasks, 
c;~ll  !.our cl~il(lrcr~ around the family altar 
2nd rrad the Word  of God to thcm. Trach 
t h a n  wllat it rnrans, and have prayrr with 
t l ~ c r i ~ .  \\'hrn you get u p  in tlic morning, 
and n.lirl~ you lie down at  night rcprnt 
tlic c;lnle t l i i n ~  to thrm. As you walk 
xvit l l  tlir.~n tl ,roupI~ ~ I I C  day, talk to them 
ahout the I~l ,a~l t i lo l  thincs that Gocl has 
crcatrd for Hi.5 children to enjoy. S l ~ o w  
thcni the lirautil~il  flnwcrs and t11r larsc 
trcrs tllat God lias crcatcd. \\'r hare  

seen lio~nes wllere the i a t l~e r  and mother 
claimed the Baptism of the Holy Ghost, 
but did not have fanlily prayer with their 
children. 

Let us look a t  Gen. 18:19. "For I know 
that he will conmand l ~ i s  children and his 
household after him and they shall keep 
the way of the Lord, t o  do justice and 
jutlg~nent, that the Lord may bring upon 
Abraham that  which H e  hat11 spoken of 
hin~." I n  these lines we see how God 
regards the parents that teach their chil- 
dren these things and demand obedience. 
If wc fathers and mothcrs will obey the 
rules and Word of God, and will en- 
force His rules in our homes, it will bring 
to pass the things that  God has spoken 
unto us. W e  see by these scriptures that 
God knew that Abraham was going to  
teach his children and his household to 
keep the  ways of the Lord. Father,  you 
may be sure God knows whether o r  not 
you are  going to teach that  son who is 
following in your footsteps, t he  ways 
and commandments of the  Lord. Mother, 
He knows what you a re  ~ o i n g  to teach 
that precious babe you are nursing a t  
your breast to-day. H e  knows whether 
you are  going to  bring it up in the  nur- 
ture and adnionition of the Lord. o r  not. 
No doubt many a precious babe is taken 
on to  lory before it grows big enough 
to learn the wickedness of the  world. 
H e  knows whether o r  not you are  going to  
teach that child as  it becomes a young 
man o r  a young woman, to fashion after 
the world. 

"Train up a child in the way he should 
go, and when he is old he will not depart 
from it." Prov. 22:6. Fathers and moth- 
ers, how are  you training that child whom 
God has trusted in your hands? Are you 
training it t o  fashion its life after the 
world, or teaching it the  comniandments 
of God? There are  many girls and boys 
going to ruin to-day for the  want of thc  
rialit kind of teaching, and I am sorry 
to say we have fathers and mothers in 
thc church, yes, even in our ministry, 
\vho are not teaching their children to 
he scparate from the  world. Somc of 
tllcm will po so far as  t o  allow their 
g i r l  to put on men's apparel-\war men's 
trousers, and boll their hair, n- her^ God 
said that to put on men's apparel was an  
allomination in His sight. "The woman 
shall not wear that ~vhich pcrtaincth unto 
man, nrither shnll a man put 011 a woman's 
garnictit : for all that do so are  an abonli- 
nation u l ~ t o  thc 1.ord thy God." Deut. 22:s. 

C h i  tclls us ill 1 Cor. 11 :IS, that if a 
umniaii have lonp hair it is a glory to  
hrr  for hcr hair is given her  for a cover- 
ing. Then parents. evcn ministers of the 
sacrcrl \\'orcl of God. \\.ill allow their 
clauphtrrs to cut olT !vhat Gnd cave them 
for a covrrinc and for thrir glory, in or- 
d r r  that thry Inav fazliioll ;tftcr the world. 
Arc u.c an csnmplc for thc church? If 
;In rlclrr I-nmvc not I~on.  to rule his Own 

household, how can he rule the  house of 
God? There a re  parents who claim the  
Baptism of the Holy Ghost but the  father 
will turn the children over t o  the l r~o t l~e r  
to take care of a t  church, and the  mother, 
getting tired of working with them will 
s r t  them loose to  run over the church 
house, laugh and play up and down the  
aisle, and even run back and forth across 
the rostrum while the preacher is trying to  
deliver the message. This state of things 
should never be allowed. Every minister 
should insist on proper discipline in his 
assembly. He should teach the parents 
that they take care of their children and 
see that they behave themselves in the 
church of God. 

Let us consider the  house of God as  
one of the most sacred places t o  which 
we can go, and bring up our children to 
reverence it in that way. 

Fathers and mothcrs, what will that 
child be when it grows u p ?  You will reap 
u h a t  you sow. Let us sow good seed in 
the heart of the  child and when it gets 
old you can reap joy in your child's deeds 

Some will say, "A child is a child, and 
)ou can? teach them the  Scriptufes." 
But Paul said Timothy kncw the Scrip- 
tures from a child. S o  we see that it is 
possible t o  teach them to our children. 

W e  have a great promise of encourage- 
ment in God's Word  ii  we will correct 
our children. T h e  wisest man we have 
any record of, except ' o u r  Lord Jesus, 
said, "Foolishness is bound in the  heart 
of a child, but the rod of correction shall 
drive it far  irom him." Prov. 22:15. Again 
lie said, "Correct thy son and he shall give 
thee rest. Yea, he shall give delight unto 
thy soul." S o  we see by these words that 
the rod of correction will drive foolish- 
ness f a t  from the child. By correcting 
our children we shall rest and they will 
give us great delight unto our souls. Not 
only will it benefit us but what a great 
blessing it will be to  our  children. With-  
hold not correction from the  child. "For 
if thou beatest him with the rod he  shall 
not die. Thou shalt beat him with the 
rod and shalt deliver his soul from hell." 
Prov. 23:12, 14. "Chasten thy son while 
there is hope and let not t hy  soul spare 
for hic crying." W e  see by these scrip- 
tures that the rod of correction will save 
our sons and daughters from hell. Apply 
it while there is hope. \Ye must not 
wait until it is t6o late. 

Let us train our  children in the  way 
they shall go while they a re  young. Par-  
ents, you can delay too long about train- 
ing and disciplining your child, and let 
tlic child's soul go to hell. There is a 
grcat responsibility on us. 

Preacher, what is required of you? God 
said, "Preach the Word." I am afraid 
that some preachers are  too timid on 
thesc lincs. They are  afraid that if thev 
say anything about the way the children 
arc doing, the parents will get  offended 
and won't come to  church. Mayhe some 
arc afraid the people will say, "Prcacher, 
you had hetter control your oum chil- 
dren first." Therefore tlicy rcfrain. 

Fcarlccsly teach what thc Scripturcs 
have to say on this subjcct. Lct the pas- 
tors also Ilc an f snn~p lc  to the flock. 
wl~ich God has pircn them to oversee.
