N Ephesians 1:22, 23 we read: And

We do not sufficiently appreciate this
wonderful truth that the church is Christ’s
"body on earth; that we collectively pro-
vide the only avenue, the only instru-
mentality, by which Christ is able to ex-
press Himself now in the world. He has
gote back to the right hand of the Father,
and there ever lives to make intercession
for us. He is not recognized by the
world, but through His people collective-
ly He finds the means to express Himself
in His absénce.

I see a notable change in emphasis
in the transition from the Old to the
New Testament. In the Old Testament
individuals acted in- their. rugged- in-

dividualism as the expression of the di- '

vine will. In the New Testament God

has called a body of peoplé together,
_and, as a body, they provide the new’
instrumentality by which God expresses. -

Himself.

Following the figure of the body, we
have significant words in the 12th chap-
ter of 1 Corinthians:

The body is not one member, but many.
1f the foot shall say, because I am not the
hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore
not of the body? But now hath God
set the members every one of them in the
body, as it hath pleased Him. And
the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have .no
need of thee: nor again the head to the feet,
I have no need of you. Nay, much more those
members of the body, which seem to be more
feeble, are necessary. . . . God has tempered the
body together, having given - more abundant
honor to part which lacked: . . . and whether
-one member suffer, all the members suffer with
it; or one member be honored, all the members
rejoice with it. Now ye are the body of Christ,
and members in particular.

In this passage there is a significant
eémphasis placed upon the foot as a part
of the body, because of the pessibility of
slighting the importance . of the foot.
Other members .of -the .body have value,
but it would seem from this passage that

the inspired writer is playing up the -

‘body.

In the body of ‘Christ the feet have
a unique ministry. If we turn to Ephe-
sians the 6th chapter, we note some-
thing of the value of the feet as a part of
the body of Christ. “Wherefore take
unto you the whole armor of God,
that ye may be able to withstand in the
evil day, and having done all, to stand.”
We need feet to stand. “Stand therelore,
having your loins girt about with truth,
and having on the breastplate of right-

“‘eousness; and your feet shod with the

preparation of the gospel of peace.” The
feet are plainly referred to here as signify-
ing the ministry of the church on earth in
making  known the glorious gospel. We
need -feet to reach men who. need the
gospél; and so our feet are said to be
shod with the preparation of the gospel.

-But:before this mention of the activity of

the feet, there is something more funda-

~mental.: ‘It is - referred to in that expres-

sion” “stand,” and it is repeated. “Stand

“theréfore.” .

We are in danger of overlooking this
ministry, I believe our- danger, as a
spiritual people,. increases-in proportion to
our failure to recognize and put’ right
emphasis upon this ministry of standing.

In the prophecy of Zechariah, in the’

‘4th. chapter, we have the record of a
vision given to the prophet—the:vision of

. the candelabra, its decoration, its type, its
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stand ; and then, finally, of two olive trees.
The message of this vision is: “Not by
might nor by power, but by My Spirit.” -
That is the verse that appears on the face,
of our national organ, the Pentecosial
Evangel. That is the message of this
vision ; for the prophet and those associ-.
ated with him had fallen upon difficult
times: They lacked those things visible

“and external that seemed essential to the

maintaining of God’s witness in. the earth.
Doubtless many. of them were completely
discouraged. But this vision came from

God to the heart of the prophet, which .«

said: “You need not depend upon visible
outward things. It is not the multiplica
tion of machinery that guarafitees success
in the work of God, but the Spirit of the '+
Lord” -

" In this vision the prophet’s attention, -
his interest, his curiosity, were centered s
upon one feature, He was not concerned .
particularly about the light. He doubt-

less understood. -its significance—God’s ™

witness in the world. He was not con-
cerned about the decoration of the can-
delabra, or its component parts, but his.
interest centered directly upon the two

olive trees. He said, “What are these?’ **
Let us read it:

The secret of success of that enterprise
..was the supply of God’s Spirit through

those who were anointed fo stand by the .

Lord. That-is the crux of the whole
matter in the vision which was presented
to the prophet. - The prophet was taught

us, and we have the.lesson in that choice
and precious word of Scripture—"“Not by

might, nor by power, but by My Spirit. »
- Through this vision and its interpretation,
we see that the basic need for the preser-
vation of divine expression in the earth
is priestly ministry—stonding by the Lord.

We are not the church of the Lord
Jesus Christ actually, really, by virtue
of the fact that we believe certain doc-
trines. = Further, we are not the true
church of Jesus "Christ because we have
had some experience in.the past, what-
ever that experience m1ght have been,
whatever multiple of experiences we may
have had.. No experience, however won-
derful, is a guarantee of our right relation-
ship to God today. And so the emphasis
is put upon this: “Anointed to stand by

" the Lord, Anointed for priestly ministry.”

- It is strange, isn’t it, that after we re-
ceive the Baptism in the Holy Spirit we
 fail to continue a priestly ministry with
the same degree of intensity that was ours
in seeking the Baptism in the Holy Spirit?
Tt would seem that the Lord endeavors-to
teach everyone baptized with the Holy
Spirit that one .of the most important
ministries in the body of Christ is the
priestly ministry. He lets us- wait and
seek Him earnestly. I dare say, there
are few‘people-who have received the Bap-

tism in the Holy Spirit who did not go-

through a season of earnestly seeking God.
But I should not care to see the record
- of how many have failed to continue seek-
ing the Lotd after they received the
Baptism in the Holy Ghost.. :

We are not the body of Christ actually
functlonmg without the continnal anoint-
ing .of the Holy Spirit. No group of
-believers, however wonderfully baptized
in the prrlt however wonderfully gifted
by the Spirit, is the avenue through
-which:Christ Jesus, the Head, can express
'Himself today, unless that body of be-
lievers is standing in the place of priestly
- rmrustry, seeking the face of God.

. In some corners a conception has
5grown up- that a few old women should
"do the praying in the church—that they
should be the intercessors, and that the
rest of us should do other things. But
- this mmlstry of intercession is vital to us
all, though it is likely to be ignored. We
are in danger of putting 1nsuﬁic1ent em-
'phasxs upon its value,
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In the 4th chapter of Acts, the dis-
ciples when they were released from the
authorities who arrested them, returned
to their own company, and together they
prayed earnestly, in priestly ministry.
And as the Holy Spirit moved upon
them—the living Head, Jesus Christ,
having set them on earth to carry

_on His prlestly ministry—they laid hold

of God; and in answer to that priestly
activity on the part of that group, the
body of Christ, God moved in ‘power.
They were anointed afresh by the Lord
who holds all power in His hand and who
wishes to release that power through the
avenue of the Spirit-filled, Spirit-quick-
ened church—His body. Oh, what-a won-
deérful manifestation of the power of> God
we should see if the body of Christ on
earth would arise to her privilege, would
respond to the movmg of the Spirit of
God, would come into the presence of
God in priestly ministry! The average
prayer meetmg in our churches consists
of a few minutes of tremendous stir, as
if we were going to set the world on fire;

and then it is done, in a moment, and we |

occupy ourselves in other things.

In the 13th chapter of Acts, the dis-
ciples at Antioch had gathered together,
and they occupied themselves in priestly
ministry. They were. taking their stand
by the Lord. They may have been on
their knees, physically speaking, but
spiritually they were' standing—standing

" before God, ministering to the Lord and
fasting, spending much time in the pres-

ence of God. If .we as priests would stand
in His presence, continually in.the same
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manner, He could again do the thing that
the Holy Ghost can do only .through a
Spirit-filled _church.

God is waiting for His church—His"
body——to respond to Him, to come into
His presence, to wait on Him. and to
pray, to believe and to trust Him until
she is moved upon by the energizing
power of the Holy Ghost to a priestly
ministry that will be effective and world
wide, under God’'s blessing. We rejoice
to see increase in numbers, multiplication
of agencies and means, necessary organi-
zation and machinery. "We rejoice in all
these outward evidences of God's blessing
and prosperity, but the more these things
come to us the greater danger we are
in, . For the human is prone to depend up-
on the human, and I say to all who are
believers in Christ Jesus: Let us respond
to God in this priestly ministry and pray
for a new mighty outpouring of the
Spirit of God. Things are not being
accomplished that should be accomplish-
ed. Men and women in our ranks are
not realizing the fulfillment of their minis-
try as they should realize it. We might
enumerate a great many things that are’
waiting, languishing, for the moving of
the body of people in priestly ministry, so
that from the throne of God the stream
may begin to flow again over this old
earth of ours. Certainly the tlmes de-
mand it, certainly the conditions in the
world demand it, and certainly in the
church of Jesus Christ the conditions de-

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ABUNDANCE OF GRACE

THE first chapter of Genesis describes V

the newly created world with its
animals, birds, and fishes—all in
" their perfection. And God saw that His
work was good, so perfect that He was
satisfied with it. His masterpiece was
man, made in His own image.

The whole world, animate and’ inani-
mate, was a perfect  creation, and God
created a pérfect man to regulate, subdue,
and have dominion over this perfect piece
of His handiwork.

Into the beautiful garden that the Lord
God had planted, there came a serpent.
The purpose of the serpent was to destroy
man. Eve, the helpmeet that God had
given to Adam, believed the serpent’s lie,
and she, partook of the fruit that God had
forbidden, and Adam with her. The re-
sult of this disobedience was death.

Not only was Adam estranged from
God, but he became afraid of Him and
hid. God had done nothing to cause this.
Instead of crying to God for forgiveness
when the sin was discovered, Adam and
his consort hid away from Him.

What was to be done? Let the sentence
of death be executed immediately? Let
death descend on all around? We find
that the God of grace interposed. The
full story is not given to us, but sufficient
is told for us to know that there must have
been a sacrifice in the garden, for skins
were provided as clothing for the guilty
pair. You say, “A poor substitute for
heavenly innocence!” But those skins

spoke eloquently of the coming redemp-.
tion, of the divine robe of righteousness’

to be provlded through the slain Lamb of
God.

_Had it been our privilege to enter the
garden, we would doubtless have seen
the Lord God accomplishing that sacrifice,
"and we might have -heard words some-
-thing like this: “Adam, through your dis-
obedience and sin you have forfeited your
life, The creation, which was to multiply
and replenish the earth under the divine
ordinance and your supervision, will have
to die. You have to die, but the first to
die is. this victim. You are a victim, but
I..will see that My victim  dies ﬁrst
Henceforth 1 will see you through the
covering of My own appointed victim.”
“Thus ‘we have a foreview of Calvary’s

_cross.” That was the first act of grace—
tangible, real grace—upon the edrth.
Grace was in each of the sentences that
followed, when God spoke.to the serpent,
to the woman, and to the man. The
Lord said to the serpent, “Because thou
hast done this, thou are accursed above all
cattle, and above every beast of the field;

upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust
shalt thou eat all the days of thy life.”
It was God’s grace that the serpent’ was
not annihilated even then. It deserved it.

Then there was grace, more grace and
ticher grace, in the promise that the seed
of the woman should bruise the serpent’s
head. And the seed of the woman was to
be the fullest, greatest manifestation of
God’s grace. Jesus Christ was the seed
of the woman, and He was full of grace
and truth,

But do not think that there was no
grace between the period of the promise
and the fulfillment. The grace of God
was manifested continually down through
the years. Look where you will, and you
will see it.

Balaam was hired to prophesy against
God’s people. Grace restrained and kept
him from it. Grace sent the angel to re-

tard his progress when he was riding the’

ass to the place where he was called to
curse Israel.

Grace is seen in the story of Jonah. It
was God's infinite grace that He prepared
a fish to swallow the disobedient prophet,
to preserve him when otherwise he might
have been drowned. It was all of grace
that Jonah Wwas sent to Nineveh, for God
need not have given a warning to that
city. Jonah was not a prophet of grace,
and he did not tell the people of N ineveh
to humble themselves in sackcloth and
ashes.
An ungracious man was given a gracious
errand, and a gracidbus God manifested
grace on a graceless city.
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He wanted to see the city in ashes.
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-Every_sunrise speaks -of grace. God
makes His sun to rise on the evil and the
good. Every shower tells of His grace.
He sends the rain on the just and on the
unjust. God’s sunshine is bountiful to

all, and He does not discriminate with

His rain.

Froin Eve to ChI'lSt the world had re-
peated evidences of God’s grace. The
dream that came to Nebuchadnezzar, of
beitig driven from man and his kmgdom
being taken from him, was all of grace.
Daniel cautioned the king, “Break off
thy sins by righteousness, and thine in-
iquities by shewing mercy to the:poor ; if
it may be a lengthemng ‘of thy tran-
quillity.”

The klng of Nineveh, with a very
limited message from a disobedient
prophet, turned to God. The king of
Babylon, with a full message from an
obedient prophet, did not turn. But even
in this case grace supervened in the end,
for after seven years the king’s glory was
restored to him.

God’s grace was great to the Gentiles,
it abounded to the Jews, and it has super-
abounded to the church, called out from
Jew and Gentile. The law came by
Moses, but grace and truth came by Je-
sus Christ. But even the message given

- to Moses, that we read in the book of

Leviticus, which tells of a sacrifice and of
a priest, has a message of grace.

- Sin overthrew and spoiled God’s handi-
work, but God’s plan was to restore it,
so that it would be better and greater
and more glorious; and grace was the
meadns, the channel, by which He who was

- full of grace would come and accomplish

it. The God of grace gave Christ, who

"is the embodiment of grace, who is the

reservoir of grace, to the world to ac-
complish His purpose of grace. This
grace caused sacrifice on God’s part.
Grace is a gift to man, but it requires
acceptance on man’s part

The apostle John could say, and we
can say also, as we receive God's infinite
grace; “Of His fulness have all we re-
ceived, and grace for grace.” John 1:16,
This fulness this grace is not to be paid
for, but it is a gift. Grace overflowingly
provides for every moment of our days.
Every gift of grace that we receive fits
us to receive more. . How? Because we
recognize it is grace. QOur hearts go out
to God in thankfulness, and He gives
more. We say with Dav1d “What shall
I render unto the Lord for all His benefits
toward me? 1-will take the cup- of sal-
vation.” Psalm 116:12, 13. “TI will take
more.” “David, don’t be so greedy!”
“You cannot be greedy in taking the
things of heaven.” “David, you have too
much!” “But I need more. Xarth is
so poor; and heaven is so rich, and the
saint needs continual enrlchment from.

the heavenly storehouse.”

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A FLOOD IS COMING!

T'S coming! An overwhelming flood
I of the wrath of God is on its way! His
Word plainly declares it! There is a
time to preach the love of God, and there
is a time to. preach the joy of salvation;
but there is also a time when God would
have us to know the severity of His Word.
“And God saw that the wickedness of
man was great in the earth, and that every
- imagination of the thoughts of his heart
was only evil continually.”. ... And God
said .unto Noah, The end of all Aflesh is
come before me; for the earth is filled
"with violence through them; and behold,
I will destroy them with the earth!”
That is something of the. severity of
God. Notice first of all that this passage
begins with these three words: “And God
saw!” There are untold numbers of peo-

ple today who are hoping that somehow

they will be able to sgiieeze into heaven.
They know that they are sinful. They
know -that they've rejected "God's holy
Son. But they hope that He will wink at

sin and forget their wickedness, receiving

them unto Himself in the place He has
prepared for His own. God is winking at
nothing, neither is He turning His head.
He sees the wickedness and the vileness
and the corruption of the world in 1946.
He is not only looking upon the world
and its guilt, but. He is also looking right
down into. your heart, friend, and sees
the wickedness that is lurking there. “And
God saw!”

The Word of the Lord plainly declares

that He cannot stand sin in the least de-.

gree of allowance. It is not that He is
angry with men; He is angry with sin.
Hear Him declarmg “The soul that
sinneth, it shall surely die!” It has for-
ever been decreed! His Word cannet
change. My friend, if you are hoping
that God is not looking your way when
you are in sin, just remember that He is
looking on, . and nothing escapes the
searching rays of His-eye.

The flood of God’s judgment is'coming !
“Away back there near the beginning of
_creation, He looked down upon the thing

He had ¢reated with His own hands, and
it made Him sick at heart. It was then
that He declared: “The end of all flesh
is' come before Me, . T will destroy
them with the earth!”

Notice, however, that with His promise
of - impending judgment, God always
makes a way of escape. He is not only a
righteous Judge, but He is also a loving

lieavenly Father. From heaven itself He
spoke to the heart of the one gedly man
who stood apart from all the others!
“Noah, I want you to make an ark of
gc_)pher wood, . . . and this is the fashion
which thou shalt make it!” God made
provision for all who would accept it, and
1 would point out to you that He gave
a pattern for it. Not just any boat would
do. It'had to be made exactly according
to the pattern that He gave. Why? Be-
cause it is a picture of the provision that

He is not send-
ing them forth to convert the world, but
that the world may know of His love and
choose between eternal life and ‘eternal
death.

During those long years, Noah dared
preach the truth.

“Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon
us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the
world knoweth us not, because it knéw Him not.” 1 John 3:1.

OD does not dwell in temples made with hands; but our
bodies are the temples of the Holy Ghost. We read in
Isaiah 57:15, “Thus saith the high and lofty One that

inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy ; I dwell in the high-and
holy place, with him also that is of a contrite and humble spirit,
to revive the sp1r1t of the humble, and to revive the heart of the
contrite ones.’

The place in which we worship does not matter much, but the
manner in which we worship is -.of utmost importance. Christ
.told us, “God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must wor-
ship Him in spirit and in truth.,” John 4:24, How much we
need the Holy Spirit to bring us into the kind of spiritual
worship that will bring joy to the heart of our heavenly Father,
who delights to receive. the worship of His blood-bought chil-
dren.

5:8,
And the pure in heart can see Him all the
time in everything.

“Beloved, now are we the sons of God,
and it doth not yet appear what we shall
be: but we know that, when He shall
appear, we shall be like Him; for we
shall see Him as He is, And every man
that hath this hope in him purifieth him-
self, even as He is pure.”

When we receive Him,
anythmg may take place, for all power
is given unto Him.

Paul wrote to the Corinthians, “In
everything ye are enriched by Him, in all
utterance, and in all knowledge. . . . Come’
behind in no gift; waiting for the coming
of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 1 Cor. 1:5,7.
God wants us to be enriched with utter-
ance for Him, so that everywhere we go
we are joyous witnesses of the goodness
of the Lord. Wherever I am, whether
traveling by train or ship, I preach to
the people. It is God’s plan for me. On
board ship, the captain hears, the sailors
hear, and the stewards hear. “Oh,” they
say, “we have another on board!”’ -The
world thinks there is something wrong
with you if you. are full of zeal for God.

One time, on board ship, a young man
came to me and asked me to take part in
a sweepstake. . I said to him, “I am
preaching on Sunday Will you come if
I do?” He said, “No!” Later there was
an entertainment..

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teaching has a special discussion in

the Bible. If you want the most
complete discussion of the subject of
sanctification, read the sixth, seventh,
and eighth. chapters of the Epistle to the
Romans,

It begins with the question, ‘Shall
we continue in sin that grace may
abound?” and the answer is a solemn
and emphatic, “God forbid.” The sub-
ject is presented in these three chap-
ters in seven great aspects.

First, there is the Judicial. ‘“There
is therefore now no condemnation to
them that are in Christ Jesus.” The

EVERY great subject of inspired

place of the believer is that of a man’

who has died in the person of his sub-
stitute, and is now free from all liability.
God looks upon you as He does upon His
own dear Son, and you share in all that
He is and has.

Second, the Vital. “The Spirit of life in
Christ Jests hath made me free from the
law of sin and death.”. The oak springs
from the grave of the acorn, and the
Christian, from the grave of Jesus Christ.
Dying with Him, you shall also live with

.Him. Not only live with Him, but the
works that He does you may do also
because you possess the same Spirit.

Third, the Practical. This comes out
in the word “reckon.” Rom. 6:11. You
ask, What is the use of reckoning upon
something that I do not feel? “There is
much use in it. We read that in Jamaica
that night that the slaves went freg,
they prepared a great grave and a coffin,
three by twelve feet, into which they put
every relic of their slavery—the whips,

the irons, and their fetters—and as the.

midnight hour approached, they lowered
the coffin into the grave, and a man stood
beside it, crymg, “The monster is dying,
dying, dymg, and- then-as the clock
struck twelve,
Then' they filled the grave and shouted

and sang the chorus of liberty. That is'

: what reckoning does for you. It makes
you think of yourself as #e thinks of you.
It is said of Abraham that he amen-ed
God so faith amens His promise, and
counts the things that are not as though
they were, and then God makes them so.
. Fourth, the Actual. This is expressed

by the word “yield.” Rom. 6:13. We are
to yield ourselves and our members to

* . the mold of doctrine into which we were

delivered. What is death? The apostle
says it is to be carnally minded. Sin turns
thie mind downward; holiness turns it
~ upward. I defy any man to commit sin
without in that moment losing his fellow-

“The monster is dead.”-
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ship with God, his spiritual sensibility,

‘and his stedfastness. “The wages of sin

is death,” and it is just as true of the
child of God as it is of the unsaved sin-
ner. We have put off the old man, and
we are to put on the new man and the
clothes that belong to him.

When Jesus came out of the grave,
He left behind Him His embalming
robes, and wore a garment which no
mar had woven., Put off your grave-
clothes, and put on the garments of life.
Drop every vestige of the old life. I
know a home in Chicago where two
children died from diphtheria, and the
doctor told the mother to burn everything
which they had touched. A few weeks
afterward the surviving child took the
terrible disease and died. It was found

that the reason was that the mother had
spared a cushion simply because it was
pretty.

Beloved, the contagion of hell is in
every sin. Bring it out and burn it
“Hating even the garment spotted by
the flesh.”

Fifth, Marital. The ﬁgure of the mar-
riage is vividly worked out in the seventh
chapter of Romans. It is a imatter of
love -and intimate union with Christ, the
Bridegroom of the heart. This involves
our separation from the world: What
would you think of a loyal bride in the
arms of her husband’s bitterest foe? More
monstrous is the picture of the bride
of the Lamb lying in the lap of the world
that crucified Him.

Sixth, Spiritual. There are only two

references to the Holy Spirit in the first
seven chapters of Romans; but when we
come to the eighth chapter, He is mention-
ed 29 times in 39 verses. It is a garden
redolent of the Holy Ghost.

The keynote of the chapter is the in-
dwelling of the Holy Spirit. Two ex-
pressions are used. First, we are said
to be in the Spirit, and then the Spirit
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flow fo Live am Overcoming Life

is said to be-in us. Now, there is only

. one thing in nature of which such a state-
ment could be true—that we could be in

it, and it, in uis—and the one thing is
what we call an element, Air is an
element, and so we can be in the air,
and the air in us.. Water is an element,
and we can be in the water, and the water
in ‘us. Even earth, while it is the home of
the earth worm, also fills the earth worni.

- The Holy Ghost is the element of the be-

liever’s life—vaster than the other'spaces,
mightier than the penetrating power. We
live in Him, and He in us. The worldly
man lives in the flesh, but the saint lives
in the Spirit.

There can be no amphibious Christian,
living in both elements. Your very breath
will be stifled if you dare to enter the
theater. The life of God cannot exist
there. Now, I venture to say that while
we are in the Spirit, we will not sin.
Whenever we sin, we get out of our
element, we get back to the flesh. So‘long
as we abide in Christ, sin.is unnatural
and impossible, for “he that abideth in
him sinneth not.” He says to us: “Sin
shall not have dominion over you.” Rom.
6:14, . Believe this word of His, and
trust Him to keep you from sin. ‘

Seventh, Eterngl. In the seventh of
Romans we have a man, in the grip of the
law, the law which his flesh is not able
to keep. But in the eighth, we have a man
who has come into union with God
through the Holy Ghost. When we come
to that plane, our life is eternal. We have
inherited all God’s past as well as His
future, and we go forth armed with all
His infinite rights and resources.. We are
to meet Satan as conquered foe. The
Holy Ghost brings to us the glor10us
conviction that the prince of this world is
judged, and we meet the devil as one
that has been already beaten, and. we
should always remember that there 'is
flot a whole bone left in his body.

Lest Satan should get an advantage of
us : for we are not ignorant of his devices.
2 Cor. 2.11. -

¥ § ERE we are warned not to let
Satan slip up on us like'a snarling
dog. Though he is great in wisdom
and power, yet through Christ we can
conquer. Here are some of his tactics:
“1. He iries to get us to do things in a
haurry. . ] .
A hurry spirit is generally from be-
neath. For instance: answering an un-
kind letter in a hurry; going into busi-
ness with the wrorg partner in a hurry;
quitting one church and joining another
in a hurry, especially when agitated ; fall-
ing in love and marrying in a hurry. Oh,
the wreckage all along the shores of time
because of haste. It might be well -to
hang up a motto in every room reading
thus: “He that believeth shall not make
haste.” Isa. 28:16. He who can hold

steady and fully believe, will seldom if

ever get out of divine order.
2. Awnother trick of Satan is to tor-
ment a conscientions soul over a mistake.
If you have missed a golden oppor-
tunity, Satan will pounce down upon you
and make you feel you have ruined things
and the last chance is gone forever. Not

s0, for a loving Heavenly Father can rule-

and overrule and give you another chance,
provided you are absolutely sincere. If

you will humble yourself and fully believe, -

you can profit by every mistake.

3. A third trick is to get you to stusn-
ble over others.

Some of the best saints have serious
faults. But, remember, we do not stumble
backwards; ‘we stumble over objects in
front of us. So, if you stumble over
others, this is an acknowledgement that in
some respects they are ahead of you. Do
not pull off in spirit and talk about them.
If possible, have a gentle chat with the one
concerned and, while doing so, confess
your own faults, which may be more
serious than his, :

4. Another trick of the old “accuser”
is to depress and falsely condemn. -

Upon awakening in the morning, you
may feel cast down and shut off from
. God with no apparent reason. You may
search your heart and wonder what you
have ‘done, or left undone. On such oc-
casions, do not “cast away your confi-
dence,” but calmly hold your ground; and
if your loving Lord does not show you
where you are responsible, then conclude
that this gloom is from Satan. He works
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in the dark and ‘if he cannot get you to
sin while awake, he will play upon your
nerves and subjective mind while asleep.
Fearful dreams and evil forebodings may
harass you. But no marvel!
great apostle Paul said that on dne
occasion, while in Asia, he was “pressed
out of measure, above strength, insomuch

-that he despaired even of his life.” Doubt-

less Satan tried to choke Paul to death.

5. Another sly trick is to get one to
wmake a rash vow, . '

In your zeal you may vow not to eat,
or sleep, till a loved one is saved, or heal-
ed. Listen! God is not a hard master,
You need not do as the heathen, binding
yourself with an oath. You need not
pledge to do this or that. You need not
consecrate to go here or there, but rather

consecrate simply to obey God moment by

by moment. When the proper time comes,
God will gently open or close doors ac-
cording to His will and your ability.
“There remaineth therefore a rest to the
people of God.” -

6. Another ihi;bul.rive trick is to get
one to look back with remorse.

The suggestion comes, “You are now

Even. the
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defeated ; you are not a success and never
will be; why not end it all?” This suicide
demon is kept busy flitting hefe and there,
but especially around high precipices. Sa-
tan tried to get Jesus to cast Himself -
down from the pinnacle, but was- outwit-
ted. Friend, if you are given to fits of
discouragement, keep away from high_
places and railroad bridges. Do not brood
over failures! What? Can we not trust
God? Yes, but not Satan, Many never

‘planned self-destruction, but in a fit of

despair did the rash thing. At such times .

it is well to plead the merits of Christ,
saying, “Lord Jesus, cover me with the
blood.” ‘I hide in the Rock of ages!”

7. And still another trick is to get
one to lose self-control,

Satan fans into a flame uncontrollable
desires, such as desire for food, tobacco,
drink, or sex. If Satan can catch you off
your guard, then like David you become
blind to future joys. Or, like Esay, you
sell out for a moment’s gratification, later
to seek with tears to regain your loss.
Desire may become so overwhelming as
to lead to murder in.order to cover it up.
Oh, that all young men would read the
life of Joseph frequently, beginning with
Genesis 39, His ‘ability to resist tempta-
tion, and his magnanimity in letting . God
vindicate him, placed him next to Jesus
as an example. “Go and do thou likewise.”

Along with spring and
summer will come the intense heat and bright-
ness of the sun, which we are not so sure
we shall ‘really enjoy. .

You have probably reaél of the bloody

- revolution we recently had here in Bolivia.

We felt the effects of it but no fighting took
place here in Cochabamba, for which we were
thankful. But after ninety-six hours of
bloody fighting in the capital, La Paz, the
body of President Villarroel hung from a lamp
post in the beautiful park and several thou-
sand were left dead and.wounded. Eye wit-
nesses said that gutters ran red with blood.
Everything seems quite peaceful at preseat,
but one cannot say how long it will last.

Two months ago we held our first street
meeting in this little village of about five

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thousand. It was only one block from our
house and the same from the new modern
Catholic church. The street' meeting caused
no liftle stir, for immediately the priests be-
gan to warn the people against us. However,
the young people began to come to our home
nightly to sing and study the Scripture, The
- more interested they became, the more per-
secution they received. One night while
nine young men were here, cur front door
window was broken with a stone. In fact,
our house was storied several times, and dur-
ing one street meeting Sister Hale was hit
in the head with a small stone, but she suf-
fered no serious injury, only a headache.

One evening two of the boys came to us
and said, “The priests have forbidden us to
come again, but we desire to know more
about your religion; so do not turth on the
light when we come to your door,” They
continued to come for another week or two.
Then a few nights ago they confided, “We
dare not-come again, as we are under punish-
ment and are fearful as to what will happen
to us next.”” After this they sneaked away,
crawling along in the darkness of the hedge
to the gate, lest someone should see them.
The fear they have of the priest .is great.
Pray much for these who are interested. God
can break the chains that bind and set them
free,

Three weeks ago we announced our first
regular Sunday night service, to be held in
our home until a building can be secured.
Imagine our joy when five knelt and sought
the Lord for salvation at the close of the
first service; aind at the next service, four,
One young couple, who live next door, ex-
claimed as they arose from their knees, “Oh,
how happy we are!” Sunday they testified oi
their new found joy and
the contentment they
had experienced the past
week. Pray that they
will be future workers
for Christ.

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Our main work in Caracas is in a pictur-
esque valley at the foot of these mountains.
It is interesting when the service starts to
see the men seated on one side of the
church, and the women on the other side with
their heads covered with either a hat or a
veil, a custom of long standing.

Although this is winter (September) it is
also vacation time; so we had a two weeks
Vacation Bible School, the first that the
work here. has ever had. But the peak of
God’s blessing came ‘when we had two weeks
of tarrying services, each night.except Satur-
day. During this time, between twenty-one
and twenty-four earnest seekers received the
Acts 2:4 experience. However, with blessings
also come trials and tests. At present there
is a fifteen<hour chain of prayer, from four
o’clock in the morning until séven at night,

. for deliverance from persecution against the

church and God’s people.

A recent three- -day trip gave us a better
understanding of the spiritual field of Ven-
ezuela. We found the churches few and far
between, but still rejoicing in the Lord. In

_one of these there is'a whole night of prayer

each week, and the work is growing, having
now some- fifty or sixty true believers. In
another, located in an out-of-the-way place
and still in its infancy, around twenty-five
believers are to be found. The “capilla” or
chapel is of the most humble type, consisting
of mud and sticks and not measuring more
than six by ten feet. Effort has been made
to locate in a better and more central loca-

‘tion, but the Catholic owners of the building,

knowing it is for the Evangelicals, refuse to
rent, .

Some years ago, when Kalenga was only a
small girl, a picture was taken of her with a
group of other children. Only 4 week after
that photograph was taken the father came
to me, broken-hearted, to say that his girlie was
stricken with leprosy.

© Of couise the heathen did not fail to blame :

the camera for bewitching her, and to this day
many are afraid to be photographed lest we
“steal their shadows” and they, too, get leprosy.

For years we cried to God for. the healing of
this wee girl. Her father is rarely absent from
the prayer meetings, and his pleas to his
heavenly Father for his daughter’s deliverance
were very touching.

Meanwhile, the vile disease crawled on over
her body, disfiguring back, chest, face. )

She was exceedingly fond of her bahy
brothers and sisters, and her greatest grief was
that she was forbhidden to nurse them. Poor
little Kalenga! What with the irritation and
burning of the leprosy, and the sense that she
was not as other children, she suffered in both
mind and body. Parts of her body were al-
nost entirely without feeling. .

Some ‘got tired of ‘praying for her, but her
father and a few old faithfuls never failed to
raise their voices in public and private. “God
what about Kalenga? Have you not promised
to answer prayer in the Name of Your Son?”

The nearest leprosy hospital is twelve days’
journey away. There, by the use of the won-
derful .chaulmoogra oil, they can make a leper
“symptom free,” but do not even profess to
achieve a finished cure. In any case it was too
far away for Songapepo to take his daughter
there. She was too weak to tramp long dis-

tances, and who ever would allow a leper to

sleep in their hut? Moreover, they could not
sleep out in the forests.

Years went past, and some unbelievers even

7 quoted Kalenga as evidence that God does not

answer prayer.
At last, however, the news went through the

village that the loprosy was fading away, and’

then very quickly it disappeared entirely. To
us who knew her so well, it seemed as though
one week she was leprous and the next week
she was not. The disease had gone altogether,
and those who have examined her declare that
theré is not a spot or blemish on her whole
body.

How she has emoyed nursing the little ones
who followed her in the family! How full of
praise she is to God, while her dad Songapepo
seems at times too full to speak of it.

We have just had a happy little wedding
cerenmiony, and Kalenga has gone off to a
Christian husband, and to start a home of her
own.

Little Wiss 1565

The caption, “Little Miss 1565,” -means very

" little to the average reader of these columns,

but there is a strange, strange story connected
therewith as reported in a recent issue of News-
week.,

On July 6th, 1944, in the city of Hartford,
Connecticut, the large tent of Ringling Brothers
Circus was packed with pleasure seekers watch-
ing the afternoon performance when suddenly
the “big top” caught fire and burned to the
ground in about ten minutes. The death toll
that day amounted to 159 persons, adults and
children. )

During the hours following the fire only one
of the bodies of the 159 victims remained un-
claimed, It was that of a curly-héaded girl of
six years. Her body had barely been touched
by the flames and positive identification of all
her features was not difficult, yet strange to say
no friend or relative appeared to claim her.

The police publicized her description by news-
paper, telephone, and radio as follows: “Age, 6
years; blue eyes; height, 3 feet 10 inches;
weight, 40 pounds; hair, shoulder length—light
brown and curly. Word was quickly sent
throughout the entire state. - Schools were care-
fully checked and notices posted in prominent
places of Hartford and surrounding towns. Still
no one laid any claim to the little body.

- After five days of fruitless waiting, the
authorities of Hartford decided there was noth-

ing to do but bury the. little girl in near-by .

Wilson Cemetery.. What name was to be put
on the marker of the grave? That was the
question. The number of the grave was 1565,
so someone suggested ' marking- the mound
simply “Little Miss 1565.” And so it has re-
mained until this very day—“Little Miss 1565,”
still unclaimed and utterly forgotten by a cruel,
cold world.
